It was noted that the resident had explained that Hemingbrough is a no cold calling area to protect vulnerable residents however they continued to canvas neighbouring properties therefore he obtained his company details (Quickline) and he will contacting their head office.
Clerk to contact Trading Standards to request more “No Cold Calling Signs” and literature to put up around the village and to advise North Yorkshire Councillor Karl Arthur know that the Parish Council have received complaints regarding cold calling.

24/156 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Village Green Working Group Update
Hagg Lane Tree Work

Councillor S Bennett advised that the working group had met on Tuesday 30th July principally to discuss Hagg Lane and review the report received from Barnes Associates Ltd (environmental consultant).
It was noted that the next stage is to implement the initial tree work required, as identified in the report, and the working group will be working with Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) to obtain quotes and to ensure that the Great Crested Newts habitat is not disturbed.
Councillor Bennett advised that the report has been shared with HHLGCG and will also be shared with all members of the Parish Council.

It was noted that Councillor A Tomlinson is working through the planning application for Hagg Lane and has applied to the Drax Community Fund for the next stage of the survey with a decision expected in November.
Inner Moor Lane
Councillor S Bennett reported that a small tree has fallen over, and several branches are overhanging the footpath, and he volunteered to carry out any remedial work required however it was noted that Colin Chilvers may need to clear the area in order to get through with his tractor when carrying out the grass cutting.
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow a member of the public to speak who expressed caution that some of the oak trees on Inner Moor Lane have Tree Protection Orders (TPO’s) before the meeting was reopened.
Oldways
Councillor S Bennett reported the Parish Council are waiting for Andy Pulleyne to confirm his availability (hopefully mid to late September) to continue work on the footpath.
It was noted that Colin Chilvers has recently cut back the lower overhanging branches to clear the path and the Chairman and Councillors S Bennett & L Stebbings had removed the debris.
Water Lane Pond

Councillor J Rooney spoke about the broken bench and reported that she had asked recently if George Fillingham could remove it but unfortunately it is still in situ.

The Chairman advised that he had spoken to George who advised that the bench is chained to the floor and last time he was working in the village he didn’t have the right equipment or vehicle available to remove it, but he will do this as soon as possible.
The clerk read out correspondence received from a resident expressing concern that the broken bench has still not been removed and some of the white verge posts are rotten or missing. 
Members discussed the white verge posts, and it was agreed to consider a suitable replacement.
George will also spray animal friendly weed killer around the pond in the winter once the newts have gone into hibernation.
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close / St Marys Strip  

The Chairman advised that he has spoken to George Fillingham about clearing the area and spraying with animal friendly weed killer so wildflower seed can be spread.
Oxbow Green

Councillor S Bennett volunteered to cut back around the sign in due course.

It was noted that a resident has kindly offered three mature hebe bushes to the Parish Council to plant on a communal area in the village, Councillor S Bennett to liaise with Councillor S Fox to arrange collection and transplanting.
