The Chairman announced the sad passing of ex Councillor Mr Forbes Davidson and the

Parish Council observed a minute’s silence as a mark of respect.

24/022 PUBLIC FORUM: - 
The member of the public present did not wish to speak but handed his copy of the Hemingbrough Village Design Statement (1999) to Councillor E Ryan for reference.
24/023 POLICE REPORT: - Nothing to report
24/024 LISTEN TO REPORT FROM NORTH YORKSHIRE COUNCILLOR KARL ARTHUR: -
Following concern raised at the January meeting regarding the amount of traffic using Hagg Lane, North Yorkshire Councillor Karl Arthur reported that Highways have a statutory duty to maintain the existing network with only a desire to improve so unfortunately as no collision history has occurred it would not be a priority for allocation of passing places.

As there is either no highway verge available or a dyke is present it is also likely not feasible however an engineer could investigate any available options and provide costings if this could be financed by the Parish Council/Locality Budget.
Members discussed the traffic problems on Hagg Lane and it was agreed that the Parish Council would identify any suitable locations for passing places and forward the information on to Councillor Arthur for Highways to investigate.

Councillor K Terry also spoke about trees growing close to the overhead power lines in the area.
The Chairman spoke about the need for larger weight limit warning signs at the entrance to Hagg Lane (off the A63).

Councillor Arthur reported that following a lot of opposition from members North Yorkshire Council have agreed to maintain the £10,000 North Yorkshire Councillors Locality Budget for 2024/25.

It was also noted that North Yorkshire Council have agreed an average 4.99% increase in Council Tax plus an additional levelling up increase following the Unitary Council reorganisation.

24/028 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk advised that notification of the following planning application had been received today:-

(ZG2024/0023/FULM) Residential development of 142 dwellings, open space, landscaping, and associated infrastructure and Community Centre with associated car parking and recreational space on land north of, Hull Road, Hemingbrough.

As this had only been received late in the afternoon and was not on the February agenda it was agreed to ask North Yorkshire Council for a time extension to allow the application to be discussed at the March Parish Council meeting (21/03) and residents to be informed.
The clerk also spoke briefly about the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations (YLCA) Talking Tables Training Day being held on Saturday 27th April 2024; members to inform the clerk if they wish to attend.

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 18th January 2024 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED

24/030 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Village Green Working Group Update
Councillor S Bennett advised that the working group had met on Monday 12th February to discuss progress and gave the following update:- 

Hagg Lane Tree Work
Update - Councillor A Tomlinson has spoken to the tree officer at NYCC with regards to the overhanging trees & the complaint received from Thornes. 
With support from the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGC) the working group have requested and received a quote of £450 from Jack Bell (tree surgeon) to cut the overhanging trees back, chip and leave the wood chip on Hagg Lane.
Proposed by Councillor S Fox, seconded by Councillor J Robins and unanimously agreed; working group to give instructions through HHLGC for Jack Bell to carry out the work.

Members also had a brief discussion regarding the grants received and the remaining available budget.

Councillor Tomlinson has approached a number of companies with regards to the 10 year action plan and Councillor Bennett gave an overview of the two stage plan and quote received.

Councillor Tomlinson to provide the clerk with a copy of the plan & quote; to be circulated to all members.
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow a member of the public who is also a member of HHLGC to speak.

The member of the public advised that Mark Bell (tree surgeon) is still prepared to carry out a tree survey on Hagg Lane free of charge and it was agreed that he would speak to Mark and report back to the working group before any further decision is made.

The meeting was re-opened.

Councillor K Terry reiterated that some of the trees are growing close to the overhead power lines between the entrance to Hagg Lane Farm and Hemwood House Farm and it was agreed that the clerk would report this to Northern Powergrid.

Oldways
Action – Agree scope of phase 2 & future phases and timings. Consider any budgetary constraints and the availability of further stone chippings from Plasmor and Andy Pulleyne (awaiting better weather).
Carried Forward – Chairman has confirmed Plasmor have chippings set aside until the new year, consider next steps following dry period.
Action – Working with the Chairman to ensure general maintenance of the village is progressed. Oldways, Oxbow Green, paths around the village with overgrown vegetation.
Other Areas – George Fillingham will undertake maintenance improvements whilst weather improves.
Working group discussion around estimates for improving the A63 Hull Road from the village to Brakenholme (estimate required).

The Chairman advised that he had spoken to George Fillingham with regards to clearing the footpath and he would need to do this by hand therefore he has approached Andy Pulleyne who has agreed to carry out the work, which will take between 1 and 2 days at a cost of £500 plus VAT. 

Proposed by Councillor S Bennett, seconded by Councillor S Fox and unanimously agreed.

It was noted that traffic management is required from Northfield Lane to Brackenholme; Chairman to arrange traffic management with Sharon Fox (NYCC Highways). 
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close / St Marys Strip  
Councillor S Fox advised that she had been measuring up the area and spoke about plans to plant buddleia & holly for wildlife along with shrubs & wildflower seeds. 
Two hedgehog runs have now been put in on the southern edge by local residents and the working group are looking at getting funding for hedgehog, bird and insect boxes.

Decision Required - £750 Locality Budget Grant 
The Chairman advised that the Parish Council have started to use the grant to clear the dyke out. It was noted that a footpath to the south side will need to be installed to provide access and Councillor S Bennett spoke about several options to complete the project.

The Chairman advised that George Fillingham will be carrying out the tree work agreed on Monday 19th February and will also look at the work required on the sink hole that has appeared as Highways will not repair this although they have put cones out around the hole.
It was also noted that several of the post top covers have also been removed.
