Hagg Lane Green

Councillor S Fox gave an overview of the meeting with the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group held on Tuesday 30th May which focused on planning applications past, present and future for the site.
Councillor S Bennett advised that a meeting of the Village Green Working Party will be scheduled in the next few weeks to discuss plans moving forward and prioritise work to be carried out including Oxbow Green and the Memorial Garden.
Memorial Garden

The clerk read out the letter below received from the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society: -
“I would like to inform you and the Parish Council that the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society set up in 2012 and after successfully completing their projects is now closing down.

We would like to donate £500 towards the maintenance of the Memorial Garden, and thank the Parish Council for their support in our projects and taking over the Memorial Garden as a great asset for the village and residents of Hemingbrough.
The website (phhhs.org .uk) will be closing down at the beginning of July.”

c) Discuss Charitable Donation Funding Priorities: -

Councillor E Ryan outlined her proposal to identify three priorities to be added to the application form with applicants asked to demonstrate how they meet the criteria.
Councillor Ryan also suggested introducing match funding to the application process.

Members had a discussion regarding the priorities including health & wellbeing, provision of village facilities/improving existing infrastructure and environmental issues.
d) Dog Fouling/Litter
Councillor S Fox gave an update on the litter picking initiative and advised that she will be placing an order for litter grabbers, bin bag hoops/rings and children’s gloves & high visibility vests up to the £200 budget agreed by the Parish Council.

Dog Poo Bin Request

Councillor J Robins advised that R & R Country have requested a dog poo bin outside their premises due to the nature of their business and the neighbouring vets.
It was noted that the dog bins cost @ £319 (net) plus delivery and it was resolved to purchase a dog bin to be sited near R & R Country as requested.
Clerk to liaise with R & R on required location and send order and location photographs to North Yorkshire Council.

Clerk to also contact North Yorkshire Council to follow up on the three outstanding dog bins previously ordered through Selby Council.
