Shipstone who are co-ordinating the event and indicated they will liaise with Rev. Garside.
Rev. Garside then expanded his discussion to indicate that the Church seeks to be all inclusive and promote community interaction in the village.

A Bentley introduced herself as the booking secretary for the Methodist Chapel. Ms Bently thanked the PC for accommodating the request for the room change for meetings to allow another group to access the main hall. Lay preacher E Clarkson introduced herself. She currently covers Barlby/Osgodby and North Duffield and has been pastor for Hemingbrough for approximately a year.

It was then explained how their congregation had been getting smaller and as a consequence there needed to be a shift of focus toward raising spiritual awareness and that the co-ordination of the use of the hall by community groups was becoming time consuming. Ms Bentley indicated the Chapel community wanted to reach out to the PC and the community for help with the booking/management of the hall. The PC agreed to agenda the issue next month and expressed their desire to help find a solution.
A member of the public enquired whether there had been any planning application or contact from the Housing Association at The Cloisters, as steel containers have been parked on the hammer head/waste land on the estate. The PC were not aware of any application. Cllr Tomlinson agreed to provide contact numbers for the Local Authority, the housing association and highways as it was not clear under whose jurisdiction the land was.
