26/163 POLICE REPORT: -                                                    
The clerk read out the following police report (February crime statistics) provided by PCSO Hannah Gaskell: -
There has been criminal damage to the play park equipment, highway disruption recorded on the 13th on Hull Road due to broken down vehicle and a road traffic collision (damage only) and resolved between involved parties with no requirement for police involvement.

26/166 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: -
It was noted that Councillor Ann Tomlinson has been granted a dispensation allowing her to participate in any discussion relating to the Local Plan. 
Councillor L Womack declared a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest in Item 26/172(d) No.1 as this is her current property although it is not her planning application.
Councillor A Chilvers declared a Disclosable Pecuniary Interest in Item 26/171 as the equipment hire agreement is with a family member.
26/167 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: -  
The Chairman thanked Councillor A Tomlinson for taking the minutes last month in the clerk’s absence.
26/168 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk reported that she had contacted The Crown Inn with regards to the re-registering of the defibrillator at the Crown and was awaiting a response; Chairman to follow up.

The clerk provided an update on the litter bin for outside the Londis shop. It was noted that the clerk had asked North Yorkshire Council to remove the bin that they had previously installed as this was too large and totally unsuitable for the location.
The Parish Council discussed the options available, and it was agreed that a Glasdon Invicta Litter Bin (110 litres) would be ordered as a replacement; clerk to contact North Yorkshire Council. 

26/169 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 19TH MARCH 2026: -
The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 19th March 2026 were proposed by Councillor S Bennett, seconded by Councillor A Chilvers and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED

26/170 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Village Greens

Tree and general maintenance - Water Lane Pond

Councillor A Tomlinson confirmed that Bell Tree Surgery had viewed the tree that had been the subject of a complaint and no issues had been identified therefore no further action was required.
Ferry Close to St Marys Avenue Walkway - Ongoing
Hagg Lane Green
It was noted that Barnes Associates Ltd had met with members of the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group to commence work on the ten-year plan; awaiting receipt of report.

Councillor A Tomlinson expressed her frustration that the planning application she submitted to North Yorkshire Council to remove a willow tree that has fallen across a driveway on Hagg Lane has been recommended for refusal despite causing distress to the homeowner as they are being refused deliveries and bin collections.

It was noted that North Yorkshire Council have requested that the planning application be withdrawn, and a new planning application submitted along with a written report from a tree surgeon.
Councillor Tomlinson has requested a written report from Bell Tree Surgery prior to submitting a new planning application and North Yorkshire Councillor Karl Arthur agreed to take this up with North Yorkshire Council.

b) Friends of the Oldways Project Update 

No update available; clerk to follow up with the Friends of Oldways Group.
c) St Marys Church Clock Repair 
Councillor A Tomlinson reported that an engineer is coming out again tomorrow to investigate an intermittent fault, and the Parish Council questioned liability as intermittent faults have been regularly occurring since the Cumbria Clock Company carried out the repair.
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow a member of the public to provide an update before re-opening the meeting.
26/171 GRASS CUTTING TENDER 2026: -                                                 
The clerk advised that Innermoor Lane & Oldways is cut by a volunteer under the cover of Hemingbrough Parish Councils Public Liability Insurance and the Parish Council have an Equipment Hire Agreement to hire the cutting equipment required. 
The village greens & St Marys Church cemetery are currently cut by George Fillingham (grass cutting contractor) under two separate contracts and members discussed the contracts at length.

Due to time constraints, it was proposed by Councillor L Womack, seconded by Councillor A Tomlinson and unanimously agreed to roll over the two grass cutting contracts until the end of the 2026 season and to go out to tender for the 2027 season to include footpath maintenance.
Clerk to ask George Fillingham to cut St Marys Church cemetery as a priority and request that the grass is removed and disposed of.

g) Ongoing Planning Issues Update: -  
Community Centre (Hall for Hemingbrough)
Councillor A Tomlinson provided an overview of the response received from Barratts (circulated to members) and members discussed the proposed development of a village hall (Hall for Hemingbrough) which is being overseen by the CIC. 
It was agreed that the Parish Council are extremely concerned in relation to the transfer of the land and monies (£500000) from Barratts to the CIC and feel that the lack of communication with the Parish Council and the wider community by the CIC has led to a lack of transparency along with a growing concern as to how the project will progress and be managed.

Members raised concern that the CIC are not acting in the best interests of the community and as such may be breaching the governance rules as set out by the CIC regulator. 
It was noted that the Parish Council have previously asked to meet with the CIC and to receive regular updates but these have not been forthcoming and it was agreed to write to all three directors to ask them to communicate with the Parish Council and the community as a matter of urgency and provide a detailed plan of how the land and money will be appropriated.
It was also agreed to invite the CIC to attend the Annual Parish Meeting on Thursday 21st May 2026 as this would be an ideal opportunity to update the community.
