21/228 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -

Oxbow Green Update
It was noted that a Christmas tree has been purchased and sited at Oxbow Green but as this is still to become established the solar Christmas lights purchased have been put on the Memorial Tree sited at the Memorial Garden for this year.

As Councillor L Carstairs has still not heard back from Nick at Community House, Selby regarding the wildlife assessment he was assisting the Parish Council with, it was agreed that the clerk would follow this up.

It was noted that no response had been received regarding the discrepancy with the Oxbow Green Western Boundary and it was agreed to defer this until the New Year.

Water Lane Pond Update
The Chairman reported that unfortunately due to unforeseen circumstances it had not been possible to arrange a date yet to carry out the work required but that he had spoken to the resident who raised the complaint to provide an update.

d) Bus Service Update
Councillor J Robins advised that following the meeting held on Thursday 9th December it had been agreed to formulate a survey to establish local need for a new bus service.
Local Bus Service Questionnaire

Councillor E MacDuff-Clack spoke about setting up an electronic survey on survey monkey to encourage as many responses to the questionnaire as possible and this was unanimously agreed.
Members discussed the content of the survey and proposed timetable at length and raised the possibility of approaching local businesses regarding contributing towards the bus service.
It was unanimously agreed to distribute the questionnaires in the New Year to run alongside the online survey and it was noted that the Londis have agreed to take in any completed questionnaires.
Parish Council Lanyards/ID Cards
Members discussed the possibility of providing Parish Councillors with lanyards/ID cards to wear whilst carrying out Parish Council business and it was agreed that the clerk would investigate this further.

21/229 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
The Parish Council discussed at length the response below received from Shaun Macey (NHS Vale of York CCG) 30/11 and the Working Group’s plan of action moving forward. 
“I can confirm that at the Primary Care Commissioning Committee meeting of 25 November 2021, the Committee supported the following recommendations with respect to Posterngate Surgery's proposed closure of its branch site at Hemingbrough.

i) In view of the risks that have been identified by both the Practice and CCG regarding the Hemingbrough branch site's suitability as a modern, safe and compliant clinical setting, the Primary Care Commissioning Committee is recommended to support Posterngate Surgery's proposal to close this site and relocate services to its main site at Portland Road in Selby.
ii) However, acknowledging the value of the existing service to patients in this setting, patient concerns re. transport difficulties for vulnerable groups, and the Parish Council's challenge around further exploration of options around the development of new, fit for purpose premises - the Primary Care Commissioning Committee is also recommended to authorise and support the delivery of an estates options appraisal and feasibility study by the CCG, with the intention of gaining further insight into possibilities regarding a potential new build/development in the area at a point in the future.
iii) In view of the socioeconomic dimension and the health inequalities aspects relating to access to the main Posterngate site, it is also recommended that Posterngate Surgery is asked by the Committee to clarify and commit to the conditions upon which a home visit will be offered to patients in the Hemingbrough area.
Further to the above, the CCG asks that the offer from the Hemingbrough site landlord to invest in the property is completely understood. The CCG will support the Practice to undertake a more detailed estates option appraisal in this respect.

The CCG asks that the Practice explores and gives assurance to the CCG regarding how services can be delivered to those small, but significant number of vulnerable patients who would be very materially impacted by the site being permanently closed. 

The CCG also asks that patient/volunteer transport options are to be explored by the Practice and CCG, including funding a taxi service, supporting pharmacy delivery costs, and agreeing/specifying an enhanced home visiting service.

I have also asked the Practice that we start to develop a documented plan with appropriate timescales for the closure of the site and associated dispensing services, with a view to on-going engagement with the affected patient group and clear communications around timescales and future arrangements/plans.

I trust that the Parish Council will recognise that the proposal has been supported primarily in the interests of patient safety on the grounds that the current Hemingbrough site is not fit for purpose - and that the CCG recognises that there are specific patient needs in the area and has therefore agreed to explore potential options re. estates including alternative premises and whether these would be feasible to take forward.

I would also like to thank the Parish Council for its detailed report that it provided the Committee which was extremely helpful in understanding some of the specific requirements of the local population.”
