Councillor Chilvers did not respond to the communication but does have historical photographs in his possession.

The Chairman reported that the seat at the village entrance has been smashed and he is sourcing a replacement board.

23/028 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 19TH JANUARY 2023: -

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 19th January 2023 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor A Tomlinson and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED

23/029 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that the Oldways is still too wet to carry out the mulching, they are also short of mulch to put down although they hope to get some more when Oxbow Green is cut back.
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green
The Chairman reported that work to clear the entrance into Oxbow Green was meant to start last month but this had been postponed due to the frozen ground.
It was noted that this has now been rescheduled for Friday 3rd March from 9.30am onwards and traffic calming measures will be in place to allow safe access for pedestrians and cyclists.

Members spoke about the work required on the dyke at Oxbow Green and it was agreed to write to the Dykes and Drainage Board regarding the Parish Councils plans.
Hagg Lane Green 
The Chairman advised that unfortunately the Parish Council have had no further contact from Councillor E MacDuff-Clack since she left the village which has stopped progress of the planning application as none of the additional information required to accompany the planning application has been passed over.
It was noted that a Councillor is automatically disqualified if they do not attend a meeting in six months and their long-term absence has not been agreed by the Parish Council. 
Councillor J Robins advised that Graham Lees – Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) is in the process of contacting Linda Drake (Selby District Council) and will then liaise with Councillor Robins to start the planning application process again from scratch.

It was agreed to ask Councillor S Fox to join the working group to help with the application and it was noted that Councillor A Tomlinson has also been assisting Councillor Robins.
Members discussed the work to be carried out at Hagg Lane and it was agreed that no further decision will be made until Graham Lees (HHLGCG) has spoken to Linda Drake (Selby District Council); to be discussed further at the next Parish Council meeting. 
Water Lane Pond

The Chairman advised that he is hoping to arrange newt training for members in the near future.
Land between St Marys Avenue and Ferry Close

Councillor S Bennett reported that the land will be cleared once the daffodils have flowered and died back, wildflower seeds will also be planted.
Memorial Garden
The Chairman advised that five bags of rock salt have been spread on the paving to kill off the weeds and moss.

Councillor S Bennett suggested that the Parish Council produce a flyer to be distributed in both Hemingbrough and Cliffe to advocate the NHS funded patient transport scheme for eligible patients.
Councillor A Tomlinson raised concern regarding the very restrictive criteria that patients must meet to be eligible for this service; Councillor Bennett to continue to monitor.
