22/110 PRESENT: - Councillors J Robins, L Stebbings, J Strelczenie, K Terry and

22/111 PUBLIC FORUM: -  
A resident of Main Street expressed concern regarding several dogs (some of which are left outside for long periods of time) that are constantly barking at all times of the day and night.
It was agreed to post on the Parish Council website/social media site and in the forthcoming Parish Council newsletter (space permitting).

22/113 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: - 
District/County Councillor K Arthur reported that he has a County Council budget of £10,000 this year to respond to local needs by recommending the allocation of small amounts of funding to support specific activities. 
It was also noted that Councillors K Arthur and M Topping both have a £3,000 District Councillor budget to spend within their Ward.
Councillor K Arthur also reported that he has been asked by local residents to request that the planning application for Hawthorne House (2022/0581/FUL) goes before the Planning Committee to be determined.

22/116 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
The Chairman reported that the replacement table legs for the Methodist Chapel table inadvertently broken during a Parish Council meeting had been received and he thanked local resident, Peter Parish for repairing the table.
22/117 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk advised that several residents have mentioned that they would like a book library like the one recently installed on Cliffe Village Green.
It was noted that the library was made by Western Wolds Men in Sheds which is a registered charity based in Holme-on-Spalding Moor.
They are a not-for-profit organisation which encourages local men of all ages to come together to chat, build, fix and share skills.

It was unanimously agreed to put this on the July agenda for consideration and decision.

22/120 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that the footpath at the junction with church walk is very well worn and Andy Pulleyne has recommended laying limestone aggregate as this will create a much more robust and durable surface for the footpath; Chairman to follow up.
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update
It was noted that standing water is always present in the area so a walkway would need to be installed to allow people to walk around the site.

Clerk to chase up Nick at Community House regarding the wildlife assessment he was assisting the Parish Council with.
Councillor J Robins to seek advice from Graham Lees – Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG). 

Hagg Lane Green 
The Chairman read out correspondence received from Graham Lees – Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) concerning their upcoming insurance policy renewal and future plans for the site in conjunction with the 10 year development plan.
It was also noted that the Chairman is awaiting an arboriculturist quote for the work required.
The Chairman advised that the Parish Council had recently received permission from Selby District Council to cut back the willow tree branches that were overhanging the boardwalk.  Unfortunately, before the Parish Council along with Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLCGC) could carry out the work, a person or persons unknown had removed the branches and thrown them into the ponds; these branches cannot be removed from the pond until later in the year as this would disturb the newts. 
Water Lane Pond Update
The Chairman reiterated that no further work can be carried out on the hedge until the end of the bird nesting season.
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close
The Chairman gave an update on the recent work carried out to create a wildflower meadow whilst leaving a wildlife corner for hedgehogs.

Inner Moor Lane
Councillor K Terry expressed concern regarding 4x4 vehicles using Inner Moor Lane for recreational off-road riding which is churning up the land and leaving deep ruts.
Councillor Terry proposed installing gates to restrict access and it was agreed to put this on the July agenda for further discussion.
c) Dog Fouling – No further update 
d) Bus Service Update
The Chairman reported that talks with Thornes are still ongoing and a follow up meeting to include the three parishes along the route is scheduled for Thursday 23rd June.
e) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire
The Chairman reported that the campaign is building up momentum and the latest update has been circulated to all members.
f) NYCC Grass Cutting Map

Councillor A Tomlinson gave an update on the current arrangements for urban highway grass cutting and it was noted that NYCC had recently cut along the A63 to improve the visibility splay; Parish Council to continue to monitor. 

22/121 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
It was noted that talks are still ongoing with the Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) with regards to a financial contribution towards patient transport following the closure of the doctor’s surgery.
It was also noted that Pinfold Pharmacy based at the Brackenholme Business Park are now dispensing to many Hemingbrough residents and providing a fantastic service.

1. (2022/0581/FUL) Erection of a 3 bed detached dwelling on land to the east of Hawthorne House, Hull Road, Hemingbrough  Strongly Object
1) The proposed dwelling is too large for the proposed site 
2) This would have an unacceptable impact on the amenity of neighbouring properties who share a driveway and the residents of Chestnut Croft  
3) Close proximity to the A63

4) Concern regarding the culvert that runs under the proposed site (easement strip)

5) Concern regarding previous flooding of the site

6) The proposed dwelling is completely out of character with neighbouring properties 

7) Possible contamination as the proposed site is a former filling station
The Chairman also reiterated that County/District has requested that the planning application goes before the Planning Committee to be determined.
