
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT HEMINGBROUGH METHODIST CHAPEL ON THURSDAY 16TH MARCH 2023  
23/041 PRESENT: - Councillors S Bennett, R Chilvers, S Fox, J Robins, E Ryan, 

L Stebbings, J Strelczenie and K Terry.
County/District Councillor K Arthur
One member of the public was also present.
23/042 PUBLIC FORUM: - 
No public forum was held as the member of the public present did not wish to speak.
23/043 POLICE REPORT: -  
The Chairman reiterated that Constable Neil Morris (Selby District Neighbourhood Policing Team – Rural) is no longer able to provide the Parish Council with police reports as this has been stopped by the powers that be.
23/044 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: -

County/District Councillor K Arthur reported that the North Yorkshire council tax precept is to be increased by 4.99% from April this year (2.99% general increase and 2% social care levy).

In addition to this the District Council precepts are to be levelled out across the county which will mean around a 30% increase for a Band D property in the Selby District and this increase will be phased in over two years.
It was noted that the green bin charge has been equalised across the County meaning that for the first time residents in Selby District will be charged to have their green bin emptied (£43.50 for 2023/24).

A consultation is running until Monday 3rd April on the North Yorkshire County Council website:- https://www.northyorks.gov.uk/selby-area-garden-waste-collection-service and there will be no change to the existing service until the consultation process is complete.
Residents will only be charged if they want to retain their green waste bin.
It was noted that the locality budgets will be reinstated in April with each member receiving £10k to fund projects within their division (subject to a minimum grant of £300) but unlike previous years 100% funding will not be awarded and applicants will need to contribute a proportion of the project costs.

This year the locality budgets can also be used to fund projects relating to the King’s coronation, but they cannot be granted retrospectively. All applications relating to the coronation must be submitted by Sunday 23rd April. 

It was also noted that a road closure will be in place for Main Street on Sunday 7th May for the coronation celebrations.

In addition to this the Area Constituency Committees have been given £50k each to fund projects in their areas.
Councillor Arthur reported that the Hall for Hemingbrough Committee will be submitting their planning application later this month and it was noted that the project has been amended considerably taking into account residents concerns.
Councillor Arthur also provided an update on the request for a drop kerb at the junction of Water Lane and Main Street to line up with the drop kerb on the other side of the road.

A resident raised concern that dropped kerbs have been installed throughout the village, however vehicles are regularly parking on them and Councillor Arthur agreed to make enquiries on what further action can be taken.

It was agreed to bring Item 11 forward to allow District/County Councillor to partake.

23/045 VANDALISM THROUGHOUT THE VILLAGE:-

Councillor S Bennett advised that there has been a major increase in vandalism in the last month with significant damage to Hagg Lane Green, a fire started on the children’s playground and defaced & broken benches.
Councillor J Robins also reported that youths have smashed the noticeboard outside 
pre-school.

Members discussed the recent criminal activity in Hemingbrough and Barlby and it was suggested that youths from Barlby may be coming into the village and colluding with youths from Hemingbrough.
Clerk to report the incidents to Constable Neil Morris (Selby District Neighbourhood Policing Team – Rural) and include Councillor Arthur in the correspondence.

23/047 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: -

23/048 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
The Chairman thanked Councillors S Bennett, R Chilvers S Fox, J Robins & L Stebbings, Hemingbrough residents John Sedman, Many Moss & Susannah Foxily and Cliffe residents Andy Pulleyne & Mick Dunham for all their assistance in clearing the Hull Road footpath/cycle path on Friday 3rd March.
The Chairman advised that Councillor E Mac-Duff is now disqualified as a member of Hemingbrough Parish Council as the Local Government Act 1972 states that if a Councillor fails to attend any meeting for six consecutive months from the date of their last attendance, they cease to be a member of the authority unless their non-attendance has been approved by the full Council in advance.
Clerk to ask Selby District Council to remove her details from their website and commence the vacancy procedure.  
23/049 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk reiterated the changes to the Selby Garden Waste Collection Service and it was noted that the information and consultation details have been posted on both the Parish Council website and social media site.
23/050 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 16TH FEBRUARY 2023: -

23/051 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that a small amount of mulch is available however the work has not been carried out yet due to the recent poor weather. 
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green
The Chairman reported that the soil and debris removed during the Hull Road footpath/cycle path clearance was used to create an entrance into Oxbow Green 

The Chairman gave a progress update and reported that Plasmor have agreed to provide debris, soil and crushed stone to create a footpath however care must be taken not to disturb any newts or nesting birds that may be present. 

Councillor S Bennett reported that he had removed some of the overhanging brambles so they don’t cause harm to pedestrians, and he will continue to keep this cut back.
Councillor K Terry spoke about the dyke around the site and members discussed obtaining the culvert/drainage maps for Hemingbrough.
Hagg Lane Green 
Receipt of Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group Third Quarter Time and Expenditure Update (circulated to all members 16/03) was noted.
Councillor J Robins advised that Graham Lees – Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green 

Conservation Group (HHLGCG) has contacted Linda Drake (Selby District Council) and is awaiting a response; Councillor Robins to follow up.
It was noted that Northern Powergrid have recently been cutting branches back away from powerlines in the area.
Water Lane Pond – No further update
Land between St Marys Avenue and Ferry Close

Councillor L Stebbings reported that a small amount of chippings have been tipped on to the village green where the daffodils are growing.
Councillor Bennett advised that he will be planting wildflowers in the area within the next couple of weeks and a hedgehog corridor and wildlife area will also be created.
Memorial Garden
The Chairman advised that the roses will be pruned back at the end of the month.

St Marys Avenue Cul-de-sac Village Green

It was noted that the laurel hedge has still not been cut back; Parish Council to continue to monitor. 
c) Dog Fouling
It was noted that dog fouling is still a problem despite 22 dog bins being sited throughout the village.
Councillor S Fox proposed using a “Clean It Up” stencil and temporary/chalk paint on the pavements to encourage dog walkers to pick up after their dogs.

It was noted that this approach has been used previously and the Chairman suggested trialling it again near the dog bins on Main Street.
Councillor Fox to speak to the school to see if they are happy for the pavement outside school to be painted as this is also a problem area.

Clerk to contact Selby District Council to enquire if we can obtain a new stencil and some temporary/chalk paint.

e) Village Book Library
The clerk reported that the library will be installed tomorrow by Western Wolds – Men In Sheds; Chairman to liaise with them regarding the required position on the village green (at the junction of School Road and St Marys Avenue).

Councillor S Fox spoke about Selby Wombles who are a group of individuals that volunteer their time to carry out litter picking in Selby and advised that she would like to form a litter picking group in Hemingbrough to keep the village tidy.
Councillor S Bennett to put a piece in the next newsletter and liaise with Councillor Fox.
It was also agreed to look at purchasing some Hemingbrough Parish Council high visibility vests for Councillors and volunteers to wear whilst working in the community.

The Chairman read out correspondence received from the Committee detailing their fundraising activities and requesting a donation of £1,000 towards to overall event cost which is estimated to be £2,500.
It was agreed to apply to District/County Councillor K Arthur for a £500 grant towards the coronation celebrations which will be match funded by the Parish Council; Councillor J Robins to approach Councillor Arthur.

The Chairman also reported that further funding may be available from Drax; clerk to forward information to Councillor J Robins.
The Chairman spoke about the need for an amendment to Standing Order No.40 to allow the Parish Council to donate monies towards any future national holiday celebrations; to be considered and agreed at the April Parish Council meeting.
g) Confirm Acceptance of Selby District Council Locality Grant:-

Members unanimously agreed to accept the £750 grant towards conservation work at Oxbow Green and was noted that the Chairman would also be applying to Drax for additional funding.
