23/208 PUBLIC FORUM: - 
Mr K McCann thanked the Parish Council on behalf of the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group for the charitable donation for repairs and servicing of their mower.
Mr McCann also thanked the Parish Council on behalf of the Parochial Church Council and church wardens for having a representative attend and lay a wreath at the St Marys Church Remembrance Service.
It was unanimously agreed to move forward Item No 12g) Planning appeal by Bruce Falkingham – Land to the south of School Road, Hemingbrough to allow Jennifer Hubbard (Planning Consultant) to speak.

23/209 PLANNING: -
g) Planning Appeal by Bruce Falkingham - Land to the South of School Road, Hemingbrough

(2019/0458/OUTM) Outline application including access (all other matters reserved) for residential development for up to 40no custom built dwellings on Land Off School Road, School Road, Hemingbrough 
Jennifer Hubbard (Planning Consultant) gave an update on the planning proposals which are to be considered at a Public Inquiry commencing on Tuesday 5th December.

It was noted that it has been decided that the original proposals for 100% custom housebuilding is no longer appropriate and the appeal will be proceeding on the basis of “normal” housing development including 20% affordable dwellings; a small number of plots may be made available for custom housebuilding.
Ms Hubbard also briefly spoke about the provision of recreational open space within the site which is expected to include a Locally Equipped Area for Play (LEAP) and the possibility of a commuted payment in lieu of part of the on-site recreational open space requirement which could be used off-site.

The Chairman reiterated that Parish Councillors should not discuss the application as they may be presumed to have “fettered their discretion”.
23/210 POLICE REPORT: -
Councillor S Bennett reported that there had been a couple of thefts from the Londis shop and within hours of being posted on Hemingbrough Community Noticeboard, PC Richard Wood had been out and spoken to the shop owners.
23/211 LISTEN TO REPORT FROM NORTH YORKSHIRE COUNCILLOR KARL ARTHUR: -
Councillor K Arthur advised that Newhay Lane will be closed between 5th – 8th December to facilitate the installation of telecommunications apparatus.

Councillor Arthur also reiterated that the planning appeal for land off School Road (2019/0458/OUTM) is being held at the Civic Centre, Doncaster Road, Selby commencing at 10am on Tuesday 5th December.
It was noted that members of the public may attend and at the Inspectors discretion express their views.
Councillor E Ryan spoke about North Yorkshire Councils desire to streamline the planning process and raised concern regarding North Yorkshire Councils policy to designate more planning decisions to planning officers.
Councillor Arthur advised that he can still put in a request for applications to be determined by the Planning Committee however the request now has to be approved by both the Planning Committee Chairman and the Chief Planning Officer.

The clerk reported that after seeking approval from the Chairman she had attended a Yorkshire Local Councils Associations (YLCA) Finance & Budgeting Webinar on Tuesday 7th November in readiness for setting the budget and precept for 2024; the £25 cost for the course was unanimously agreed (Parish Council training budget).

a) Village Green Working Group Update
Councillor S Bennett gave an update on the four Village Green Working Group priorities.
Oxbow Green

Oxbow Green Options Review
Option 1 – Do Nothing
Option 2 – Full Solution (Pathway extended from Oldways to Oxbow Green around the wetland, back onto main road.  Build bridge across viaduct.
Option 3 – Maintenance clean up Oxbow Green, area visible to traffic and walkers
Option 4 – Partial solution develop wetland to support wildlife
Councillor E Ryan referred to the Oxbow Green report kindly provided by free of charge by a family member who has a Bachelor of Science degree in Nature Conservation Management.
It was noted that this is an area of wet woodland which appears to be managing itself and does not require much intervention.
Councillor Ryan also spoke about the possibility of creating a loop path around the extreme edge to provide a circular walk.
Members discussed the options provided and spoke about the history of Oxbow Green. 
Members agreed that at present the Parish Council will concentrate on the other priority areas and therefore proceed with Option 3, using the £750 Locality Grant received from North Yorkshire Councillor K Arthur to carry out any necessary tree/clearance work.
The Chairman reported that Highways had recently removed a fallen tree which was partially blocking the road and it was noted that the Parish Council tree surgeon who was also present had highlighted three other trees on Oxbow Green that may become unstable in wet conditions and need repositioning.
The Chairman also advised that a willow tree in the Oldways may also require attention in the future.

It was agreed that the Village Green Working Group will discuss further at their next meeting. 

Hagg Lane
Action Progressing - Councillor A Tomlinson continuing to pursue tree surgeon(s) to offer a full survey review of Hagg Lane, to support our formal submission. Councillor Tomlinson to speak with North Yorkshire Council Tree Officer.   
Councillor Tomlinson reported that the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group have offered to produce a plan to aid obtaining planning permission for the remedial work required in the first instance; to be discussed further at the next Village Green Working Group meeting.

Action Ongoing - Agree scope of Phase 2 & future Phases and timing.  Consider any budgetary constraints and the availability of further stone chippings from Plasmor and of Andy Pulleyne.
Update - Chairman has confirmed Plasmor have chippings set aside until the New Year, consider next steps following dry period.
