21/161 PUBLIC FORUM: -

21/162 POLICE REPORT: -
It was noted that the clerk had circulated the August 2021 police report to members; to be posted on both the Parish Council social media site and website.
21/163 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: -
County Councillor M Jordan spoke about the Local Government Restructure report which is going to the NYCC Executive for approval.

Councillor Jordan also explained how the proposed changes will affect the boundaries and County & District Councillor roles.

21/165 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: -

c) Councillor K Terry declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item (21/173a No.1) as this is a relative’s planning application.
21/166 PARISH COUNCIL CO-OPTION: -
Joanne Robins was invited to speak to the Parish Council about why she would like to join and what skills she could bring to the Parish Council and the Community.

It was proposed by Councillor L Carstairs, seconded by Councillor A Tomlinson and unanimously agreed to co-opt Joanne Robins on to the Parish Council.

21/167 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: -
The Chairman thanked local resident’s John Sedman, Peter Parish and Richard Wilton for all their help installing the Ox Bow Green sign and bird table in the Oldways.
It was also noted that the memorial bench in honour of Tom Swift has now been sited in the Oldways.

21/168 CLERKS REPORT: -
The clerk read out correspondence received regarding getting involved in The Queen’s Green Canopy which is a unique tree planting initiative created to mark Her Majesty’s Platinum Jubilee in 2022; to be circulated to members to agree which packs/species to order (will be delivered in March 2022).

21/169 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
(19/08): -
With one minor amendment to Item 21/149 (b) the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 19th August 2021 were proposed by Councillor S Bennett, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED 

21/170 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that there had been a good turnout of volunteers to complete the mulching but unfortunately the dumper truck hired to complete the work had set on fire, so the mulching had to be rescheduled to Friday 24th September.

The Chairman thanked Jack Bell for supplying the mulch.

Japanese Knotweed – Oldways Dyke

It was noted that the clerk had written to Nathan Culpan – Ouse and Derwent Drainage Board regarding the Japanese Knotweed growing out of the side of the dyke and the Chairman read out the reply received: -
“I have instructed all our contractors not to cut the Japanese Knotweed, as it stands it is a landowner’s responsibility to control this weed. If the Board was to control this particular patch, then it would have to control all aspects of similar outcrops in the district.”

It was proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor A Tomlinson and unanimously agreed to ask George Fillingham to remove the Japanese Knotweed from the dyke.
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update

Councillor L Carstairs advised that she had still not heard back from Nick at Community House, Selby regarding the wildlife assessment he was assisting the Parish Council with; Councillor Carstairs to provide the clerk with his contact details so she can follow this up.
The Chairman gave an update on the discrepancy with the Oxbow Green Western Boundary.

Additional Benches

The Chairman read out the letter to be sent to all the properties overlooking the village green at the junction of St Marys Avenue and School Road to advise them that a bench and litter bin is to be installed on the green.

Hagg Lane Green Boardwalk (Already covered previously under Item 21/161)

It was noted that the clerk was awaiting a reply to the letter sent to the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group seeking clarification regarding responsibility and liability for the boardwalk. 

The Chairman advised that he had removed a large branch that had fallen on the boardwalk and noted that two sections of the boardwalk are in need of repair.
Water Lane Pond

The Chairman reiterated that a volunteer day to clear the pond will be arranged for October (date to be confirmed). It was noted that George Fillingham has offered to assist on the day free of charge and that Andy Pulleyne would also like to help with the pond clearance and hire a 2.5 tonne digger to work in the pond.

Tree Work
Chairman to follow up with Connor Stephenson – SDC regarding any TPO’s that may be on the trees at Water Lane Pond before any work on the trees is carried out.
George Fillingham to provide the Parish Council with a quote for the work required.
c) Dog Fouling
Councillor L Carstairs spoke about the fictional comments that have been put on social media regarding dog fouling by individuals using fake anonymous accounts.

It was noted that dog fouling will likely increase now due to the darker nights.

d) Bus Service Update
The Chairman gave an overview of the timetable information received from Thornes and it was noted that Arriva have agreed to come back with information regarding alternative routes and costings etc in October.
The Chairman also advised that Councillor E MacDuff-Clack is hoping to meet with Mary Welch at North Yorkshire County Council (NYCC) to discuss potential subsidies for the bus service.
e) Remote Access to Parish Council Meetings 
(Deferred as Councillor E MacDuff-Clack was not present)
f) Potential CIL Money Infrastructure Projects
No further update: it was agreed to remove this item from future agenda’s 
g) Christmas Lights 
Councillor S Bennett advised that there are 17 lamp posts along Main Street from the main entrance to the village (Memorial Garden) to the Finkle Street junction and it was agreed that the clerk would complete the paperwork received from Plantscape and approach North Yorkshire County Council (NYCC) for permission to attach the Christmas lights on to their lamp posts.
It was also agreed to send a letter to the households that will be impacted by the lights and to encourage local businesses to sponsor the Christmas lights.
21/171 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
Councillor S Bennett gave an update on the progress of the working group and their ongoing actions.
Members thanked the working group for their fantastic endeavour and hard work in trying to save the surgery.
