23/149 POLICE REPORT: -
It was noted that PCSO Declan Robinson has been seconded to York for the time being so 

unfortunately, the village police surgery has been cancelled however PC Richard Wood and PCSO Hannah Gaskell will be attending the September Parish Council meeting (21/09) to discuss any local issues.
Councillor S Bennett advised that the recent vandalism on the cricket field has been reported to the police.
It was also noted that the bench on Water Lane has also been vandalised.

23/153 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
The Chairman thanked Mr Stuart Barber for once again repairing the Village Book Library that was recently vandalised.
The Chairman also spoke about the petition to save the ticket office at Selby railway station and changes to staffing and Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) following the transition of eight councils to one Unitary Authority in North Yorkshire. 
23/154 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk advised that in May 2022 the Parish Council agreed to re-establish the Hagg Lane grant and increase this to £1,000 subject to receipt of the groups quarterly accounts - £750 payable on request (this was paid 01/06/2022) with the remaining £250 on receipt of their 3rd Quarter accounts.
It was noted that the Parish Council have now received the 3rd Quarter accounts and End of Year summary and it was unanimously agreed to pay the remaining £250 (2022/2023). RESOLVED
The clerk reported that the Parish Council have received the 1st Quarter accounts for 2023/2024 but haven’t received a request from the group for payment of the £750 (2023/2024) but as it states in the minutes of the 19/05/2022 meeting that the grant is to be reviewed annually it was agreed to put this on the September Parish Council meeting agenda.
The clerk also gave details of the new Yorkshire Local Councils Associations (YLCA) whole Council training sessions and reported that the Good Councillor Guides have been ordered as requested at a total cost of £32.35 (£28.80 plus £3.55 postage).
23/155 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 27TH JULY 2023: -

23/156 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Village Greens

Councillor S Bennett gave an overview of the Village Green Working Group meeting held on Monday 7th August which identified three priority sites – Hagg Lane, Oldways, and the land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close (including St Marys Avenue Village Green) as a focus for this year and into 2024.
Hagg Lane
Councillor A Tomlinson is pursuing tree surgeon(s) to offer a full survey review of Hagg Lane, to support our formal submission.
Oldways

Oldways is registered as a Village Green but is in the process of being registered to the Parish Council for the benefit of the Village.
The Chairman advised that the Parish Councils solicitor is dealing with the registration and has all the information & documentation required but Covid 19 has caused a huge backlog with Land Registry.
Councillor S Bennett spoke about funding for a pilot scheme on a section of the Oldways to improve the surface of the footpath and it was noted that Andy Pulleyne has agreed to undertake this work at the end of September.

Councillor S Fox provided information/quotes for a boardwalk walkway improvement solution from Oldways into Oxbow Green.
Councillor Bennett reported that as a matter of urgency he will be cutting back any overhanging branches and nettles.
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close (including St Marys Avenue Village Green) 

Councillor S Bennett reported that the group have started to clear St Marys Avenue Village Green but an amount of rubble still needs to be removed. The Chairman agreed to ask Colin Chilvers for assistance with removing the rubble.
Councillor S Fox to monitor the access drain that was recently cleared on this strip of land.

Councillor Bennett spoke about plans to carry out landscaping and re-wilding improvements on the land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close.
Councillor S Fox reported that two sprouting sycamore tree stumps need to be removed and it was agreed to ask George Fillingham to spray the roots in the first instance.

The Chairman spoke about the budgets already allocated for the Village Greens and the Locality Budget grants received; clerk to confirm amounts with Councillor S Bennett.
Update on future of Plasmor nature reserve

The Chairman gave an overview of the Plasmor Liaison Group meeting held on Tuesday 8th August.
It was noted that areas of the site will be taken by back by the individual landowners leaving the middle section, which is the bulk of the land belonging to Plasmor.

Plasmor have indicated that the quarrying will be completed within the next 5-10 years with the area restored and transformed into a nature reserve with provision for visitor parking.
Councillor R Chilvers spoke about the planning conditions associated with the site.
The Chairman reported that Plasmor have agreed to provide rubble and ballast free of charge which will be spread on both Oldways and Oxbow Green footpaths by volunteers to provide stability, before being covered over with mulch.
Oxbow Green

The Chairman advised that it is hoped construction of a bridge over the dyke will commence in September.

c) Dog Fouling/Litter
It was noted that Councillor S Fox finalised the order for litter grabbers and bin bag hoops/rings this week and the clerk has placed the order with Helping Hand Environmental.
Councillor Fox advised that she has also reported instances of fly tipping to North Yorkshire Council which she will continue to monitor.

d) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire
The Chairman reported that the campaign is continuing to progress steadily.
