22/028 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk gave an overview of the Selby District Council remote meeting held on Wednesday 16th February regarding the May 2022 NYCC & Parish Council elections and Local Government Reorganisation.
It was noted that due to the Local Government Reorganisation the Parish Council elections that were due in 2023 have been brought forward to 2022 (subject to the reorganisation being agreed by Parliament).

No election costs will be passed on to the Parish Council as these will be absorbed by Selby District Council.
22/029 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
(20/01): -

22/030 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

Councillor S Bennett advised that a resident had reported a dangerous fallen branch in the Oldways; the report was escalated, and the branch was quickly removed by Colin Chilvers.

b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update – No further update
Additional Benches

Clerk has placed the order for the wooden bench to be sited on the village green at the junction of St Marys Avenue and School Road; plaque for bench to commemorate the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee still to be ordered.

Hagg Lane Green

The Chairman read out correspondence dated 13th October 2021 received from Denis Hails – Secretary of the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Conservation Group (HHLGCG) acknowledging that the boardwalk is an asset owned by HHLGCG who are responsible for any repairs that may be needed. 
The Chairman also read out recent correspondence received (10/02) via the new Acting Secretary (circulated to all Parish Councillors).

Members had a brief discussion concerning forming an amicable agreement moving forward whilst ensuring that due diligence is also carried out.  

Water Lane Pond Update
The Chairman advised that George Fillingham had cleared the willows around the pond and will be returning by the end of the month to cut back & clear the hedging and carry out the tree work previously agreed.
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close
This area will also be cleared by George Fillingham by the end of the month ready for wildflower seeding by Parish Councillors and volunteers.

Councillor J Freakes suggested renaming this area of land to commemorate the Queen’s Platinum Jubilee and it was agreed to put this on the March agenda for further discussion. 
c) Dog Fouling
It was noted that dog fouling around the village is terrible with some dog walkers picking up the mess but then leaving the dog bags strewn around instead of disposing them in the dog bins.
d) Bus Service Update
Local Bus Service Questionnaire Update
It was agreed to close the questionnaire on Monday 28th February so all responses can be compiled; details to be posted on the Parish Council social media page, website and in the forthcoming newsletter.
Chairman to arrange a follow up meeting to involve all three Parishes along the route.
e) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire 

It was noted that Councillor J Freakes had circulated the latest update to all members and that NYCC are considering a ban on vehicles parking outside all North Yorkshire schools at drop off & pick up times.
22/031 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
Councillor E MacDuff-Clack advised that she is in the process of drafting a letter to Posterngate Surgery requesting more information regarding access to appointments, prescription options and patient transport following closure of the surgery which is expected by the end of March at the latest.
Councillor S Bennett is also in communication with Shaun Macey (NHS Vale of York CCG) regarding the feasibility study to gain insight into the potential for a new build.
It was agreed to put a piece in the forthcoming newsletter regarding the options available for residents to collect their prescriptions from local pharmacies (including options for home delivery) following closure of the surgery.

The clerk reported that the Committee have asked NYCC for a temporary road closure of Main Street (Sunday 5th June) for a street party and this was unanimously supported by the Parish Council.

The Chairman advised that at a recent YLCA Selby Branch meeting concern had been raised regarding the safe lighting of the Jubilee Beacons and Councillor Freakes agreed to feedback these concerns to the Committee.
