21/104 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that the mulching has been delayed until mid-July as the machinery required to complete the work is not available until then.
Councillor L Stebbings reported that Japanese knotweed is now growing again at the side of the dyke.
Councillor K Terry agreed to speak to Nathan Culpan (Ouse & Derwent Drainage Board) as if it is on their land then it is their responsibility; Councillor Terry to report back at next meeting.
b) Village Greens 

Oxbow Green Update 
The plaque to be sited on the green was shown to members and the Chairman advised that a resident has volunteered to attach the plaque to a backing board (to go onto a stake).
Councillor K Terry reported that the Hagg Lane Board has disappeared and it was noted that it has been thrown into the Hagg Lane ponds.
c) Dog Fouling

Councillor L Carstairs reported that no complaints regarding dog fouling had been received.
d) Potential CIL Money Infrastructure Projects
Councillor J Freakes advised that during the village walks the lack of seating around the village has been noted and asked if CIL money could be used to provide additional seating.
Councillor Freakes to speak to the walking group to establish their preferred locations.
Members also had a brief discussion regarding grass cutting in the village and the area’s that NYCC are responsible for.
21/105 DISCUSS AND CONSIDER REMOTE ACCESS TO PARISH COUNCIL MEETINGS:-
Councillor E MacDuff-Clack gave an overview of her research and how remote access could be used for listening purposes only; any residents who wish to speak would still be required to attend the meeting in person.
Councillor A Tomlinson advised that she has concerns about remote access and that she would like to establish the desire in the village for this before making any decision.
Councillor MacDuff spoke about using social media to gauge resident’s interest in remote meetings and it was agreed that she will put some proposals together to be discussed at the next meeting.
It was also agreed to discuss putting together a newsletter once the current Covid 19 restrictions have been lifted.

21/107 POSTERNGATE SURGERY- PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH 
SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH:-

The clerk advised that she had received ten letters of objection to the closure to date and the Chairman read out a letter received from the landlord of the village surgery outlining his position (below):-
“Dear Sirs,

As landlord of the village surgery I thought I would write to the Parish Council to add my views to the discussions around the proposed closure.

Firstly, as a lifelong villager can I add that I am very much against the closure of the surgery; its loss would be felt by many in the village and surrounding areas. I was personally only made aware of the decision of the doctors at Posterngate Surgery the day before the letters of consultation came out.
Secondly, as landlord their decision is not down to any proposed change of use or desire on my part to sell the building as has been hinted at in some quarters.
The letter from the practice makes several references to the fact the current building is effectively not fit for purpose as a modern surgery and would need modifying to suit their needs.

I would like to make public the fact that should the practice wish to make required modifications I would do whatever is required to facilitate these works.
The practice have not made any request of me as a landlord to alter the building either themselves (they are required to maintain and amend the building to suit their needs under the lease agreement), or make request of me as landlord to make major structural changes if it would help bring the surgery up to the required specification.
I would like to put on record my wish that the Parish Council and village as a whole succeed in reversing the decision.”
Members had a lengthy discussion regarding the proposed closure & the letter sent out by the practice and it was agreed to invite the Practice Manager to attend a Parish Council meeting to talk about their proposals.
Councillor L Ryan to liaise with Councillor S Bennett in putting some wording together to send to the Practice Manager expressing the Parish Councils concerns.  
Councillor J Freakes to put a post on the Parish Council Social Media site.
