22/047 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
The Chairman thanked Councillor L Stebbings and Liz Carstairs for pruning the roses at the Memorial Garden.

It was noted that Councillor Stebbings has purchased a bag of poultry manure for the Memorial Garden (£8.00 receipt supplied); to be reimbursed from the Memorial Garden petty cash.

22/049 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
(17/02): -
The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 17th February 2022 were proposed by Councillor J Freakes, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings, and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED 

22/050 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

It was noted that three trees had blown down across the footpath in the Oldways; these were removed as a matter of urgency by Colin Chilvers who will be reimbursed for the hire of the machinery required to carry out the work.

The Chairman thanked Colin Chilvers for his assistance.

Members discussed the possibility of putting some ballast down on the footpaths instead of just mulch as the footpaths are very well used and would benefit from being stabilised. 
Councillor J Freakes asked if there was any update on the repair of church walk; clerk to follow up with NYCC.
Councillor Freakes also reported a broken stile on the footpath near the water treatment plant, but it was noted that as this is a private road this is not under the remit of the Parish Council.
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update
The Chairman raised the possibility of approaching the Heritage Lottery Fund for a grant and it was agreed that the Chairman would approach them to make initial enquiries.
The Parish Council also had a brief discussion regarding the water table and drainage in the area.
New Bench

It was noted that the bench will be sited on the village green at the junction of St Marys Avenue and School Road on Monday 21st March by local residents John Sedman and Ricky Wilson.
Members also agreed the wording for the plaque; clerk to place order.

Hagg Lane Green

The Chairman advised that he had spoken to Graham Lees who is the new secretary of the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) and very keen to work with the Parish Council.

It was noted that Graham Lees will be meeting with the Parish Council working party soon to discuss working together to move forward for the benefit of this valuable village amenity.
Water Lane Pond Update
The Chairman reported that the overhanging tree has now been cut back and the hedge cutting will be carried out as soon as possible.
Inner Moor Lane 

Councillor L Stebbings reported that 4x4 vehicles have been driving on Inner Moor Lane and churned it all up.

d) Bus Service Update
Councillor J Robins gave an overview of the follow up meeting held on Monday 14th March at Barlby Library involving all three Parishes along the route.
Following informal discussions with Thornes it was noted that due to the recent fuel increases the cost per trip would be increased from £25 to £35 and due to staff shortages, the service would not be able to commence until August at the earliest.
A further meeting will be held with Thornes on Friday 18th March to seek clarification on several questions raised before the three Parish Councils involved make any final decision.
