22/189 PUBLIC FORUM: -  
A member of the public raised concern regarding a touring caravan sited in a field near her property which has been inhabited for the past four months with the occupant burning waste on the site every week.
It was noted that the resident has reported her concerns to both Selby District Council and County/District Councillor Karl Arthur but has received no response.
Councillor K Arthur arrived later in the meeting and agreed to follow this up.

County/District Councillor spoke about proposals for a home in Hemingbrough for refugee families and children. 
Councillor Arthur also noted that he has submitted an application for a drop kerb at the junction of Water Lane and Main Street (to line up with the drop kerb on the other side of the road).
Councillor R Chilvers reported that the contractor had run out of tarmac during the recent resurfacing work so had stopped outside Routh Cottage, Landing Lane; Councillor Arthur agreed to follow this up with NYCC Highways.

22/194 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
The Chairman thanked those Councillors who attended the Remembrance Service which was well attended by local residents and @ 500 bikers as part of the Yorkshire Ride of Remembrance.
The Chairman also thanked Councillor J Robins for all her assistance.

The Chairman read out the following correspondence received regarding the Remembrance Service:-

“To the Parish Council, Vicar, and people of Hemingbrough,
Just a brief note to thank you again for holding a memorial service and inviting the Ride of Remembrance to attend. 

Also, an apology and explanation from myself in my brief interruption during the memorial garden service.

I am of Ukrainian heritage, born in the UK but also taught the language, history and culture of Ukraine. It is traditional to end dedications to Ukraine with "Slava Ukraina"  (Glory to Ukraine) and dedications of remembrance with "Vichnaya Pamyat" (eternal memory).  

It was a surprise to me, during the service, to see a dedication to those in Ukraine at this time. And as such I was overcome to give the two traditional responses above to a dedication of Ukraine at this time and for those that have given their all.

A few people asked me afterwards what I had said, which I explained as above. I paid my respects at the memorial and left, but realise now that maybe I should have explained the unplanned interruption at the time to the vicar.

It was not intended as a distraction, but as a supplement to those who have given and still do give their all during these times.

I thank people for their understanding.

The Chairman advised that he had spoken to Reverend Dotty Lambeth after the service, and she had realised that this was someone paying their respects in Ukrainian.

The Chairman reported that the hedge cutting has been delayed as George Fillingham is unable to work at present due to injury, but it is hoped that the work will be done by the end of November.

Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close (Ongoing) 
Councillor S Bennett to follow up on quotes to clear the area.
Memorial Garden
The Chairman thanked Councillor L Stebbings and volunteers John Sedman, Mandy Moss and Rick Wildon for dead heading the roses, digging over and sweeping the leaves at the Memorial Garden.
The Chairman read out correspondence received from the Parochial Church Council expressing disappointment that no members of the Parish Council attended the Remembrance Service held at St Mary’s Church.
It was noted that Hemingbrough had a branch of the Royal British Legion until the army took over their hut in 1940 and the banner has remained in St Mary’s Church ever since.
Councillor R Chilvers advised that the Goole British Legion branch had attended the Remembrance Service with their banner and expressed an interest in the Hemingbrough branch banner being displayed alongside the Goole branch banner at the Memorial Garden.

Concern was raised regarding safety and transporting the banner, but it was agreed to put this on the September agenda for further discussion.

c) Dog Fouling 

The Chairman read out correspondence received from a resident raising concern regarding dog fouling in the village.
It was noted that the Parish Council have installed 22 dog waste bins throughout the village with another 3 on order but unfortunately dog fouling inevitably increases due to the darker nights.

The Chairman also reported that the issue has got worse since Selby District Council replaced the Dog Warden role with a Community Warden meaning that Keith Armstrong is now responsible for many other issues and therefore does not have time to regularly patrol the village. 

d) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire
The Chairman reported that the campaign is making good progress; all correspondence received has been circulated to members.
e) Christmas Lights

Councillor S Bennett reported that the Christmas lights have now all been installed on Main Street and will be switched on at 5pm on Thursday 24th November, these will be lit nightly from 5pm-10pm until after the new year.
The clerk reported that the Jubilee Committee have advised that they would like to contribute £100 towards the Christmas lights from the excess funds that they have.

The remainder of the excess funds will go towards organising a celebration for the Coronation of King Charles which will be inclusive for everyone in the village.
Members discussed the offer, and it was unanimously agreed to thank the Committee for their kind gesture, but the Parish Council would like them to use the £100 pledged towards the village Coronation celebrations.

22/199 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
Councillor S Bennett read out the following correspondence received from Shaun Macey (Acting Assistant Director of Primary Care NHS York Health & Care Partnership):- 
“I can confirm that we've agreed the following - and the service offer is now available to eligible Hemingbrough patients.

We will review service usage periodically and may need to collectively agree revisions to the wording of the agreement to best meet the needs of eligible patients.
NHS-funded transport will be provided to and from Posterngate Surgery for any residents of Hemingbrough who were registered with Posterngate Surgery prior to 1 April 2022 (i.e. who are affected by the change in service) - who the Practice confirms as clinically appropriate to see a care professional at the Posterngate Surgery site in Selby - where the patient is confirmed at the time of requesting an appointment as having a disability, mobility issue, mental health condition or financial issue which results in them not being able to use public transport.
 
When Posterngate Surgery confirms a patient as eligible for funded transport for a specific appointment - they will contact Selby AVS to confirm, and Selby AVS will then make arrangements directly with the patient.
 
The appointment has to be made 3 working days or more in advance to allow AVS to organise transport - and appointments need to be between 9am and 4pm, i.e. within AVS operating hours.”
It was agreed to communicate this information to residents via the Parish Council website, noticeboard, and social media.
