24/189 POLICE REPORT: -   
Councillor S Bennett advised that loud bangs/gunshots presumed to be poachers had been heard in the early hours of Thursday 17th October and reported on Hemingbrough Community Noticeboard. 
The Chairman reiterated that any issues of concern should be reported to the Parish Council via the clerk. 

24/190 LISTEN TO REPORT FROM NORTH YORKSHIRE COUNCILLOR KARL ARTHUR: -  
North Yorkshire Councillor Karl Arthur reported on upcoming works to the A63 Selby bypass swing bridge and Selby town swing bridge.
 

A63 Selby bypass swing bridge
The road closure for the annual major service this year will be Friday 22nd to Sunday 24th November. 
The road will be closed 24 hrs a day during this period and traffic diverted through Selby town. 
North Yorkshire Council will be undertaking the work over 3 days this year, as they require an additional day to conduct fault finding and testing.

 

Selby town swing bridge
The deck surfacing boards require ongoing maintenance and North Yorkshire Council are planning a major scheme to eliminate this issue, but in the interim they will be replacing 20 damaged boards. 
The work is programmed in for Monday 25th November to Friday 6th Dec (10 shifts) and will be undertaken overnight with the road reopened during the day however one shift will also require a daytime closure (date to be confirmed).
Pedestrian access will be maintained at all times.

24/192 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: -
The dispensation granted for Councillor Ann Tomlinson allowing her to participate in the discussion and vote on matters relating to the Local Plan was noted.
24/193 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: -  
The Chairman advised that following agreement at the September Parish Council meeting, the clerk has contacted North Yorkshire Council to request permission to relocate the Parish Council litter bin currently sited outside the Fox and Pheasant to the other side of the Londis shop doorway but is still awaiting a response; clerk to follow up.
Chairman to speak to the landlord of the Fox and Pheasant.
The Chairman also reported that North Yorkshire Highways have confirmed that traffic management will be provided on Thursday 21st & Friday 22nd November and Thursday 28th & Friday 29th November (if required) so that Andy Pulleyne can clear Hull Road footpath along with volunteers. 
The Chairman reiterated that the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Thursday 15th August 2024 could not be confirmed at the September Parish Council meeting as there were insufficient Councillors present that had been in attendance for this meeting and had therefore been deferred to the October meeting.
24/194 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk reported that Hagg Lane will be closed on Tuesday 3rd December between 09.00-16.00 as Northern Powergrid will be trimming overhanging trees away from overhead conductors/powerlines.
The clerk also advised that North Yorkshire Council are conducting an interim review of a limited number of polling districts/polling stations within its area including Hemingbrough and a proposed change from Hemingbrough Village Institute to Hemingbrough Community Hall (Methodist Chapel) was noted.

24/197 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Village Greens
Oldways

The Chairman read out correspondence received from two residents regarding the state of Oldways. 

It was noted that emergency tree work had been carried out by George Fillingham who is a qualified tree surgeon due to safety concerns following recent storms and he has now returned to tidy away the debris and clear the footpath, so it is passable.

George will also be spraying the footpath in the new year to keep it clear.

The Chairman advised that 40 tonnes of chippings are available from Plasmor to complete the footpath once the weather improves, and the surface dries out.

Water Lane Pond

The Chairman advised that George Fillingham will be working on the pond once the newts have gone into hibernation.
Working Group Update 

Hagg Lane Tree Work

Councillor A Tomlinson advised that the planning application had been rejected (not validated) by North Yorkshire Council as the application included the trees identified in the Barnes Associates survey (environmental consultant) plus additional ongoing maintenance and tree clearance.

It was noted that North Yorkshire Council want specific trees to be tagged and named on a location plan therefore the planning application will be resubmitted to only include the trees identified in the survey and the working group will liaise with Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) to tag the trees and produce a location plan as requested.
Councillor Tomlinson expressed concern that a planning application including tag numbers and location plan will be required for any future tree work (including emergency work) at Hagg Lane as North Yorkshire Council will not give blanket permission due to every tree being covered by a Tree Preservation Order (TPO). 
It was noted that Councillor S Bennett has requested a budget breakdown for the village greens; clerk to provide as requested.
b) Dog Fouling/Litter/Fly Tipping – Ongoing 
c) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire – Ongoing 
d) Bus Service Update
Councillor J Strelczenie advised that he is still waiting for Owen Hardingbest (Office Manager) to confirm date of Parish Council follow up meeting with Keir Mather MP and Mayor David Skaith. 

Councillor A Tomlinson spoke about the Selby Community Transport scheme which is provided by Up For Yorkshire for anyone that does not have public transport.
It was noted that journeys are charged at 45p per mile plus a £3.00 booking fee and it was agreed to publicise this again in the next Parish Council newsletter.

It was initially decided to arrange a meeting with the developer, but it was subsequently agreed that holding a meeting prior to receiving formal notification of the application from North Yorkshire Council could leave the Parish Council open to “fettering their discretion” so the invitation was declined. 
Councillor A Tomlinson gave an update on planning application (ZG2024/0023/FULM)  Residential development of 137 dwellings, open space, landscaping, and associated infrastructure and Community Centre with associated car parking and recreational space on Land North of Hull Road, Hemingbrough.

The Chairman advised that a new microphone stand is required as the Parish Council have previously borrowed one, but this is no longer available.
It was unanimously agreed to purchase a microphone stand at a cost of £15.98; clerk to place order.

Councillor S Bennett volunteered to lay a wreath at the Remembrance Service being held at St Mary’s Church on behalf of the Parish Council.
g) Discuss and Agree Charitable Donations 2024/2025: -

A total of £5,000 is currently set aside in the Parish Council budget for charitable donations and good causes however a total amount of £14,448.98 was requested by four organisations therefore the money was distributed as fairly as possible.

The following donations were agreed by the Parish Council and granted under Section 137: -

1) A donation of £2,250 was given to Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields Association (HI&PFA) towards the installation of a new boiler (including labour costs) to the Sports Pavilion on the Playing Field. 

2) A donation of £2,250 was given to Hemingbrough Preschool to install railings on top of the wall of the institute (which is very low) to safeguard the children and also make improvements to the outdoor area.
3) A donation of £500 was given to the Hemfest Group to finance part of the expenses in organising and implementing the annual Hemfest for residents and their families.
4) It was noted that Hemingrough Methodist Chapel had requested a donation of £1,000 for resurfacing the car park and hedge cutting and it was agreed whilst a monetary donation could not be given the Parish Council will request a quote from George Fillingham to cut back the hedge as required, and the Parish Council will cover the cost of this work.
