24/069 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: -  
Suspension of Standing Orders referring to Freedom of Information

The Chairman proposed a suspension of Standing Orders referring to Freedom of Information (below):-

“Hemingbrough Parish council will delete all recordings taken at a meeting of the council immediately after the minutes of that recorded meeting have been approved as a true record by the Parish council at the very next meeting.”
This allows the recording of the 21st March 2024 meeting to be held as evidence pending notification from the resident that they reserve the right to take legal action against the Parish Council for the unlawful public disclosure of their names.
Proposed by Councillor A Tomlinson, seconded by Councillor S Fox and unanimously agreed. 
Members also agreed to bring forward Item (14) No.1 – Note receipt of correspondence regarding planning application ZG2023/1181/HPA. 

The Chairman advised that at the 21st March 2024 meeting it was noted that a neighbour had objected that the boundaries were not in the correct place and therefore the Parish Council could not comment on the application and the clerk was asked to seek clarification from NYCC regarding the boundary.

Following the meeting the Parish Council received further correspondence from the resident (circulated to members) containing unfounded accusations against the clerk and this was discussed by members.

Members expressed concern regarding the tone of the correspondence and the allegations made against the clerk and it noted that the recording of the meeting confirms that the residents were not named during the Parish Council meeting as accused.
Chairman to respond to the resident on behalf of the Parish Council.

With an amendment to 24/044 as a point of clarity the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 21st March 2024 were proposed by Councillor S Fox, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED

24/072 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
The Chairman advised that he has spoken to Plasmor and it has been agreed to suspend the Plasmor Liaison Group meetings at present as there is nothing to discuss (the site is closed for mining but landscaping is ongoing) however the Parish Council reserve the right to request a meeting if required. 
a) Village Green Working Group Update
Hagg Lane Tree Work 
Councillor A Tomlinson advised that Barnes Associates Ltd (environmental consultant) have been instructed to proceed with the two-stage plan and the working group will liaise with the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
Councillor Tomlinson also provided an update on the concerns raised by a number of consultees regarding the impact that the proposed planning application on land north of Hull Road (ZG2024/0023/FULM) would have on Hagg Lane and the great crested newts.

Councillor J Robins reported that she had approached North Yorkshire Councillor Karl Arthur regarding additional funding for Hagg Lane however the Locality Budget Fund is not open yet.

Oldways
The Chairman advised that he had spoken to the Parish Councils solicitor, and he is still waiting to hear back from Land Registry.

It was also noted that Colin Chilvers will be cutting back Oldways and Inner Moor Lane.

Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close / St Marys Strip  

Councillor S Fox advised that George Fillingham carried out the first grass cutting of the year but has left this area as agreed.

It was also noted that Councillor Fox is working with Askham Bryan College in developing the wildlife area.
b) Dog Fouling/Litter/Fly Tipping
Councillor S Fox reported that she will be speaking to the school to ensure that they are happy for the footpath outside school to be stencilled.

e) Parish Council Website
The clerk advised that as reported at last month’s meeting the National Association of Local Councils (NALC) have recommended that all Parish Councils adopt a gov.uk domain name and official email addresses are set up for all Parish Councillors.
A one-off contribution towards a new .gov domain is being offered but to take up this offer you have to register with the Parish Councils Domains Helper Service which has been set up by the Cabinet Office.

It was noted that the clerk has registered the Parish Council and is awaiting further information which due to high demand may take a few weeks to come through, so the new website has temporarily been put on hold.

24/073 HEMINGBROUGH HEALTH PROVISION: -  
Councillor S Fox advised that the defibrillator training held on Friday 5th April at the Methodist Chapel had been well attended and she had received some very positive feedback.
Councillor Fox to arrange a further training session later in the year.
It was noted that the defibrillator situated on the score board (playing fields) is currently not working and has temporarily been removed from The Circuit (National Defibrillator Network) until it has been repaired; clerk to follow up.

It was also agreed to get the defibrillator sited at The Crown checked over and ensure that it is registered on The Circuit.
