
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT HEMINGBROUGH METHODIST CHAPEL ON THURSDAY 18TH AUGUST 2022

22/149 PUBLIC FORUM: -  
Mr Bob Procter - Chairman of Hemingbrough Hall Committee gave an update on the Hall for Hemingbrough (Hall for Hemingbrough Development Prospectus August 2022 circulated to members prior to the meeting).
It was noted that the Hall for Hemingbrough Committee have secured a donation of a three-acre parcel of land and a £500,000 donation from a national housing developer.

Mr Procter advised that the Committee will be making their case for the hall to be built as part of a housing development in Hemingbrough as defined in the Selby District Council Local Plan and they will be submitting an outline planning application in the near future.
22/150 POLICE REPORT: - No report received 
22/151 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: - 
County/District Councillor K Arthur spoke about the accident at Chapelfields (A63) on 24th July which was reported to him via the Parish Council clerk.
It was noted that he has brought this to the attention of the Executive Member for North Yorkshire County Council (NYCC) Highways to investigate and will provide an update in due course.

Councillor Arthur reported that a resident had raised concerns regarding a large bonfire pile in the field behind Frog Hall, Hagg Lane due to the size of the structure, environmental concerns, and the danger to the neighbouring property if this was lit.

It was noted that Councillor Arthur has reported this to Selby District Council (SDC) and it 
was agreed that the clerk should also report this to SDC and send a letter to the landowner.
Councillor Arthur also gave an update on the funding available through his County/District Councillor Locality Budget.

22/154 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
The Chairman thanked residents Liz Carstairs and Mandy Moss for assisting Councillor Les Stebbings to deadhead the roses at the Memorial Garden. 
It was also noted that one of the posts has also been damaged by an unknown vehicle.
22/155 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk advised that this year’s charitable donations will be advertised during the last week in August with applications accepted from 1st September until 7th October for consideration at the October Parish Council meeting.
It was agreed that this will be advertised on the Parish Council noticeboard, website and social media site.

22/156 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 21ST JULY 2022: -

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 21st July 2022 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor J Robins and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
22/157 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman gave an update on the registration of the Oldways and advised that he would be sending photographs of work being carried out in the Oldways to the Parish Councils solicitor as requested.
These photographs will be forwarded on to Land Registry and it is hoped that the registration can now move on in a timely manner.

b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update
It was noted that a follow up letter had been sent to the homeowner regarding a discrepancy with the western boundary and if no response is received this will be referred to the Parish Councils solicitor.

Members discussed the history of the area, and it was agreed that an ecological survey will be carried out in the first instance as part of the wildlife management/ecology plan (to include all village greens) which is being put together by Councillors A Tomlinson, E MacDuff-Clack and J Robins.
Hagg Lane Green 

Receipt of Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group First Quarter Time and Expenditure Update (circulated to all members 22/07) was noted.
It was noted that the working group (Councillors E MacDuff-Clack and J Robins) had met with the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) on Tuesday 9th August to discuss the work required in the first phase of the long-term management plan.
Councillor MacDuff-Clack reported that a follow up meeting will be held on Tuesday 30th August to finalise plans before submitting a planning application to Linda Drake (Selby District Council Planning Project Officer).
Members unanimously agreed a Hagg Lane Green social media post provided by HHLGCG (circulated to members prior to the Parish Council meeting).
Water Lane Pond Update
The Chairman reported that George Fillingham will be carrying out the hedge cutting next month (following the end of the bird nesting season).

Councillor E MacDuff-Clack to liaise with the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) and ask one of their members, who holds a newt license, to be present when the work is carried out due to the presence of Great Crested Newts. 

Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close

Councillor S Bennett spoke about the work required in the first instance to clear and rotavate the ground.

Councillor Bennett to liaise with Councillors A Tomlinson, E MacDuff-Clack and J Robins to decide on future work to be carried out as part of the wildlife management/ecology plan.
Memorial Garden
Purchase replacement Ukrainian flag
The Chairman reported that two new Ukrainian flags have been purchased.
St Marys Avenue Cul-de-sac Village Green
The Chairman gave an overview of the historical sale of part of the village green and it was noted that a laurel hedge has been unlawfully planted.

This contravenes the village green policy and it was proposed by Councillor E MacDuff-Clack, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed to send a letter to all dwellings overlooking the village green requesting that the hedge be removed following the end of the bird nesting season (end of August).
c) Dog Fouling
Members had a brief discussion regarding the current dog fouling issues throughout the village.
d) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire – No further update
e) Christmas Lights

It was noted that the clerk is awaiting confirmation of date for North Yorkshire County Council to assess the structural capacity of the lighting columns on Main Street. 
Councillor J Robins advised that the Jubilee Committee have agreed to contribute towards the Christmas lights.
f) Village Book Library

It was noted that the book library is on order although there may be a delay due to the summer holidays.

22/158 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
Councillor S Bennett reported that the NHS Integrated Care Board (ICB) formerly known as the Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) have agreed funding in principle to provide patient transport through Selby AVS in collaboration with Posterngate Surgery.
Councillor L Ryan raised concern regarding the eligibility criteria set by Posterngate Surgery and stressed the need for the criteria to be flexible in order to provide a transport service for those patients in genuine need; working group to continue to monitor.
The Parish Council discussed the recent survey circulated with the Parish Council newsletter; Councillor S Bennett to follow up on responses.
Councillor L Ryan spoke about funding available to local communities through Nuffield Health; Councillor Ryan to investigate further.
Councillor Ryan also spoke about the importance of mental health and it was agreed that Councillor Ryan would provide the clerk with information to be posted on the Parish Council website.
