24/136 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
Oxbow Green
The Chairman advised that the grass is growing over from Oxbow Green on to the cycle/foot path and Colin Chilvers has volunteered to cut this back with the Parish Council paying for the machine hire (£50). 
Memorial Garden
The Chairman reported that the roses have been deadheaded today by Councillor L Stebbings, Mandy Moss and Liz Carstairs and thanked them for their hard work.
a) Village Green Working Group Update
Hagg Lane Tree Work

Councillor S Bennett advised that the working group had met with Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) prior to the Parish Council meeting to discuss the long-term management plan.

It was noted that Councillor A Tomlinson had only received the report from Barnes Associates Ltd (environmental consultant) on 17th July and this will be shared with all members of the Parish Council and HHLGCG in due course.

Councillor A Tomlinson reported that stage one of the plan (risk assessment) is to facilitate the planning application, and they will be working with HHLGCG to put together the planning application for the initial remedial work required.

Stage two is a ten-year management plan which the working group will be seeking external funding for and will work with HHLGCG and Barnes Associates Ltd to implement in due course.
It was noted that if the working group cannot secure external funding, they will be seeking funding from the Parish Council.

Oldways
Councillor S Bennett reported unfortunately Andy Pulleyne is not available until mid-September to continue work on the footpath.
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close / St Marys Strip  

Councillor S Fox to speak to George Fillingham regarding the clearance work/cutting back required.

Hull Road Footpath Clearance

Councillor S Bennett reiterated that Andy Pulleyne is now not available until mid-September due to other work commitments, and it was noted that it is in a very poor state.
The Chairman advised that Highways have agreed to provide traffic management free of charge if the Parish Council carry out the work as ultimately it is their responsibility, but they don’t have the funding available to clear it.

It was agreed that the Village Green Working Group will discuss further at their next meeting and look at the possibility of getting volunteers to do the clearance.
b) Dog Fouling/Litter/Fly Tipping
Councillor J Rooney spoke about the new North Yorkshire Council anti-littering campaign, and it was agreed that the clerk would order six weatherproof posters which are available free of charge to post around the village.

Councillor S Fox advised that she had received a complaint regarding a shopping trolley dumped on Hagg Lane and it was noted that volunteers had carried out a litter pick after the Hemfest (15/06).

d) Bus Service Update
The Chairman advised that the new Mayor David Skaith and Keir Mather MP will be holding a meeting about the bus service (date to be confirmed) which he will be attending.
The clerk read out correspondence received from North Duffield Parish Council to gauge opinion on a possible hopper bus service through the village to Selby and back a few times a week.

It was noted that this is very much in the early stages, but it was agreed that Hemingbrough Parish Council would fully support this service.
