23/097 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that progress is stagnant at present, and a lot of work is still to be done. A limited supply of mulch is available however the footpath is so well used that a more substantial and hard-wearing material is required.

Members discussed the options available, and it was agreed to refer this to the Village Green Working Party for further consideration.
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green
The Chairman reported that a meeting with Nathan Culpan (Assistant Engineer) – Ouse and Derwent Drainage Board will be held on Friday 19th May to discuss the potential work required to the dyke.
Hagg Lane Green 
Members discussed the planning application submitted to North Yorkshire Council by the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) which unfortunately has been deemed invalid.

It was noted that a specification for the proposed works which clearly identifies the trees to be worked on along with a numbered plan identifying the species must be provided with the planning application.
The Chairman closed the meeting to allow a member of the public present who is also a member of HHLGCG to speak.
It was agreed that the Hagg Lane Green Working Group will arrange a meeting with HHLGCG to discuss how to progress with the application.
The meeting was re-opened.

It was noted that the roses have been pruned and the benches have been refurbished.
c) Discuss Charitable Donation Funding Priorities: -

d) Dog Fouling/Litter
The Chairman outlined suggestions to promote awareness of the ongoing dog fouling problem.

Councillor S Fox spoke about the equipment required to facilitate keeping the village clean and tidy including litter grabbers, bin bag hoops/rings, temporary/chalk paint and “Clean It Up” pavement stencils. 
Proposed by Councillor S Bennett, seconded by Councillor J Robins and unanimously agreed a £200 budget for the equipment required. RESOLVED
