The Chairman thanked all those who had attended the Remembrance Service at the Memorial Garden including Barney & Sheila Barnett (trumpet players), Gavin – Goole British Legion (standard-bearer), Dotty & Keith Lambeth and the Ride of Remembrance.

21/206 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
(21/10): -
The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 21st October 2021 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor J Robins, and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED 

21/207 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

It was noted that more mulch will be spread where required at the earliest opportunity.

b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update – No further update 
Additional Benches (Quote) 
It was noted that Councillor J Freakes has received a quote of £220 for a wooden bench (to be sited on the village green at the junction of St Marys Avenue and School Road).
It was proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor S Bennett, and unanimously agreed to purchase the bench as quoted but it was noted that the Parish Council would like the bench to be stained with Sadolin, the same as the wooden bench sited at the Memorial Garden. RESOLVED 
Hagg Lane Green  
It was noted that the Parish Council have sent a letter to the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group, as agreed at the October Parish Council meeting, and are awaiting a response.
The Chairman also advised that Selby District Council have confirmed that the Parish Council is permitted to cut the nettles back without having to notify the authority.
Water Lane Pond Update
The Chairman advised that he now has twenty replacement post tops which will be secured on to the marker posts.

The Chairman also reported that it is hoped that George Fillingham will be carrying out the initial work on 22nd/23rd November and Andy Pulleyne will look at any further work required in the near future.
The Chairman read out correspondence received from Selby District Council concerning Tree Protection Orders in this area and the Great Crested Newts habitat.
It was also noted that the Chairman has requested details of a training course to enable members of the Parish Council to obtain a newt licence. 
c) Dog Fouling – No further update; Parish Council will continue to monitor. 
d) Bus Service Update
The Chairman gave an overview of the meeting held with Thornes to discuss a potential replacement bus service (Chairman and Councillor E MacDuff-Clack in attendance).

The Chairman also spoke about the recent remote meeting held with Mary Welch – NYCC (Chairman and Councillors E MacDuff-Clack & J Robins in attendance) to discuss potential subsidies for the bus service.

It was noted that providing any form of bus service will have a significant financial impact and members discussed the importance of carrying out a survey to establish local need.

Councillors E MacDuff-Clack and J Robins to liaise on putting a survey together; to be discussed further at the next Parish Council meeting.
e) Christmas Lights Update & Possible erection of Christmas Tree at Ox Bow Green
The Parish Council expressed their disappointment in the decision by NYCC not to grant permission to allow the Parish Council to erect Christmas lights on the lamp posts in Main Street. 
It was noted that NYCC will test the lamp posts to ensure their suitability for any future lighting display but unfortunately, they are unable to do this until next year.
It was proposed by Councillor L Carstairs, seconded by Councillor J Robins, and unanimously agreed to purchase a 6ft (minimum) Christmas tree and solar lights; tree to be planted by George Fillingham at Oxbow Green.
Councillor S Bennett and L Carstairs to source and purchase suitable tree and lights.

f) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire 

The Chairman reiterated that Councillor J Freakes had circulated details of the recent Radio York discussion concerning the campaign and that the group now covers all North Yorkshire.
21/208 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
Councillor L Ryan advised that the working group only received the Posterngate Surgery draft proposal to close the Hemingbrough branch surgery on Wednesday 3rd November and only had a week to respond due to the very tight timescales therefore their response was also sent directly to the Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) ahead of the Vale of York CCG’s PCCC meeting on Thursday 25th November.
Councillor Ryan spoke about the Parish Councils response, and it was agreed to publish both the Posterngate Surgery proposals and the Working Groups response on both the Parish Council website and social media site.
