The Chairman welcomed back Councillor R Chilvers and spoke briefly about the appointment of new Councillors and moving forward with ongoing projects.

The clerk advised that the Government are funding the installation of fibre to all properties that do not have a current fibre connection, this is so when the existing telephone lines become redundant all premises have the ability to be connected to a fibre connection.

Quickline have the contract to install the fibre on behalf of the project with all land fully remediated and they have requested permission to erect two 10m light poles on the village greens at St Marys Avenue Cul De Sac and the land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close/St Marys Strip to cover the properties in this area. 
Members agreed to grant permission in order to facilitate the installation of fibre to the affected properties.

Hagg Lane Green
Councillor A Tomlinson reported that she had met with Mr K McCann – Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) and an ecologist to look at the work required. 
It was noted that the ecologist has agreed to work pro bono (expenses covered) to produce a full report on the protected species present at Hagg Lane and provide a copy to both the Parish Council and Barnes Associates (environmental consultant) in order to produce the ten-year management plan.
Councillor Tomlinson also advised that the ecologist had found evidence of an ancient wood at one end of Hagg Lane.
Highway boundary/verge bollards
It was noted that Mr K McCann has confirmed that the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) have enough bollards for the new boundary perimeter and they will go ahead and install them.
Water Lane Pond
It was noted that the damaged bollards have all been removed and the holes have been filled in.
The Parish Council will continue to monitor the parking situation on the pavement/village green.
Oldways
The clerk advised that she had formally written to the “Friends of Oldways” advising that the Parish Council would very much welcome the help of the volunteers to maintain the paths with the approval and open communication with the Parish Council.
b) St Marys Church Clock Repair 
Councillor A Tomlinson thanked Mrs Susan Sellers for opening the church to allow a contractor to look at the clock and provide a second quote.
Councillor Tomlinson gave an update on the War Memorials Trust grant application, and it was noted that the clock repairs will cost between £10,000 and £13,000.

 Members discussed the options available to fund the repairs and it was agreed to continue to investigate and review further at the next meeting.
