21/140 PUBLIC FORUM:-

A member of the public referred to the June minutes when it was agreed to write to the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group regarding the complaint received regarding the overgrown boardwalks at Hagg Lane Green and questioned if a letter had ever been sent.
It was noted that following the meeting it had been agreed that the Parish Council would get the nettles cut back in the first instance and discuss further action at a future meeting. 
21/141 POLICE REPORT:-

It was noted that the last police report received had been in June and the clerk read out the following correspondence received from PC Neil Morris (Community Officer) 27/07:-
“I’ve been asked to look at traffic concerns on the A63 in Hemingbrough. The Police Fire and Crime Commissioner, Mr Allott, paid a recent visit to the village where he spoke with residents who expressed fear and concern over vehicles speeding along the road (the story appeared on the Yorkshire Post website)

 

 I’m not sure I agree with the claim of “Yorkshire’s most dangerous road” however I have been asked to look at the issue and was wondering what feedback the Parish Council has received from the local residents with regards to the road?

 

Has the subject of speeding along there been subject of discussion in previous meetings?

 

If you, or indeed and of the Parish Councillors, could give me some feedback I’d appreciate it.”

It was noted that following a post put on the Parish Council social media page the clerk had received seven emails from concerned residents which she had forwarded to PC Morris and invited him to the August Parish Council meeting to discuss the concerns further.
Unfortunately PC Morris had been unable to attend the August meeting and is also unable to attend in September (16/09) due to shift patterns so the clerk has asked him to arrange for one of his colleagues to come along to the September meeting instead; awaiting confirmation. 
21/142 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: -
District Councillor K Arthur advised that both he and District Councillor M Topping now have locality budget of £3,000 each to provide funding towards community projects throughout their Ward. 
County Councillor M Jordan advised that the local government reorganisation is going ahead and he is awaiting further details.
Councillor Jordan also advised that he had met with residents to discuss their concerns regarding speeding on the A63 and following his recent visit Philip Allott – North Yorkshire Police, Fire and Crime Commissioner has submitted his recommendations to North Yorkshire Police.
It was noted that the remaining programme of work for drop kerbs in the village will be completed and any concerns regarding the lack of grass cutting for visibility splay at junctions should be reported to North Yorkshire County Council.

21/145 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman proposed that Item (14d) should be discussed at the end of the meeting in Part 2 (press and public excluded) as this is a personal employment matter and this was unanimously agreed. 
21/146 CLERKS REPORT:-
The clerk advised that as agreed at the July meeting she had written to Nathan Culpan – Ouse and Derwent Drainage Board regarding the Japanese knotweed growing in the Oldways and received the following response:-
“I can confirm that the Japanese knotweed is not the Boards responsibility to remove or control unless there was a risk that it could be spread by the Boards activities in this case there is not as far as I am aware.

The landowner is responsible for its control.

Please do not hesitate to contact me should you wish to discuss this matter further-thank you”
It was noted that the Ouse and Derwent Drainage Board have cut this back previously and as the knotweed is growing out of the dyke side it could be spread when they come to flail the dyke.
RESOLVED to request a site meeting with Nathan Culpan to investigate the issue before any work is carried out.

21/149 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-

a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that he was still waiting to hear when the machinery is available to be able to finish off the work. 
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update

Councillor L Carstairs advised that she was still waiting to hear back from Nick at Community House, Selby regarding the wildlife assessment he was assisting the Parish Council with; Councillor Carstairs to follow up.
Oxbow Green Western Boundary
The Chairman advised that Parish Council paperwork shows a discrepancy with the current boundary which has been taken approx. 8mtrs too far to the east by the neighbouring property and it was agreed to write to the homeowner to request that the fence is moved back to the correct boundary.
Additional Benches
Following previous discussion at the July meeting it was agreed to write to all the properties overlooking the village green at the junction of St Marys Avenue and School Road to ascertain if they would be in favour of a bench and litter bin being installed on the green.
It was also noted that Councillor J Freakes had received a request from a resident for a bench at the end of Landing Lane, near the river.
Councillor L Carstairs advised that it has been requested that the memorial bench is sited on Newhay Lane (Cliffe Parish) and not in the Oldways so they will be speaking to the landowner regarding this. 
Hagg Lane Green Boardwalk
It was agreed to write a letter to the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group seeking clarification regarding responsibility and liability for the boardwalk. 
Water Lane Pond

It was agreed that the volunteer day to clear the pond will be organised for October, George Fillingham has also offered to assist on the day free of charge.
It was noted that work is also to be carried out on the overgrown trees around the pond from September onwards (after the end of the bird nesting season).
c) Dog Fouling
Councillor L Carstairs reported that a dog bin has been requested near Grange Farm as this is a very popular dog walking route.
It was noted that Grange Road is privately owned and concern was also raised that a dog bin in this location would be very likely to be knocked over by the large farm/agricultural machinery that regularly use Chapel Balk Road.
d) Bus Service 4

Councillor E MacDuff-Clack gave an overview of the meeting held on 19th August with Arriva to discuss the future of the bus service (Chairman, Councillor E MacDuff-Clack and the clerk were in attendance).

It was noted that Arriva had agreed to look into a number of alternative routes which were discussed at the meeting with costings etc. although it will be October before they can come back with the information.
The Chairman advised that a meeting will also be arranged with Thornes (hopefully next week) to discuss their bus service and possible options.  
e) Remote Access to Parish Council Meetings

Councillor E MacDuff-Clack gave a brief overview of the survey content and it was agreed that Councillor MacDuff-Clack would send the draft survey to the clerk to circulate to members for their approval. 
f) Potential CIL Money Infrastructure Projects

Members had a brief discussion regarding potential future projects; to be discussed further at a later date.
g) Christmas Lights 
The clerk advised that Barlby & Osgodby Town Council rent their Christmas tree lights from Plantscape at a cost of £100 per tree + VAT. These are solar powered with LED lights which fit easily onto existing lampposts and the cost includes installation (at beginning of December), full back up service and removal (4-5 weeks after installation).

It was noted that the Parish Council would also need permission from North Yorkshire County Council (NYCC) if the lights are to be attached to any of their lampposts. 
It was unanimously agreed to put Christmas tree lights up on Main Street and Councillor S Bennett volunteered to review the number & required positioning of the lights and liaise with the landlady of The Crown who has also expressed an interest with Councillor L Carstairs. 
21/150 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH:-

Councillor E Ryan gave an update on the progress of the working group, their recent findings and the ongoing campaign to save the surgery.
It was noted that the Parish Council have received the survey results from Posterngate Surgery (circulated to members); these have been discussed by the partners and given the feedback it is still their intention to propose closure but they have agreed to put back the submission of the report to the Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) from September to November. 
21/151 DISCUSS APPROACH TO SPEED LIMIT REQUESTS ON THE A63 (HULL ROAD)
It was agreed that the clerk would chase PC Neil Morris for an update on his investigations 
into traffic concerns on the A63.
21/152 SELBY DISTRICT LOCAL PLAN – ADDITIONAL SITES CONSULTATION DOCUMENT 
Members discussed the Additional Sites Consultation and it was noted that one additional site had been put forward in Hemingbrough however this has been rejected by Selby District Council.
