26/020 PRESENT: -

26/021 PUBLIC FORUM: -                                                                                                      A resident asked for an update on the litter bin for outside the Londis shop and this was provided by the clerk. North Yorkshire Councillor K Arthur agreed to report the ongoing issues to the North Yorkshire Council Executive Members.

The clerk read out the response received from North Yorkshire Council in relation to concerns raised regarding the irregular emptying of the dog and litter bins in Hemingbrough, specifically at Hagg Lane and the Main Street/Oldways junction: -
“I have checked with the Waste team, and they have confirmed that these bins are currently scheduled to be emptied twice weekly, on Tuesdays and Fridays. They have also advised that there have been no reported issues from the collection crew regarding missed or delayed emptying”
It was noted that the situation has improved over the last four weeks, and it was agreed that the Parish Council will continue to monitor and report any further issues to the NYC Waste Team for investigation.

The member of the public also raised concern regarding regular fly tipping on Inner Moor Lane; clerk to report to NYC and the repair of potholes in the village.
Councillor A Tomlinson gave an update on transferring the ownership of the defibrillator sited outside the Crown Inn to the Parish Council, and it was agreed that the clerk would provide the landlady with the information required to progress this. 
A member of the public raised concern that the maintenance of grassed areas and paths around the village appears to have deteriorated, and it was agreed to arrange another village walkaround.
26/022 POLICE REPORT: -                                                    
The clerk read out the following police report provided by PCSO Hannah Gaskell:-

Two crimes have occurred at individual dwellings that do not affect the wider community. There has also been a report of drug taking and nitrous oxide abuse on Hagg Lane and the Playing Fields and a considerable amount of nitrous oxide canisters have been removed from Hagg Lane within the last couple of weeks. Regular patrols have been conducted at this location and will continue to pay attention to this area and Water Lane.

North Yorkshire Councillor K Arthur gave an update his endeavours to resurrect a local bus service and following a positive response from all the Parish Councils along the route he is in the process of arranging a meeting.

Councillor Arthur also reported that North Yorkshire Council have agreed a 4.99% council tax increase (2.99% general & 2% adult social care levy) for 2026-27 and it is likely that this will continue over the next three years.

26/027 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: -  
The Chairman advised that he is meeting with a member of the Hall for Hemingbrough CIC Group for an initial informal discussion and will provide feedback following the meeting.
26/028 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk advised that North Yorkshire Council Highways are holding a new trance of Parish workshops in March (dates to be confirmed) and they are inviting other service teams within the Environment Directorate to join these sessions.

It was also noted that North Yorkshire Council have been advised of the recent resignation of Councillor J Rooney. They will confirm after 24th February whether the required number of valid requests to trigger an election has been received otherwise the Parish Council can      co-opt to fill the vacancy.

The clerk read out correspondence received expressing concern regarding tree and general maintenance at Water Lane Pond.

It was unanimously agreed that Councillor Tomlinson will contact Bell Tree Surgery to seek advice as the trees are covered by Tree Preservation Orders (TPO’s) prior to submitting a planning application to North Yorkshire Council.
Hagg Lane Green
Councillor A Tomlinson advised that she has received the ecologists report, and it was unanimously agreed that a copy of the report would be given to the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) to inform their work.
Barnes Associates Ltd Ten Year Management Plan Quote

It was noted that a copy of the ecologists report had been sent to Barnes Associates who have provided a quote for a ten-year management plan including a population tree survey – walkthrough risk assessment to facilitate any planning permissions required.
The quote of £1803.60 (£1503.00 net + £300.60 VAT) was proposed by Councillor A Tomlinson, seconded by Councillor A Chilvers and unanimously agreed.
Councillor Tomlinson also reported that a tree has fallen across a driveway on Hagg Lane and BATA (animal feed manufacturer) have refused to deliver today which is detrimental to livestock. 

It was unanimously agreed that Councillor Tomlinson will contact Bell Tree Surgery to seek advice as the trees are covered by Tree Preservation Orders (TPO’s) prior to submitting a planning application to North Yorkshire Council.
Memorial Garden

It was noted that Councillor L Stebbings is still to purchase 12 new rose bushes; to be reimbursed by the Parish Council. 

A member of the public raised concern regarding the state of the footpath at the junction of Main Street and the A63 which needs to be cleared; Councillor L Womack to report to North Yorkshire Council Highways.
b) Friends of the Oldways Project Update 
It was noted that no update had been received from the Friends of Oldways Group.
c) St Marys Church Clock Repair 
It was noted that the clerk has received a copy of the completion certificate as requested however the chime mechanism is now jamming.

Councillor A Tomlinson has reported the fault to the Cumbria Clock Company who will send an engineer to investigate the issue when they are in our area, and it was unanimously agreed to withhold payment of the balance until this is resolved.
26/031 CONSIDER PROPOSAL RECEIVED FROM CLIFFE PARISH COUNCIL REGARDING REPLACEMENT BENCH ON GRASSED AREA AT ENTRANCE TO HEMINGBROUGH VILLAGE:-
The clerk advised that Cliffe Parish Council have raised the possibility of replacing the bench on the grassed area at the entrance to the village and splitting the cost between Hemingbrough and Cliffe Parish Council, as part of the grassed area falls into Cliffe Parish.  

The original bench was installed by Hemingbrough Parish Council but became engulfed by the trees so a new bench would need to be sited further away from the tree boundary.

Members expressed concerns that the bench would not be well used due to the location however it was agreed that the clerk would contact North Yorkshire Council in the first instance to enquire if a street furniture license is required.

Clerk to also approach local resident to request a quote for a new bench.
