23/010 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 15TH DECEMBER 2022: -

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 15th December 2022 were proposed by Councillor R Chilvers, seconded by Councillor J Robins and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED

23/011 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that the Oldways is still very boggy, and they are waiting for dry weather to carry out the mulching.
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green
It was noted that due to the frozen land plans to clear the entrance into Oxbow Green on Saturday 21st January have been postponed, new date to be confirmed.
The Chairman reported that Plasmor are no longer working on their site and probably won’t be returning to finish off the landscaping for about seven years however they have agreed to provide the Parish Council with soil to put down in Oxbow Green and rubble to stabilise the footpaths in the Oldways prior to mulching. RESOLVED
Members briefly discussed the discrepancy with the Oxbow Green Western Boundary and it was agreed not to pursue this at present. RESOLVED
Hagg Lane Green 
The Chairman provided an update on the delayed progress of the planning application, and it was noted that Councillor E MacDuff-Clack is in possession of the additional information required to accompany the planning application however despite several attempts to contact her unfortunately there has been no further communication.
Councillor S Bennett volunteered to continue to try and contact Councillor MacDuff-Clack and ask her to return the information to the Parish Council.
Water Lane Pond

The Chairman reported that the brambles are still to be removed but this work needs to be done carefully so as not to disturb any hibernating newts; any remaining stumps that have been left on site will also be killed off.
It was noted that no further work can be carried out on the pond until winter as the newts will soon become active again.
Land between St Marys Avenue and Ferry Close

The Chairman reported that the area is still full of nettles which George Fillingham was going to spray off, but it was agreed not to carry out the spraying now as the daffodils will soon be coming through and to strim the nettles instead. 
Memorial Garden
The Chairman advised that the back rest and seat has been removed from one of the benches by local resident Peter Parish as he is refurbishing the benches one at a time.
It was also noted that rock salt will be spread on the paving to kill off the weeds & moss and winter pansies will be planted when the weather becomes milder.
Councillor L Stebbings still to purchase the Queen Elizabeth Rose and plaque for the Memorial Garden; to be paid for from the Memorial Garden cash float. 
St Marys Avenue Cul-de-sac Village Green
The Parish Council discussed the laurel hedge encroaching on to the village green and it was agreed to write to the homeowner to ask them to contact the Parish Council to discuss.
The Chairman also advised that a laurel hedge has been planted in the middle of the highway on Garth Ends Lane and the clerk was asked to report this to Mark Lumby – NYCC Highways.
