Hagg Lane
Councillor A Tomlinson gave an overview of the meeting held 19/06 with the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG).
It was noted that Barnes Associates (environmental consultant) will be appointed to produce a phased ten-year management plan working in conjunction with HHLGCG which can be used by volunteers and enable the Parish Council to obtain planning permission and appoint contractors.
The clerk read out the following update received from Sharon Fox – North Yorkshire Council Highways regarding the highway boundary:-
“Only our compliance team can provide the definitive highway boundary which is chargeable however when I look at the mapping system that shows the draft extent it is only the surfaced road that is highway on your right when turning off the A63 on Hagg Lane, on the left the highway extends over the verge by approximately 3 metres to the left.”
It was agreed that Councillor A Tomlinson would meet with a local farmer to establish the full extent of the boundary.
Water Lane Pond
Members briefly discussed replacing the damaged verge bollards at the pond and it was agreed to arrange a village walkaround for members to look at all the work required in the village; Chairman to arrange date/time and inform all Parish Councillors.

b) Village Issues 
It was agreed to look at the concerns raised by a member of the public regarding overgrown vegetation on the A63 during the village walkaround.
c) St Marys Church Clock Repair 
Councillor A Tomlinson reported that it had become evident that the clock was not actually registered as a war memorial which it must be in order to apply to the War Memorials Trust for a grant, so she had completed the registration which has been accepted.
It was noted that Councillor Tomlinson had completed the grant pre-application which has confirmed eligibility, and she thanked Mr Ken McCann for supplying photographs of the clock to accompany the application.
The clerk advised that she had contacted North Yorkshire Councillor Karl Arthur to request a Locality Budget grant towards the church clock repairs.

25/108 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES: - 
Councillor A Chilvers advised that the litter bin to one side of the Londis shop doorway is always full so is constantly being emptied by the shop staff. 
It was noted that the clerk has already made enquiries with North Yorkshire Council (NYC) about relocating the litter bin from outside the Fox and Pheasant Public House as this is rarely used to the other side of the shop doorway, so they have two bins to try and help alleviate the litter problem.

North Yorkshire Council have requested the “What 3 Words” coordinates so they can investigate further; clerk to forward as requested.
The Chairman spoke about use of the Parish Council and Community noticeboards.

The Chairman also spoke about the defibrillator outside the Crown Public House, and it was noted that this was purchased by the previous landlord and therefore will still be registered to them; to be discussed further at the July meeting.
