26/141 PUBLIC FORUM: -                                                                                                        Mention was made of the difficulties with the church clock of late and the consideration of whether the PC should continue to seek to repair it. This item was on the agenda therefore full discussion followed at item 26/150.
A member of the public noted the issues with the size of the bin outside of Londis and its removal. This item was on the agenda therefore full discussion followed at item 26/157 No. 2.

A member of the public drew attention to the high percentage increase on the Parish precept. The chairman outlined that there had not been an increase for several years and it was felt appropriate to increase for one year to take account of substantial spending in relation to the church clock and Christmas lights.
A member of the public asked for an update on the re-registering of the defibrillator at the Crown. An email should have been sent to the owner of the public house to ask them to change the register. Councillor Tomlinson pointed out that this was not a priority given the defibrillator is working and it is of secondary importance who it is registered to at this juncture.
A member of the public indicated that the church clock is operational and that he had attended with the mechanic on 13th March and it appeared to be an intermittent fault.

Discussion followed where councillors expressed their annoyance and disappointment at the refusal. It was agreed to write to the planning authority to express opinion that the Parish Council does not feel listened to with views of the village not taken into consideration as the decision was delegated. Also to indicate a desire to speak at any appeal enquiry relating to the application. Councillors feel a ghost island, which was the main reason for approval will be unsafe and unnecessary, especially given the reduction in speed limit following the Barratts development. Meeting was closed at 7.50pm for members of the public to discuss the appeal.

This was covered to some extent previously in the agenda and public forum. Monitor breakdowns of the clock and agenda if it becomes an ongoing issue.

2. Resident – Note receipt of correspondence received regarding the Londis Shop – Signage, External Fixtures & Ongoing Impact.
Extensive discussion followed in relation to aspects of the complaint that the Parish Council felt fell within their jurisdiction. The resident will be referred to relevant local authority departments in relation to signage and street furniture. Councillors felt the shop was vital to the future of the village and that compromise was necessary between running the shop and being sensitive to the neighbouring properties. Noted that other commercial premises would have deliveries and signage, yet the complaint only focussed on Londis shop. Also noted how proactive the shop owners are in employing local people and working with the local community and police to tackle anti social behaviour. Hopeful that an amicable solution can be reached.
