22/093 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: - 

a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (22/097a) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.

22/094 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
The Chairman stressed that he hoped the meeting would progress in a timely manner working to a full agenda. 
22/095 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk reported that she would like to undertake the Introduction to Local Council Administration (ILCA) training course with a view to then progressing on to the Certificate in Local Council Administration (CILCA).

Proposed by Councillor E MacDuff-Clack, seconded by Councillor K Terry and unanimously agreed to contribute towards the overall cost of the course. RESOLVED 
22/096 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
(21/04): -
The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 21st April 2022 were proposed by Councillor S Bennett, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings, and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED 

22/097 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that more mulch spreading is required in the Oldways as there are quite a few patches on the footpaths.
Chairman to enquire if Andy Pulleyne can obtain some hardcore to mix in with the mulch for the particularly muddy areas.

b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update
The clerk reported that she had contacted The Conservation Volunteers (TCV) with regards to arranging a site meeting and was awaiting a response.

Hagg Lane Green 
The clerk read out an update received from BSG Ecology following their initial survey of both Hagg Lane and Water Lane Ponds. 

It was noted that members of the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group are assisting with additional surveys which are scheduled to be carried out over the next month. 
Water Lane Pond Update
The Chairman reiterated that no further work can be carried out on the hedge until the end of the bird nesting season.
Parish Council to liaise with adjoining resident regarding work to be carried out later in the year.
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close
The Chairman gave an update on the work still required and it was agreed to arrange a date for volunteers to clear the area leaving a wildlife corner for hedgehogs.
Members also agreed to purchase wildflower seeds from Woodheads Seeds to be sown in the area once it has been cleared. 
c) Dog Fouling 
It was noted that dog fouling is getting increasingly worse around the village; clerk to contact Selby District Council Community Officer for advice and chase up the outstanding dog/litter bin orders.
d) Bus Service Update
The Chairman gave a brief progress update and members discussed the division of costs between the three Parishes along the route; Chairman to arrange a follow up meeting in the near future.

e) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire
It was noted that the Chairman had circulated the latest update to all members.

f) NYCC Grass Cutting Map

The clerk reported that the Parish Council can claim £434.15 this year from NYCC as a contribution towards grass cutting of the urban highway visibility splays in the Parish.
Clerk to liaise with Councillor A Tomlinson on areas to be cut; to be discussed further at the June meeting.
Members also noted that the grass has been cut along the A63 presumably by North Yorkshire County Council.
22/098 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
It was noted that Councillors S Bennett, E MacDuff-Clack and J Robins had met with Selby District AVS on Tuesday 3rd May to discuss community transport. 

Councillor E MacDuff-Clack spoke about their available services including minibus hire & door to door transport and how this could be fed back into the ongoing feasibility study.
Councillor S Bennett reported that he was still waiting to hear back from Shaun Macey - Clinical Commissioning Group with regards to the CCG contributing towards patient transport.
Councillor E Ryan expressed her disappointment in the lack of action taken by Posterngate Surgery.
Councillor E MacDuff-Clack spoke about the draft home visits questionnaire and the importance of communicating information regarding patient transport to residents.
22/099 PARISH COUNCIL COMMUNICATION: - 

It was noted that Councillor E MacDuff-Clack had circulated the draft newsletter to all members for review and requested any additional topics for inclusion.

22/101 CONSIDER PLACING LITTER BIN NEXT TO THE NEW WOODEN BENCH ON THE VILLAGE GREEN AT THE JUNCTION OF ST MARYS AVENUE AND SCHOOL ROAD: -

Members agreed to install a litter bin to be sited next to the shrubbery area facing the bench at a cost of £144.70 + VAT; clerk to place the order with Selby District Council. RESOLVED
22/102 CONSIDER INSTALLING BENCH ON LAND BETWEEN ST MARYS AVENUE AND FERRY CLOSE: -

It was agreed to hold this in abeyance for twelve months; to be reviewed again once the area has been cleared and the wildflower area established.
22/103 PLANNING: -

1. (2022/0388/HPA) Erection of roof extension with 5 No. dormer windows at The Paddock, Hull Road, Hemingbrough Object
1) The Parish Council are strongly opposed to building on the north side of the A63 which is an extremely busy road and splits the village. The north side should only be used for industry/office space only.
2) Outside the village envelope

3) The replacement dwelling granted was for a bungalow, but the applicant is now proposing to add a second storey considerably increasing the size and footprint of what was a redundant building/shed.

(2021/0573/TPO) Application for consent to remove decayed branch, broken branch and deadwood from 1No Ash tree (T1), remove torn out branch and decay in lower branches from 1No Willow tree (T2), remove torn out branch, dead branch and canopy deadwood from 1No Ash tree (T4), shorten hazard beam and cut back rotten ends of 1No Ash tree (T6), cut back leaning branches and canopy deadwood from 1No Ash tree (T9), cut back split stem, tidy up broken branches and remove canopy deadwood from 1No Willow tree (T10), cut back failed stem of 1No Willow tree (T11), shorten leaning stems and clean the canopy of rotten branches and deadwood of 1No Willow tree (T12), remove rotten branches and dead wood from 1No Willow tree (T13), reduce leaning stem of 1No Willow tree (T14), remove broken branches and tidy up hedgerow of 1No Ash tree (T15), tidy up damaged branches and remove deadwood from 2No Willow trees (T16 & T17), cut back fallen stem of 1No Willow tree (T18) and coppice 1No Sycamore tree (T3) and 3No Hawthorn trees (T5, T7 & T8) covered by TPO 7/1999 (retrospective) at Street Record, Hagg Lane, Hemingbrough
A ten year management plan is to be drawn up for the TPO and submitted as a new application.

The clerk advised that Gallagher (formerly Came & Company) had recommended the quote from Hiscox of £873.35 as this meets all the Parish Councils insurance requirements.

It was noted that a three-year binding long term agreement was also available at £876.35 per annum and this was unanimously agreed. RESOLVED
f) Consider request from the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) to re-establish their annual grant and requested increase: -
Councillor E MacDuff-Clack referred to the proposal circulated to all members prior to the meeting.
It was unanimously agreed to re-establish the grant and increase this to £1,000 subject to receipt of quarterly accounts from HHLGCG (£750 to be paid over on request with the final £250 on receipt of their 3rd quarter accounts); to be reviewed annually. RESOLVED
g) Appoint Internal Auditor for 2021/22
It was proposed by Councillor R Chilvers, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and unanimously agreed to re-appoint Chris Phillipson as the internal auditor for 2021/22.RESOLVED

Councillor E Ryan spoke about the Selby/Carentan Twinning Association, and it was agreed to put a piece about this in the forthcoming newsletter.

Councillor R Chilvers reported that overgrown nettles are encroaching on to the footpath at the end of School Road; Councillor K Terry volunteered to cut these back as soon as possible.
The Chairman reported that one of the planters at the Memorial Garden has died off.
