Two members of the public were also present. 
23/187 PUBLIC FORUM: - 
Mrs Susan Sellers invited a member of the Parish Council to lay a wreath at St Marys Church Remembrance Day Service and it was agreed that Councillor E Ryan would lay a wreath on behalf of the Parish Council.

Mrs Sellers also advised that the PCC had requested planning permission to cut back the yew trees that are growing over the path and brushing up against the church windows and the poplars at the back of the graveyard to clear more land for future use however this has been refused by North Yorkshire Council who also now want to put TPO’s on all the trees.

Councillor A Tomlinson advised that she would be speaking to the North Yorkshire Council Tree Officer regarding the tree work required at Hagg Lane and it was agreed that Councillor Tomlinson would also speak to him about the church trees.
North Yorkshire Councillor K Arthur also agreed to raise this matter with North Yorkshire Council.
The clerk read out the following response received from the YLCA following the request for information regarding tree works refused by North Yorkshire Council: -
“There is no power for a Parish Council to appeal a planning decision unless it is the applicant, which is not the case with the applications to which you refer. There is no other power for the Parish Council to exercise in this situation apart from making strong representations to the local planning authority; giving justifiable reasons why the trees should be removed/remedial work done to them.”

Councillor E Ryan expressed concern regarding extensive work being carried out to the ancient trees in the churchyard.

Councillor S Fox reported that she has contacted PC Richard Wood regarding some potential dates in January for the Police Surgery; awaiting response.

Councillor Arthur advised that he had put an application in to his Locality Budget for funding for a drop kerb near the old doctor’s surgery, to line up with the one on the other side of the road, but this was turned down.

23/195 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Village Green Working Group Update
Councillor S Bennett gave an update on the four Village Green Working Group priorities.
Hagg Lane
Action Ongoing - Councillor A Tomlinson is continuing to pursue tree surgeons to offer a full survey review of Hagg Lane, to support their formal submission. Councillor Tomlinson to speak to Tree Officer. 
Councillor Bennett acknowledged that the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group have requested payment of their maintenance grant for 2023/2024 and it was noted that the group have also submitted a Charitable Donation request for funding of their mower repair.
The clerk read out correspondence received from the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group requesting payment of the 2023/2024 maintenance grant and thanking the Parish Council for payment of the remaining £250 of the 2022/2023 maintenance grant.  
It was proposed by Councillor S Bennett, seconded by Councillor E Ryan and unanimously agreed to pay £750 of the £1000 maintenance grant for 2023/2024 with the remaining £250 payable on receipt of the groups 3rd Qtr. accounts. RESOLVED
Oldways
Action Completed - Phase 1 of stone chippings pathway solution implemented, thanks to all those that gave their time, with Andy Pulleyne to support this project.

Action Ongoing – Agree scope of Phase 2 & future phases and timings. Consider any budgetary constraints and the availability of further stone chippings from Plasmor and Andy Pulleyne.
It was noted that the Oldways footpath is now much sturdier under foot however part of it has recently been churned up by a vehicle that went into the dyke. 

St Marys Strip 

Action Completed – Councillor S Fox has arranged for a contractor to clear the rubble on St Marys strip and to make some clearance. This action will now support future landscaping & re-wilding improvements.

Action Ongoing – Councillor S Fox to keep an eye on the drain on St Marys strip.

d) Bus Service Update
Awaiting update from the Transport Secretary regarding plans to improve rural bus services.
e) Parish Council Website
The clerk advised that Vision ICT can register the Parish Council with a dedicated .gov.uk domain name at a cost of £125 (net) for the first two years (including set-up) and thereafter £65 (net) every two years.
It was also noted that individual email addresses for members are available at a cost of £18 (net) per account, per year.
Members discussed the two price options that Vision ICT offer to upgrade the Parish Council website: -
Option 1 - A comprehensive service at a cost of £850 (net) which allows the Parish Council to develop the website further in the future.
Option 2 – A streamlined seven-page Transparency Code website at a cost of £550 (net). 
It was proposed by Councillor A Tomlinson, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and unanimously agreed to proceed with Option 1 along with a dedicated.gov.uk domain name and individual email addresses for all members. RESOLVED

f) Discuss and Agree Charitable Donations
A total of £5,000 is currently set aside in the Parish Council budget for charitable donations and good causes however a total amount of £5986.00 was requested by four organisations therefore the money was distributed as fairly as possible.

The following donations were agreed by the Parish Council and granted under Section 137: -

1) A donation of £474.00 was given to Hemingbrough Bowls Club towards the bowling green mower refurbishment.
2) A donation of £2340.00 was given to Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields (HI&PFA) towards repairs to the score box and replacement of facia boards, guttering and decorating of the Pavilion. 

3) A donation of £800.00 was given to Hemingbrough Methodist Chapel to repair/replace some splintered floorboards, sanding, re-staining and polish to make surface hard wearing for future years.
4) A donation of £1386.00 was given to Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group for repairs and servicing of the commercial mower used by the volunteers to maintain Hagg Lane Green. 

It was agreed that the Parish Council will re-assess the grant criteria and application process for 2024; to be put on the November agenda for further consideration.
It was also agreed to revise and update the current Parish Council Standing Orders to include  Hagg Lane expenditure; Councillor E Ryan to liaise with the clerk.
