The Chairman thanked Councillor L Stebbings and Hemingbrough residents Mandy Moss, Liz Carstairs and John Sedman for pruning the roses at the Memorial Garden.

The Chairman also thanked resident Stuart Barber for repairing the door on the Village Book Library.

Thanks also to Hemingbrough resident Peter Parish for renovating the Memorial Garden benches once again.

23/070 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 16TH MARCH 2023: -

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 16th March 2023 were proposed by Councillor S Bennett, seconded by Councillor S Fox and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED

23/071 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that Colin Chilvers has recently carried out a cut in the Oldways.

Clerk to chase Parish Council solicitor regarding the ongoing registration.

b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green
The Chairman gave a progress update and Councillor K Terry spoke about the potential culverting and drainage work required on the site.

It was agreed to send a letter to the Ouse and Derwent Drainage Board to enquire if they can offer any assistance with the culverting/drainage work; Chairman to formulate a letter to send to Nathan Culpan - Assistant Engineer.
Chairman to also write to Julian Slater - Managing Director at Plasmor to see if they can offer any assistance. 
Councillor E Ryan advised that she has a contact with a degree in conservation management that may be able to offer some advice on the site.
The clerk reported that the Parish Councils solicitor has now received the completed registration from Land Registry and the Parish Council have received a copy of the Official Copy of Register and Title Plan.

Hagg Lane Green 
The Chairman advised that unfortunately the planning application completed and submitted to North Yorkshire Council by the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG) has been deemed invalid.

It was noted that the application cannot be processed as a specification for the proposed works which clearly identifies which trees are to be worked on along with a plan with the trees numbered and species identified has not been provided.

The Chairman closed the meeting to allow a member of the public present who is also a member of HHLGCG to speak before re-opening the meeting.

It was agreed that Councillor S Fox on behalf of the Hagg Lane Green Working Group will arrange a meeting with HHLGCG to discuss how to progress with the application.
Chairman to arrange meeting room at the Methodist Capel once a date has been confirmed.

Receipt of Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group annual figures 2022/23 and end of year summary (circulated to all members 17/04) was noted. 
It was proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor R Chilvers and unanimously agreed to pay the remaining £250 of the £1,000 grant allocated to the group for 2022/23 and to provide the same provision for 2023/24.
Water Lane Pond – No further update
Land between St Marys Avenue and Ferry Close

Councillor Bennett reported that he has planted twelve wildflower plants with a further twenty-four to be planted in the next few weeks.

Councillor Bennett to ask George Fillingham – Parish Council Grass Cutting Contractor not to cut the right-hand side of the grassed area as this is to be left as a wildlife haven and hedgehog corridor.

Memorial Garden
The Chairman advised that the group are looking to buy some new solar powered lights for the Memorial Garden.
Dog Fouling
The clerk reported that she has requested a new “Clean It Up” stencil and temporary/chalk paint from North Yorkshire Council.

Councillor S Fox advised that the school are happy for the pavement outside school to be painted and this will be done along with the snicket between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close and outside the shop.

Litter

Councillor S Fox reported that the first litter pick held on Sunday 2nd April in conjunction with the Great British Spring Clean campaign run by Keep Britain Tidy had been very successful although disappointingly a lot of dog poo bags were found tied up and left in trees.
It was noted that the Coronation clean-up litter pick will be held on Sunday 23rd April and volunteers will be very welcome.
d) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire – Ongoing 
23/072 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
Councillor E Ryan advised that the NHS Humber and North Yorkshire Health and Care Partnership are looking to the working group to identify sites for a new surgery.

Members discussed the Selby District Council Local Plan and it was agreed to wait and see if this will be supported by the new North Yorkshire Council before pursuing a new surgery any further; Councillor Ryan to communicate this to the partnership.
Councillor S Bennett reported that he has reinforced the information regarding the NHS funded patient transport scheme for eligible Posterngate Surgery patients in the forthcoming newsletter.
It was noted that the scheme has now been running for six months and Councillor Bennett agreed to contact Posterngate Surgery to request information on how the service has been utilised so far.

It was also noted that Thornes are no longer running Service 1 as this has been taken over by East Yorkshire Buses; clerk to enquire if there are any changes to the timetable.
