Water Lane Pond Update
The Chairman advised that he would chase up George Fillingham to confirm a date to carry out the tree work required at Water Lane Pond, as this must be done before the start of the bird nesting season. 
It was also noted that the post tops will be put back on and glued once the weather dries up. 
Chairman to also confirm a date with George Fillingham to clear the area of land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close as previously agreed.
Members discussed planting wildflower seeds once the clearance work has been carried out.

22/011 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
Councillor S Bennett advised that he had recently written to Shaun Macey (NHS Vale of York CCG) requesting more information regarding closure of the surgery and the feasibility study to gain insight into the potential for a new build.
Councillor Bennett also reported that Posterngate surgery have not provided any further information regarding the points raised by the CCG and spoke about the next steps to be taken by the working group.
Councillor A Tomlinson raised the possibility of building a new surgery on land identified in the Selby District Council Local Plan.
Members discussed the options that will be available for residents to get their prescriptions following closure of the surgery and how this information should be communicated.
