21/121 POLICE REPORT:-

It was noted that the clerk had circulated the June 2021 police report to members and it has been posted on both the Parish Council social media site and website.
The clerk read out the following update received from PC Neil Morris:-
“With regards to your emails re vandalism and anti-social behaviour I have requested my PCSO colleagues to increase presence in the village, and I also make a point of patrolling the village whenever I am on duty.
I have had a look at the figures for Hemingbrough from 19/04 to 21/06 and in those two months there has only been one report of anti-social behaviour which related to youths on the roof of the pavilion, PCSO’s did attend and engage with a group, though no one was seen on the roof by PCSO’s and one report of damage to a property on Hull Road.
In summary there have not been any further reports of anti-social behaviour or damage on Water Lane, and only one report of anti-social behaviour on the playing fields since your email in April when I asked for patrols to be increased”

21/125 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS:-

The Chairman advised that he had chased up Dwayne Wells – Head of Arriva Commercial to confirm the meeting scheduled for Thursday 19th August to discuss the future of the bus service; awaiting response.
The Chairman thanked Councillors L Carstairs & L Stebbings and residents Mandy Moss, Marian Frank and Katrina Joyce for all their help deadheading the roses at the Memorial Garden.
21/126 CLERKS REPORT:-

Clerk & Councils Direct Newsletter
It was noted that earlier in the year Selby District Council consulted on the Local Plan Preferred Options which set out the preferred approach to new sites for development & the policy approach against which applications will be determined and as part of this consultation Selby District Council received a further 44 sites for consideration.

The clerk advised that as part of the consultation on these additional sites Selby District Council will be holding a series of virtual consultation events between 2nd August and 13th September 2021 and a meeting has also been arranged specifically for Parish and Town Councils on 29th July 2021.

21/128 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-

a) Oldways

The Chairman advised that a resident wants to donate a bench to be sited in the Oldways in memory of Tom Swift who tragically passed away suddenly aged 18 and this was unanimously agreed.
It was noted that Councillor K Terry had spoken to Nathan Culpan (Ouse & Derwent Drainage Board) about the Japanese knotweed that is now growing again at the side of the dyke and it was agreed that the clerk would follow this up with a formal letter requesting that this is cleared as soon as possible.
Councillor L Carstairs noted that a tree inspection is required in the Oldways and it was agreed to arrange a site meeting for members in the first instance; following the meeting the Chairman will ask George Fillingham for a quote for any work required.
It was noted that local resident Arron Kyle had generously donated a bird table to be sited in the Oldways.
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update

The clerk reported that the transfer has now been completed and that Martin Gaffney solicitors were now attending to the registration of the land into the name of Hemingbrough Parish Council with Land Registry.
The Chairman advised that local residents had volunteered to site the plaque and post on the green.
It was noted that Crombie Wilkinson have been paid as invoiced (£1000 + £ 200 VAT) which Martin Gaffney solicitors were holding on account.
Memorial Garden Update 
The Chairman advised that a service will be held on Remembrance Sunday (14/11) and the Ride of Remembrance will be attending.

Water Lane Pond

It was agreed to organise a volunteer day in September to clear the pond and the Chairman advised that George Fillingham has offered to assist on the day free of charge.
Chairman to ask local resident to secure the post tops back on the verge markers.
c) Dog Fouling
Members discussed a recent instance of dog fouling that had been reported on social media.
d) Remote Access to Parish Council Meetings

Councillor MacDuff reported that she has drafted a survey to gauge resident’s interest in remote meetings; to be circulated to members and posted on social media once agreed.
e) Churchwalk Path Repair

It was noted that the clerk had received an acknowledgement from North Yorkshire County Council advising that due to Covid 19 there will be a delay in responding; awaiting further update.
f) Potential CIL Money Infrastructure Projects

Councillor J Freakes advised that the walking group have suggested siting a bench on the village green at the junction of St Marys Avenue and School Road and it was agreed that Councillor Freakes would speak to the neighbouring properties to ascertain if they would be in favour of this.
It was unanimously agreed that a litter bin will also be sited on the green if a bench is installed to alleviate littering.
Councillor S Bennett raised the possibility of Christmas lighting in the village and Councillor L Carstairs advised that the landlady of The Crown had also raised this with her. It was agreed to put this on the August agenda for further discussion.
21/129 UPDATE ON POSTERNGATE SURGERY- PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH:-

The Chairman thanked Councillors S Bennett, E MacDuff-Clack and E Ryan for their excellent work on the proposed closure.
Councillor S Bennett agreed to contact Carlton Parish Council to gain insight on their new surgery.

Councillor E Ryan spoke at length about her research on equality of outcome versus equality of access.
Councillors E Ryan and E MacDuff-Clack to contact Parish Councils within the Primary Care Network area to request information on access to services.
Councillor J Freakes provided an update on the Save Our Surgery questionnaire feedback received so far and agreed to collate all the information once the remainder of the questionnaires have been collected. Members also discussed the possibility of producing a flyer encouraging residents to make their views known.
Councillor A Tomlinson raised concern regarding the content and professionalism of the Posterngate Survey consultation and agreed to put her concerns in writing; to be circulated to members.
