25/039 LISTEN TO REPORT FROM NORTH YORKSHIRE COUNCILLOR KARL ARTHUR: -  
Councillor K Arthur advised that North Yorkshire Council will be using second homes council tax levy to invest in schemes that address the affordable housing crisis in addition to the new 500 council houses to be built over the next four years.
Councillor Arthur advised that Councillor Carl Les (Leader of North Yorkshire Council) is keen for Parish Councils to attend the Selby Area Committee meetings and can ask to have items put on the agenda. It was also noted that a Parish Liaison Forum will be held at least twice a year in each district; Councillor Arthur to confirm the date of the next Selby District meeting. 

It was also noted that the Selby Local Plan has been scrapped and will be incorporated into the new North Yorkshire Council plan.

The clerk read out an update provided by the Chairman regarding the Methodist Chapel hedge cutting and it was noted that when George Fillingham went to carry out the hedge cutting as agreed he was advised by the homeowner of Tadville that the hedge between Tadville and the Methodist Chapel along with the hedge at the back of the car park belongs to them (L shaped garden) and he was not to touch it.
George checked the remaining hedge to ensure that there were no nesting birds and started to cut it back but due to several complaints received regarding bird nesting season he stopped work and will come back to finish it off in October.
It was noted that the clerk has passed all the above information on to Brian Hopper (Methodist Chapel Treasurer).

Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 3rd March circulated to all members.
Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields (HI&PFA)

Councillor A Tomlinson gave an overview of the HI&PFA meeting held on Wednesday 19th March.
Concern was raised regarding the HI&PFA finances and the financial burden that the children’s play area is placing on them.

It was noted that the Parish Councils budget for 2024/2025 has already been set therefore no decision can be made on an annual contribution until the 2025/2026 budget is set later in the year.
Councillor Tomlinson spoke about the need for the Parish Council to proactively work with all the village community groups to help them to remain sustainable and the possibility of raising the precept to allow future financial support for the benefit of the village. 
It was noted however that a one-off contribution of £4,5000 for HI&PFA is required as a matter of urgency to maintain the play area.

The clerk advised that Councillors cannot make decisions on anything which is not included on the agenda, and it was agreed to put this on the April agenda.

25/049 CORRESPONDENCE: -  
1) Resident – Receipt of correspondence regarding moles on the land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close/St Marys Strip was noted, however this is outside the Parish Councils remit as moles are wild animals and you cannot control them in open spaces or prevent them from being present. 
2) Resident – Receipt of correspondence requesting the vegetation on the dual footpath/cycle path on Hull Road from Main Street to Newhay Lane be cleared back so that the edging stones are visible was noted.

It was agreed that the clerk would contact George Fillingham and request a quote for this work to be done for discussion at a future Parish Council meeting.

3) Resident – Receipt of correspondence regarding a replacement bench for Water Lane pond was noted.

It was agreed that there is still a bench sited at the pond which is usable and that replacing the second bench is not an effective use of public money due to the ongoing vandalism in this area.   

4) Resident – Receipt of correspondence regarding funding for repairs to the path at the side of the church was noted.

The clerk advised that at the 21st March 2024 meeting, a member of the public asked North Yorkshire Councillor Karl Arthur if funds from his Locality Budget could be used to repair the path. 

Councillor Arthur agreed to approach North Yorkshire Council Highways for a quote for the repairs and if feasible agreed to finance this however no feedback was ever received.

It was thought that some repairs had been actioned by Highways as they are responsible for the path, but it was agreed that the clerk would follow this up.

Councillor S Horsey spoke about putting the Parish Council agendas and minutes on the Community noticeboards and the Parish Council noticeboard at the Londis shop and it was agreed that this would be done on a rota basis.
