e) Charitable Donations: -
A total of £5,000 is currently set aside in the Parish Council budget for charitable donations and good causes and a total of £4,406.24 was requested by five organisations.
The following donations were agreed by the Parish Council and granted under Section 137: -

1) A donation of £ 255.24 was given to Hemingbrough Bowls Club to purchase electric fly killer, magnetic door curtain, window curtains and a bowls high score wedge. 

2) A donation of £ 1,200 was given to Hemingbrough Preschool to strengthen their communication and language provision by funding the purchase of a WellComm Early Years Toolkit & six themed story sacks and completing the reading area makeover. 
3) A donation of £500 was given to Hemfest to support with funding Hemfest 2026, a community run music festival for all Hemingbrough residents.
4) A donation of £1,500 was given to Hemingbrough Community Primary School to purchase a cycle shelter.
5) A donation of £951.00 was given to Hemingbrough Methodist Chapel to ensure their electric installation is in good working order and update & repair as necessary for the health and safety of users.
f) Consider meeting charge request received from the Methodist Chapel: -
The clerk read out the following correspondence received from the Methodist Chapel treasurer:
“Today we held the finance and property meeting for Hemingbrough church with the treasurer and Circuit representative present.

It was agreed to guide your payment amount that the Parish Council charge should be requested at £30 per meeting (£10 per hour), I hope this is classed as a reasonable charge. Any comments? I would be happy to feedback on your behalf.”
It was noted that the Parish Council currently pay £20 per meeting so this would be quite a considerable increase especially as meetings are now held in the smaller chapel room as requested by the Methodist Chapel so another group can use the hall.

It was agreed to keep the Parish Council meeting under two hours which will keep the cost down to £20 per meeting.
