
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT HEMINGBROUGH METHODIST CHAPEL ON THURSDAY 20TH OCTOBER 2022

22/168 PUBLIC FORUM: -  
No public forum was held as neither of the members of the public present wished to speak.

22/170 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: - 
County/District Councillor K Arthur reported that £2,000 has been granted from his Locality Budget for conservation work at Hagg Lane, Hemingbrough.
Councillor Arthur also agreed to look at funding a drop kerb at the junction of Water Lane and Main Street to line up with the drop kerb on the other side of the road.

Members raised concern regarding potholes on Landing Lane & Mill Lane and potholes & subsidence on Hagg Lane and it was agreed that Councillor L Ryan would raise these concerns with Sharon Fox (NYCC Highways) who is the guest speaker at the forthcoming Yorkshire Local Councils Association Meeting (YLCA).

22/173 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
A minute’s silence was observed in memory of Queen Elizabeth II as this was the first Parish Council meeting held since her death on the 8th September 2022.
22/174 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk reported that a resident has expressed an interest in joining the Parish Council in the new year (currently two vacancies) and will come along to observe the Parish Council meetings in the meantime.
22/175 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 18TH AUGUST 2022: -

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 18th August 2022 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor R Chilvers and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
22/176 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman reported that Andy Pulleyne will be putting chippings down at the end of Church Walk, hopefully by the end of the month and volunteers will spread the mulch. 
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update
It was agreed that the Chairman will speak to Andy Pulleyne regarding potential plans for the area.
Councillor S Bennett noted that the Christmas Tree was wrongly sited and has died due to the extreme weather conditions and lack of water so needs to be removed.

Members agreed to replace the Christmas Tree, to be sited in a new location; Councillor Bennett to consider alternative locations for discussion at the November meeting. 
Hagg Lane Green 

Councillor J Robins advised that the planning application is ongoing, and it was noted that the Parish Council will receive the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group 2nd Quarter Time and Expenditure Update prior to the November Parish Council meeting.
Water Lane Pond Update
The Chairman reported that George Fillingham was intending to carry out the hedge cutting and pond clearance but due to the possible presence of Great Crested Newts this was put on hold.
Members discussed the planned work, and it was agreed that the Parish Council will seek specialist advice before carrying out any work on the pond but as the newts will now have gone into hibernation the hedge can be cut back providing that the soil is not disturbed.
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close Update
Councillor S Bennett reported that he is in the process of obtaining quotes to clear the area; to be discussed further at the November meeting.
Memorial Garden
Queen Elizabeth Rose and Memorial Plaque

Councillor R Chilvers proposed the Parish Council purchase the Queen Elizabeth Rose to be planted at the Memorial Garden along with a Memorial Plaque and this was unanimously agreed.
It was also agreed to purchase five bags of rock salt for the Memorial Garden to control the weeds. RESOLVED
St Marys Avenue Cul-de-sac Village Green
Members discussed the laurel hedge that has been planted on the village green without permission and is now encroaching onto the village green and it was agreed to send a letter to the homeowner asking them to contact the Parish Council to discuss this.
c) Dog Fouling – No concerns raised
d) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire – No further update 
e) Christmas Lights

It was noted that NYCC have inspected the lampposts and have now granted permission to mount the solar powered half trees on the lampposts on Main Street, starting at the entrance to the village (by the Memorial Garden) up to St Marys Church.
The contractor will confirm the installation date at the beginning of November and the clerk has requested that the lights are switched on Thursday 24th November (5pm-10pm window); to be confirmed.

The cost per tree is £105.00 (including delivery, installation and removal), total net cost of £1885.00 plus VAT (£377.00) = £2262.00 and this was unanimously agreed.

Councillor J Robins to follow up on any excess funds left over from the Queens Jubilee Celebrations which the Committee had pledged to contribute towards the Christmas lights.
f) Village Book Library

The clerk reported that installation is expected by mid-November.

Councillor S Bennett gave an update on the proposed funded transport through Selby AVS (to be managed by Posterngate Surgery) to provide patient transport between Hemingbrough and Posterngate Surgery for eligible patients.
Councillor E Ryan also gave an update on the ongoing work towards the provision of a new doctor’s surgery in the village.

e) Confirm Methodist Chapel Rent Payment Schedule: -

It was noted that the Methodist Chapel had been paid up to and including the June 2022 Parish Council Meeting and as suggested by the Chairman, the clerk had contacted the treasurer to discuss a future rent payment schedule to improve cashflow for the Methodist Chapel.

It was proposed by Councillor A Tomlinson, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and unanimously agreed to bring the remaining rent owed up to date in March 2023 and then in April 2023 pay in advance for twelve meetings.
This will then become a yearly payment in April with any additional rent owed from the previous year also being added to the April payment. RESOLVED
f) Discuss and Agree Charitable Donations: -
A total of £3,000 is currently set aside in the Parish Council budget for charitable donations and good causes however a total amount of £9092.65 was requested by 6 organisations therefore the money was distributed as fairly as possible.
The following donations were agreed by the Parish Council and granted under Section 137: -

1) A donation of £425.00 was given to Hemingbrough Bowls Club towards the repair and refurbish of the clubs mower and green renovations.

2) A donation of £600.00 was given to Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields (HI&PFA) towards the repair of swings in the play area.

3) A donation of £500.00 was given to Hemingbrough United FC towards the repainting of the home and away portacabin changing rooms.

4) A donation of £600.00 was given to Hemingbrough Cricket Club towards the purchase of two new sigh screens to improve playing facilities for all ages.

5) A donation of £500.00 was given to Hemingbrough Pre-School towards a new front door.

6) A donation of £375.00 was given to Hemingbrough Methodist Chapel towards a new store area.
