22/063 PUBLIC FORUM: -
A member of the public present raised concern regarding agenda item 12a) planning applications received No.2 (2022/0195/FUL) as the address is listed as land adjacent to Frog Hall, Hagg Lane, Hemingbrough when the correct address is Northfield, Hull Road, Hemingbrough and completely unrelated to Frog Hall.
The resident had previously advised Selby District Council of this with reference to an earlier planning application and has reiterated this information once again with Linda Drake – Selby District Council.

22/068 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
The Chairman briefly spoke about the uncontested election meaning that all candidates are duly re-elected leaving two Parish Council vacancies.
It was also noted that the Annual Parish Meeting, Annual Meeting of the Council and the May Parish Council Meeting will all be held concurrently on Thursday 19th May therefore the Annual Parish Meeting will start at 6.45pm.
22/069 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk was not present due to illness; nothing to report.
22/070 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
(17/03): -
The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 17th March 2022 were proposed by Councillor S Bennett, seconded by Councillor E MacDuff-Clack, and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED 

NB - Retrospective apologies were received from Councillor E Ryan following the March Parish Council Meeting.
22/071 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

Councillor L Stebbings reported that the grass on the roadway is growing very quickly and requires cutting; the Chairman advised that he had spoken to Colin Chilvers and the grass will be cut next week.
Councillor R Chilvers advised that a resident is removing his drive and has offered the chippings/hardcore to the Parish Council to put down on the footpaths in the Oldways.
The Chairman accepted his kind offer as the hardcore can be mixed with mulch to stabilise the footpaths as discussed at the April meeting. 
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update
The Chairman read out correspondence received from The Conservation Volunteers (TCV) who are a national charitable organisation with their focus being practical conservation work to improve green spaces for people and wildlife.

It was agreed that the clerk should contact TCV to arrange a site meeting in the first instance. 
The Chairman advised that the Parish Council had been contacted by Barratt Homes who want to take a water sample from Hagg Lane Pond and Water Lane Pond to check for the presence of Great Crested Newts. 
This was agreed by members but it was noted that Graham Lees (Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group) should be made aware and advised when they are carrying out the water sampling so that he can be present.
The Chairman spoke about the letter that the Parish Council previously agreed to send to the adjoining landowner regarding the discrepancy with the current eastern boundary; clerk to follow up.

Hagg Lane Green

It was noted that the clerk had received and circulated to all members the minutes of the Hagg Lane Green Working Group Meeting held on Monday 4th April. 
Councillor E MacDuff-Clack reported that the meeting was very positive with an agreement to collaborate, work together and move forward.
Councillor MacDuff-Clack spoke about re-establishing the annual grant the Parish Council gave the group (£600) and their request to increase this to £1,000 due to increased costs.
In support of their funding request Councillor MacDuff-Clack read out a summary of work that the group undertake, and Councillor J Robins advised that the group have been unable to raise funds over the past few years due to Covid.

It was also noted that in the interest of openness and transparency all funds provided by the Parish Council will be accounted for and invoices for all purchases will be provided.

It was agreed to put the funding request on the May agenda for further discussion and consideration. 
Water Lane Pond Update
The Chairman reported that unfortunately the hedge cannot be cut back now due to the presence of Great Crested Newts and nesting birds; Chairman to speak to the adjoining resident.
It was also noted that the post marker tops have been screwed down by two residents and the Parish Council thanked them for their assistance.
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close
Members discussed the clearance work carried out in this area and the work that is still required; Chairman to investigate and provide update.
It was also noted that one of the Rowan trees planted in this area has failed to establish and will require replacing at the end of the year.
c) Dog Fouling 
Councillor E MacDuff-Clack advised that a resident had complained that dog fouling is particularly bad in Main Street and members discussed the ongoing problem.

Clerk to chase up the outstanding dog/litter bin orders with Selby District Council and enquire if they can offer any further help.
d) Bus Service Update
The Chairman reported that talks with Thornes are still ongoing, and it was noted that due to the recent fuel increases the cost per trip will be increased from £25 to £35.
Discussions are still ongoing between all three Parishes along the route and clarification is also required regarding the division of costs.

The Chairman advised that the working party are currently looking into the possibility of the Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) providing funding towards a bus service following closure of the Posterngate Hemingbrough Branch Surgery and it was noted that the working group will be meeting with Selby District AVS on Tuesday 3rd May to discuss community transport.

f) NYCC Grass Cutting Map

Councillor A Tomlinson spoke about changes to the NYCC grass cutting policy and how these impact on the Parish Councils grass cutting responsibility.                                                                                         It was noted that the Parish Council can reclaim for some of the grass cutting via a pro-forma through Selby District Council and it was agreed that Councillor Tomlinson will follow this up.
22/072 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
Councillor S Bennett reported that following the branch surgery closure on Friday 1st April work has been ongoing regarding patient transport & dispensing prescriptions and it was noted that the feasibility study is still ongoing.

Councillor E MacDuff-Clack spoke about the importance of communicating information about home visits to residents and it was agreed to include this in the next newsletter. 
22/073 PARISH COUNCIL COMMUNICATION: - 

Councillor E MacDuff-Clack reported that the next newsletter is due in May and items for inclusion include Posterngate Surgery, Hagg Lane and the Queens Platinum Jubilee Celebrations.
22/074 QUEENS PLATINUM JUBILEE 2022 UPDATE: -
As Councillor J Freakes did not re-stand for election Councillor J Robins was appointed as the new Parish Council representative on the Jubilee Committee.
Councillor Robins advised that the Committee have been holding raffles to raise funds and will be holding a tabletop sale on Sunday 8th May at the Crown Inn.
Following the pledge made at the February Parish Council meeting the Committee will provide any invoices that require payment.
