21/183 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: -

21/184 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: -
The Chairman advised that North Yorkshire Police are holding a community meeting at the Methodist Chapel on Thursday 28th October commencing at 7.00pm.
21/185 CLERKS REPORT: -
The clerk informed members that she had been having difficulty accessing the Parish Council website but hoped the issue had now been resolved.
21/186 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING
(16/09): -
The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 16th September 2021 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor S Bennett and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED 

Councillor J Freakes stressed that it would be helpful, especially for those members who were absent, if the minutes were circulated earlier instead of being sent out with the agenda (which is the current format).
RESOLVED that the clerk will circulate the draft minutes to all members within ten days of the Parish Council meeting. 

21/187 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

The Chairman expressed dismay that the Ouse and Derwent Drainage Board had recently dredged the dyke and deposited all the silt removed on to the newly established footpath.
It was noted that the Parish Council had written to Nathan Culpan (Assistant Engineer to the Board) regarding their actions and members discussed their response, the damage caused and the action to be taken to remedy this.
Members also briefly discussed the Japanese Knotweed that is growing out of the side of the dyke which the drainage board will not remove stating that it is a landowner’s responsibility to control this weed therefore the Parish Council have asked George Fillingham to remove it.
Councillor L Stebbings reported that the “No Horses” sign has been removed from the Oldways and electric scooters have also been riding through.

b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update

The Chairman read out the letter proposed to be sent to the adjoining landowner regarding the discrepancy with the current eastern boundary and this was unanimously agreed; clerk to send letter recorded delivery.
Additional Benches

It was agreed that Councillor J Freakes would obtain a quote for a wooden bench (to be sited on the village green at the junction of St Marys Avenue and School Road). 
It was also proposed by Councillor E MacDuff-Clack, seconded by Councillor J Freakes and unanimously agreed to purchase three wooden planters for the Memorial Garden at a cost of £50 per planter.
Hagg Lane Green Boardwalk 

The Chairman read out the following letter sent from the Parish Council to the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group: -
Hagg Lane Boardwalk

“Hemingbrough Parish Council has received a number of complaints regarding the boardwalk which is very overgrown and also in need of repair.

The Parish Council are aware that the boardwalk is a Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group asset, and it is therefore the group’s responsibility to keep it clear.

Please could you confirm in writing at your earliest convenience that the group is willing to keep the boardwalk clear and in good repair or if this is not the case give your permission in writing for the Parish Council to do any work required?

Please could you also confirm that the boardwalk and the benches sited on Hagg Lane Green are insured by the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group and provide the Parish Council with a copy of your insurance confirming this?

I look forward to hearing from you” 

The Chairman proceeded to read out the reply received from the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group: -
Hagg Lane Ponds
“The Conservation Group have discussed your recent letter with particular emphasis on the boardwalk and the surrounding vegetation.
The boardwalk is an asset owned by our Group and we recognise that we must make any repairs that may be needed. The vegetation adjacent to the boardwalk is the responsibility of the Parish Council and should be maintained by the Council. There is a colony of Great Crested Newts (GCN) on the site and anyone (or their contractors) working in or near the ponds must hold the relevant Natural England license. Members of our Group hold these permits.
If approached our Group may consider the maintenance of the on the understanding that the Group:

should be fairly compensated

the maintenance requirements are clearly defined

Our Group have insurance cover for the site and have maintained the cover at all times since its inception.
The Group await your reply.” 
The Parish Council discussed the site at length, and it was agreed that the site should be maintained by people who are suitably qualified.

It was noted that the Parish Council registered the land to protect it in the future for the benefit of the village as recommended by the Yorkshire Local Councils Association (YLCA) and the Government.

Members also agreed that the Parish Council and the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group should work together to conserve the area and it was agreed to request a meeting with members of the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group in order to come to an amicable agreement to move forward. Three new members volunteered to attend the meeting on behalf of the Parish Council.
The Parish Council discussed the possibility of reinstating the maintenance grant and the need for the groups accounts to be transparent.

The Chairman closed the meeting to allow the member of the public present to speak before re-opening the meeting.
RESOLVED to write to the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group to request a meeting.
Water Lane Pond Update
Members discussed the work required at the pond and it was proposed by Councillor E MacDuff-Clack, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed to hire the machinery required and employ both George Fillingham and Andy Pulleyne to carry out the work; it is hoped that the work will be completed by the end of October.
The Chairman also spoke about the enquiries made with Selby District Council concerning the trees within the area.

It was also agreed to secure the post tops on to the marker posts and order any replacements required.

Fireworks on Parish Council Greens

Councillor E MacDuff-Clack expressed concern that last year the Village Green on St Marys Avenue was used to set off fireworks.
Councillor J Freakes volunteered to look at the legal position regarding setting off fireworks in a public place and it was agreed to incorporate this into the Village Green Policy.

It was also agreed put something on the Parish Council social media site and speak to the police at the forthcoming community meeting (28/10).

c) Dog Fouling

It was noted that unfortunately dog fouling has started to increase due to the darker nights. 
d) Bus Service Update
It was noted that a remote meeting with Mary Welch (NYCC) has been arranged for Friday 29th October to discuss potential subsidies for the bus service; Chairman and Councillors E MacDuff-Clack & J Robins to attend.

Members had a brief discussion regarding historical bus usage & timings, concessionary passes and the possibility of carrying out research to establish local need.
e) Christmas Lights Update
Councillor S Bennett advised that letters had been sent to the households that will be impacted by the lights and it was noted that two very favourable responses had been received.

It was also noted that letters will be sent to local businesses regarding sponsoring the Christmas lights and it was proposed by Councillor J Freakes, seconded by Councillor E MacDuff-Clack and unanimously agreed to cover the cost of the 17 Christmas lights minus the cost of any sponsorship received.

The clerk advised that NYCC are carrying out a site visit to access the 17 lamp posts to ensure their suitability as they are only 5mtr poles and permission must be granted by NYCC before the Christmas lights can be attached.
f) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire 

Councillor J Freakes spoke about the 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire campaign which is gaining momentum and it was noted that Councillor Freakes would be attending their next meeting scheduled for Thursday 11th November.
21/188 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
Members of the working group gave a progress update, and it was noted that the formal application to close the Hemingbrough branch has still not been submitted to the Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG). 

Councillor L Ryan advised that Posterngate Surgery have agreed to provide the working group with a copy of the application in advance of it being submitted to the CCG to enable them to comment.

21/189 UPDATE ON SPEED LIMIT REQUESTS ON THE A63 (HULL ROAD): -
The clerk read out the following response received from PC Neil Morris (Selby District Neighbourhood Policing Team) who has been tasked with looking into traffic concerns on the A63: -
“Apologies for not getting back to you sooner. With regards to the traffic concerns – unfortunately I have not been able to get the speed monitoring equipment deployed by the Fire Service, so I don’t have conclusive figures with regards to speeding.

 

I have, as an alternative, requested that the safety camera van be deployed in the village – this would at least then give an indication as to the amount of speeders pass through the village. In short, the conclusion is, not very many. The number of offenders per hour captured on the A63 at Hemingbrough is quite a bit less than the number of offenders captured on the A63 at Cliffe, just a few miles down the road. As an example, the camera van deployed to the village on 2nd August 2021 for 1hr and 45 minutes and only captured 1 speeding offence. With regards to accidents and incidents, from speaking to the Traffic Bureau who rank all roads in North Yorkshire by the number of and severity of incidents the A63 ranks around 13th in the county which as you can see is pretty low, given that it is a trunk road.

 

It’s unfortunate in that the Police can’t be in the village all the time and we couldn’t get the speed monitoring equipment in place. However, I have a feeling that the complaints are with regards to the sheer volume of traffic as much as anything else.

 

Hopefully Hemingbrough Residents will attend the upcoming community meeting at the Methodist Chapel to voice their concerns.”

Members briefly discussed the ongoing concerns regarding speeding traffic both on the A63 and through the village and it was agreed to bring these concerns up at the forthcoming Community meeting.
