23/167 PUBLIC FORUM: - 
The members of the public present did not wish to speak.

23/168 POLICE REPORT: -
PC Richard Wood advised that he is currently covering the Riccall, Barlby and Selby area.
The Chairman thanked PC Wood for attending the meeting and members raised a number of issues including damage to the posts around Water Lane Pond, removal of metal post at the Memorial Garden, speeding on the A63, suspected drug dealing on Hagg Lane and the following: -
Pavilion on the Playing Field

Councillor S Bennett reported that youths had caused damage to the pavilion and had been climbing on the roof.
It was noted that the youths have been identified on their security camera and the incidents officially reported to the police; the HI & PFA have also put security paint on the pavilion. 
Arson Attacks
Councillor S Fox advised that three arson attacks (planter outside the Fox and Pheasant Pub, elderly residents garden and bench on Village Green) had been reported in June.

The residents present at the meeting also reported that youths had been banging on their windows late at night causing distress for their son.

PC Wood advised that he would patrol the village when possible and asked the Parish Council to put a feature in the next newsletter asking residents to report any instances of criminal or anti-social behaviour.
It was also agreed to arrange a Police Surgery at the Methodist Chapel (date to be confirmed) so residents can speak to PC Wood and raise any concerns; Councillor S Fox to liaise with PC Wood.
PC Wood left the meeting.

23/171 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: -
It was noted that Councillor Ann Tomlinson has been granted a dispensation allowing her to participate in any discussion concerning Item (12f) Planning Appeal due to owning land adjacent to the site.
23/172 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
The Chairman stressed that the meeting should progress in a timely manner due to the full agenda.

The Chairman also referred to the invitation received from the Carstairs Countryside Trust (circulated to members) to attend a Nature Recovery Event being held on Saturday 30th September at the Yorkshire Air Museum, Elvington. 

It was agreed that Councillors S Fox and E Ryan would attend the event on behalf of the Parish Council. 
23/173 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk read out correspondence received from Mrs Susan Sellers inviting two members of the Parish Council to attend the Licensing Service of Reverend Nicholas Garside to be Interim Priest-in-Charge of the Benefice of Riccall, Barlby and Hemingbrough with Cliffe, to be held on Tuesday 26th September at St Marys Church, Hemingbrough. 
It was agreed that the clerk would attend the service on behalf of the Parish Council and Councillor S Fox would also attend if possible.
23/174 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 17TH AUGUST 2023: -

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 17th August 2023 were proposed by Councillor S Bennett, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED

23/175 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Village Green Working Group Update
Councillor S Bennett gave an overview of the Village Green Working Group meeting held on Tuesday 19th September.
Hagg Lane
Councillor A Tomlinson has contacted two tree surgeons regarding a full survey review of Hagg Lane to support the formal submission, but disappointingly no response has been received; Councillor Tomlinson to follow up.
The clerk confirmed that the remaining £250 of the 2022/2023 grant has been paid but no request had been received for the initial £750 of the 2023/2024 grant.
Councillor S Bennett raised the possibility of a discretionary payment in addition to the £1,000 annual grant to cover the cost of the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group mower repair.
Members briefly discussed the mower repair, and it was agreed to put this on the October agenda for consideration; Councillor S Bennett to provide the clerk with the exact cost/invoice. 
Oldways
It was noted that Andy Pulleyne will soon be starting work on the Oldways footpath and the Chairman confirmed that Plasmor have provided 20 tonne of crushed rubble, free of charge, which Andy will move over to the Oldways when required.
The Chairman also advised that he has arranged for Colin Chilvers to assist with moving the rubble and he will co-ordinate a date with Andy.
The Chairman reported that Colin Chilvers has also recently moved a fallen tree from the Oldways and will soon be removing another fallen tree in Inner Moor Lane. Colin carries out the work as a volunteer and the Parish Council pay £50 every time for hire of the machinery required.
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close (including St Marys Avenue Village Green) 

Councillor S Fox advised that she has arranged for a licensed contractor to remove all the rubble on Tuesday 3rd October at a cost of £220 (including £100 Selby Household Waste Recycling Centre disposal fee).
It was noted that he will also be removing the sycamore stumps/saplings.
Councillor S Bennett advised that once the areas have been cleared, they will be starting on the landscaping and re-wilding improvements within the Village Green budgets.
Oxbow Green

Members briefly discussed the construction of a bridge over the dyke.
b) Dog Fouling/Litter/Fly Tipping
Councillor S Fox advised that the litter picking equipment has been delivered and she has also purchased some children’s gloves. 
It was also noted that the dog fouling stencil and spray is on order.

23/176 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -  
Councillors S Bennett and E Ryan spoke about appealing to local landowners for possible sites for a new doctors surgery and engaging with pharmacies that may be willing to move into a new build surgery/pharmacy in the village.
23/177 PARISH COUNCIL ENGAGEMENT & COMMUNICATIONS: -
Councillor S Fox confirmed that she will include an article in the next newsletter asking residents to report any instances of criminal or anti-social behaviour to the police.

It was also noted that once a date for the Police Surgery has been confirmed this will be advertised on the Parish Council website and on social media.

23/178 CHRISTMAS LIGHTS 2023: -

The clerk advised that North Yorkshire Council have confirmed that the Parish Council can go ahead with the Christmas lights again providing they are the same specification as last year i.e., solar powered half trees no more than 15kg between column No.1 (Memorial Garden) and No.17 (opposite the cemetery).

It was noted that the clerk was awaiting a quote from Plantscape and it was agreed to put this on the October agenda for consideration.

1) The Parish Council fully support the proposed plans for Skelton House and are firmly of the opinion that as the building is in such a poor state the proposals can only improve the property.
3. (ZG2023/0901/HPA) Erection of a rear two storey extension and ground floor extension following demolition of out buildings and erection of a garden office at Tune Cottage, Main Street, Hemingbrough No Objections
1) The Parish Council acknowledge that the property is in the Conservation Area but have no objections to the proposals.

(ZG2023/0746/TPO) Crown lean canopy, remove deadwood, diseased and dysfunctional material over 50 mm and crown lift/reduce the canopy to clear existing BT lines by approximately 1.5-1.8 metres and crown thin the remaining canopy by approximately 15-20% to 1 No Beech tree (T1) protected by TPO 18/1987 at Beech Tree House, School Road, Hemingbrough

Members expressed their disappointment that the tree works had been refused by North Yorkshire Council as some of the trees are very overgrown and it was noted that as requested the clerk has contacted the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations (YLCA) for advice; awaiting response.

1. (ZG2023/0398/FUL) Erection of detached dwelling (retrospective), erection of entrance walls, gates and entrance piers and erection of a detached garage following demolition of existing outbuilding at The Paddock, Hull Road, Hemingbrough

f) Note planning appeal to the Secretary of State against the decision of North Yorkshire Council to refuse to grant planning permission:

The Chairman reported that he had contacted the Planning Inspectorate for advice regarding Rule 6 status and their response was noted.

Councillor A Tomlinson explained that the appeal has been lodged on the basis that Selby District Councils grounds for refusal were not sound and the applicant is challenging their grounds for refusal.                               

It was noted that all previous objections made by the Parish Council still stand and will be made known to the Planning Inspectorate during the appeal process.

23/182 CORRESPONDENCE: -  
1) Clerk & Councils Direct – Receipt of September newsletter was noted.

2) Resident – Receipt of correspondence regarding recent roadworks carried out on St Marys Avenue which has left the pavements looking very untidy.

Members discussed the work being carried out by PBS Construction who are installing broadband on behalf of Quickline. 
It was agreed that the clerk would raise the residents concerns with PBS Construction and ask them to restore any damage caused to both the footpaths and grass verges.
23/183 RECEIVE REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS REGARDING PARISH ISSUES: - 
Councillor A Tomlinson raised concern that the cycle/footpath (Hagg Lane side) in both directions has become very overgrown with nettles and needs cutting back; clerk to report to NYC Highways.
Councillor S Fox spoke about the laurel hedge on St Marys Avenue Cul-de-sac Village Green which has recently been cut back by the resident.

It was noted that concern regarding the hedge had been raised at previous Parish Council meetings but it was agreed that providing the resident continues to maintain the hedge no action will be taken.

The Chairman advised that a hedge on Mill Lane is overgrowing into the road and requires cutting back; clerk to report to NYC Highways. 
Councillor S Fox reported that she is still awaiting confirmation of a date for the Defibrillator Training through the Yorkshire Air Ambulance Service. This training will be open to all residents free of charge.
