
MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF HEMINGBROUGH PARISH COUNCIL HELD AT HEMINGBROUGH METHODIST CHAPEL ON THURSDAY 21ST JULY 2022

22/130 PUBLIC FORUM: -  
A resident (who has also written to the Parish Council) expressed her concerns regarding habitat management in the Oldways as she feels that the recent strimming and pruning carried out is excessive and not sympathetic to nature.
22/131 POLICE REPORT: - No report received 
22/132 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: - 
District Councillor M Topping gave an update on the new Unitary Authority and spoke about ring fencing any surplus Selby District monies to be used locally.
Councillor Topping also reported that he is the new Chairman of the Selby District Council Planning Committee and gave an update on the Local Plan.
Councillor R Chilvers raised concern regarding two drop kerbs that have still not been installed (at the junction of Mill Lane/Water Lane and School Road) and the state of Main Street up to Mill Lane (the road is breaking up badly especially around the grates) and Councillor Topping agreed to follow these up with County/District Councillor K Arthur on behalf of the Parish Council. 

22/133 APOLOGIES: - All members present
22/134 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS: - 

a) Councillor J Strelczenie declared an Other Interest in Item (22/138a) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
b) Councillor L Stebbings also declared an Other Interest in Item (22/138a) Oldways due to being a member of the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society.
22/135 CHAIRMANS OPENING REMARKS: - 
The Chairman thanked Liz Carstairs and Jane Freakes for their help delivering the recent Parish Council newsletter and thanked the other residents that had also volunteered to assist.

22/136 CLERKS REPORT: - 
The clerk reported that the Yorkshire Local Councils Associations (YLCA) Annual Conference is being held on Friday 23rd September (details to be circulated to members).
22/137 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 16TH JUNE 2022: -

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Thursday 16th June 2022 were proposed by Councillor J Robins, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
22/138 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Oldways

Correspondence received from resident 
The Chairman read out correspondence received from a resident concerning the Oldways habitat management (the resident had also raised her concerns during the public forum).
The Chairman advised that the Oldways is registered as a Village Green but the dyke is owned by the Ouse and Derwent Internal Drainage Board who carried out the recent strimming without the Parish Councils knowledge as they are responsible for the maintenance of the dyke including grass/weed cutting, strimming, sludging and debris removal. 
Members discussed the ongoing work being carried out by the Parish Council in the Oldways and District Councillor M Topping suggested that the Parish Council put together a wildlife management plan which he will put forward for funding.
It was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed that Councillor A Tomlinson will formulate a wildlife management/ecology plan to include all the village greens assisted by 
Councillors E MacDuff-Clack and J Robins.
Councillor R Chilvers briefly spoke about Highways responsibilities and it was unanimously agreed to post an article on the Parish Council website to clarify who is responsible for the work carried out in the Oldways and to also include a piece in the next Parish Council newsletter.
b) Village Greens

Oxbow Green Update
It was noted that the Parish Council had received no response to the letter sent regarding a discrepancy with the western boundary and it was agreed that the clerk would write to the homeowner again.

Hagg Lane Green 

Councillor E MacDuff-Clack gave an overview of the work being undertaken and it was agreed that the Chairman would contact Linda Drake (Selby District Council Planning Project Officer) to provide an update and advise that Councillors E MacDuff-Clack and J Robins have taken the lead on this project assisted by Councillor A Tomlinson.

It was noted that Linda Drake has requested a 10-year management plan for Hagg Lane but due to the financial and time commitment involved it was agreed to propose an initial 12-month plan to be submitted as soon as possible for the remedial work that requires attention in order to create access to better manage the areas of immediate concern.
Water Lane Pond Update  - No further update 
Land between St Marys Avenue & Ferry Close

The Chairman advised that clearance work has started but progression is deliberately slow due to the wildlife present. 

It is hoped that George Fillingham will spray off the area in the near future and this area will also be included in the wildlife management/ecology plan. 
Inner Moor Lane
The Chairman reported that following concerns raised by Councillor K Terry regarding Inner Moor Lane being churned up by 4x4 vehicles off-road riding he had contacted Gary Lumb – NYCC Highways and received the following response:-
 
“I can confirm Innermoor lane is an adopted category 6 unclassified road (green Lane), therefore the lane cannot be ‘gated’ off.

 

However, I have no issues if the parish council want to repair some of the damage. Unfortunately NYCC do not receive a budget to maintain category 6 unclassified roads through the annual capital budget, nor is it subject to an inspection regime”
 
c) Dog Fouling
Councillor L Stebbings reported that a resident had raised concern regarding dog waste bags that have been thrown into the Oldways dyke.
d) Bus Service Update
The Chairman reported that at the meeting held on Thursday 23rd June it was agreed that the additional bus service should be postponed indefinitely due to the current economic climate and increasing cost of fuel.
It was suggested that the Parish Council contact Mary Welch – NYCC Transport Officer about the possibility of a dial-a-bus service similar to that currently operating in Ripon.
e) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire
The Chairman read out correspondence received from a resident regarding the 20’s Plenty campaign and reiterated that the Parish Council support the campaign and will continue to monitor the situation.
Councillor E MacDuff-Clack proposed that the Parish Council request an update from Anna Semlyen – Campaign Manager to include in the next Parish Council newsletter.       Councillor MacDuff-Clack also volunteered to put an update together and circulate to members to review before posting on the Parish Council website and social media site.
District Councillor M Topping agreed to bring this to the attention of District/County Councillor K Arthur and ask him to add his support to the campaign. 
It was also noted that the 20’s Plenty National Conference is being held on Tuesday 20th October at County Hall, Oxford.
f) NYCC Grass Cutting Map

The Parish Council briefly discussed the current arrangements for urban highway grass cutting and the monetary claim to be submitted to NYCC for areas that the Parish Council currently cut; Parish Council to continue to monitor.
g) Christmas Lights

Clerk to follow up NYCC for confirmation of date to assess the structural capacity of the lighting columns on Main Street.
h) Village Book Library

It was proposed by Councillor A Tomlinson, seconded by Councillor E MacDuff-Clack and unanimously agreed to purchase a book library from Western Wolds Men in Sheds to be sited near the new bench at the junction of St Marys Avenue and School Road.
District Councillor M Topping agreed to cover the cost through his Locality Budget; clerk to submit funding application.
22/139 POSTERNGATE SURGERY – UPDATE ON PROPOSED CLOSURE OF BRANCH SURGERY AT HEMINGBROUGH: -
Councillor S Bennett reported that he was still awaiting a response from Shaun Macey - Clinical Commissioning Group (CCG) with regards to re-purposing the rental for the Hemingbrough site towards providing patient transport.
Councillor E Ryan spoke about the longer term aims for the provision of a new surgery, identifying potential sites & conducting a public consultation and District Councillor M Topping agreed to assist with this through the Local Plan.
22/140 PARISH COUNCIL COMMUNICATION: - 

Councillor E MacDuff-Clack reported that work has started on the autumn Parish Council newsletter and requested any additional topics for inclusion.
It was agreed to include a piece regarding barking dogs as due to space and deadlines this was not included in the summer issue.
22/141 PLANNING: -

No’s 1 & 2 were dealt with together as these are neighbouring properties and the same applicant.

1. (2022/0731/FUL) Construction of one new dwelling & detached garage at Nowlins,
17 School Road, Hemingbrough  Object
2. (2022/0728/FUL) Demolition of existing dwelling and construction of two new dwellings at 15 School Road, Hemingbrough Object 
1) This will result in an additional two properties with access on to School Road and opposite the primary school.

2) The Parish Council questioned the justification of demolishing the existing property to build two large executive properties.
3) The village needs smaller starter homes for local families not more large executive properties 

4) Overdevelopment of the sites which were originally garden space 
5) Discrepancy between the plans and tree reports
