25/076 PUBLIC FORUM: -                                                                                                        A member of the public congratulated the Parish Council on the elections, and it was noted that there are currently five Parish Councillor vacancies.
A member of the public acknowledged the long-standing service to the Parish Council given by ex-Councillor Jan Strelczenie and passed on a letter of thanks.
The member of the public also raised concerns regarding the road surface throughout the village and overgrown trees & hedges.
Concern was also raised regarding the poor state of the footpath at the side of the church down to Oldways and it was noted that North Yorkshire Council Highways are responsible for this footpath.

25/078 LISTEN TO REPORT FROM NORTH YORKSHIRE COUNCILLOR KARL ARTHUR: -  
The clerk read out the following report provided by North Yorkshire Councillor Karl Arthur:-
 

1. There is to be a meeting with the Plasmor Group to be held on 2nd September 2025.  It will start with a tour of the site at Hemingbrough and then the meeting will be held directly after the tour at the offices in Escrick.  More details of timings etc to follow.
2. Following the dropping of the Selby Local Plan, North Yorkshire Council has now opened its initial consultation on the North Yorkshire Local Plan.  This is the issues and options plan and as such is looking more at impacts on localities etc of potential sites than the sites themselves.  The consultation will remain open until 9th July 2025.
3. The Locality Budget is now open.  This year I have £5k to spend.  Obviously, as far as possible, I would like to spend an equal proportion on all the communities and parishes I represent.  Please note that the Locality Budget cannot be used to fund wages or ongoing expenditure.  Also, I cannot fund 100% of any project.   The minimum grant remains at £300.
4. The Consultation on the Boundary Review is now well under way and closes on the 9th June 2025.  There are no changes proposed to this division from what I undated you on earlier this year and it appears that there are no changes proposed within the Hemingbrough Parish.  Once the consultation closes the Boundary Commission will publish its final recommendations, having taken into account any representations received during the consultation, on 2nd September 2025 and, subject to parliamentary approval, these will be the boundaries we enter the local elections in May 2027.

Councillor Bennett also spoke about his aims for the Parish Council moving forward including working closely with the community and village organisations.
25/082 CLERKS REPORT: - 
Parish Council Banking

The clerk reported that Lloyds has changed the Treasurers Account to their new Community Account which is designed for not-for-profit organisations with an annual turnover of less than £250,000.
In line with many banks, they have also introduced an account maintenance fee of £4.25 per month and will also charge for day-to-day banking.

25/084 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY: -
a) Village Greens
Hagg Lane
The clerk provided a brief update received from Sharon Fox – North Yorkshire Council Highways regarding the highway boundary; clerk to follow up.
It was noted that the £2,000 grant from the Drax Community Fund had now been received and it was agreed that the village green working group would arrange a meeting with the Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group to discuss plans for the area moving forward before reporting back to the Parish Council for any decisions.
The meeting was closed to allow a member of the public to speak about the extent of the damage caused at Hagg Lane in January.
It was noted that the tree needs to be removed from the pond, but this cannot be done until October once the great crested newts have left the site, and it was agreed in principle to resolve this matter at the earliest opportunity.

Hull Road Footpath                                                                                                                  The clerk advised that as agreed at the April Parish Council meeting (17/04) she had accepted the quote of £450.00 + VAT (£90) from George Fillingham to clear the dual footpath/cycle path on Hull Road (Main Street to Newhay Lane) and was awaiting confirmation of when this work will be completed.
b) Dog Fouling/Litter/Fly Tipping – No further update 
c) 20’s Plenty for North Yorkshire/Living Streets Campaign – No further update

Members had a discussion regarding the Parish Council agenda, and it was agreed that it would be simplified to enable Councillors to focus their priorities. 
e) St Marys Church Clock Repair

The clerk advised that Smith of Derby had confirmed in writing that the cost of replacing the three autowinders would be £10,195.00 + VAT.
The meeting was closed to allow members of the public to speak about the repairs needed to the church clock, which is a war memorial before the meeting was re-opened.
It was noted that it may be possible to get a grant for the repair from the War Memorials Trust up to a maximum of £5,000 (match funding) and North Yorkshire Councillor K Arthur has also indicated that he may be able to give the Parish Council a small grant towards the church clock repairs once his Locality Budget applications re-open.
It was agreed that Councillor A Tomlinson would apply to the War Memorials Trust and the clerk would approach Councillor K Arthur to request a grant from his Locality Budget.
Clerk to also put a post on social media to inform residents and request feedback. 

25/085 PLANNING: -
a) Applications Received from North Yorkshire Council: -
1. (ZG2025/0330/FUL) Change of use of land for the siting of 20 holiday tourers and lodges and the creation of a pond and associated works at The Paddock, Hull Road, Hemingbrough Strongly Object 
1) Whilst the Parish Council acknowledge that this could bring economic benefit for local businesses this does not outweigh the negative impact it would have on the village and on the amenity of neighbouring residents.
2) Concern regarding the noise that will be generated from the site and the potential for     anti-social behaviour both of which will have a big impact on neighbouring residents.

3) Safety concern regarding traffic entering and existing the site as the A63 is a very busy road and speeding traffic is already a real concern.
There have been several accidents in this area due to speeding traffic and vehicles entering and exiting the site would exacerbate the problem.
4) The drainage proposals are not adequate as it is proposed that the extra water generated will go into the on-site pond however when this is full the water will go into the culvert which is already blocked causing a massive flood risk.
5) The proposed usage of the site is not very clear, and the Parish Council are aware of  several ongoing issues concerning similar sites in Cliffe.
6) The Parish Council have always been very against any residential development on the north side of the A63.

7) Concern regarding light pollution in open countryside and the detrimental impact this will have on wildlife, neighbouring properties and the surrounding area.
