23/129 PUBLIC FORUM: - 
A resident raised concern regarding the potential installation of a 9m telecommunications pole at the side of No.1 Southlands and the Chairman advised that the Parish Council have not received any formal notification; Parish Council to continue to monitor.

Hagg Lane Green

The Chairman read out the 2023/24 1st Quarter Time Update received from the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group (HHLGCG).
Overhanging trees Water Lane Pond

The Chairman advised that the adjoining homeowner has asked for the trees to be cut back as they are growing into/over her garden fence.

It was agreed that the Chairman will ask George Fillingham to cut the trees back in September following the end of the bird nesting season.
Oxbow Green/Oldways Meeting with Andy Pulleyne
The Chairman advised that members had met with Andy Pulleyne, and he has started pulling back soil from the dyke that runs from Main Street to the fields (west) to facilitate the laying of a footpath/bridge from Oldways and over the dyke to access Oxbow Green.  
Councillor S Fox gave a summary of the recent Village Green Working Party meeting to discuss the work required and establish their priorities (Hagg Lane, Oldways and the land between St Marys Avenue and Ferry Close) & budget and it was noted that their next meeting is scheduled for Monday 7th August.
Councillor Fox reported that a complaint had been received regarding the drain cover on St Marys village green being covered with rubble, litter, and dog waste.                                       It was noted that the litter and dog waste has now been removed but the rubble is still to be cleared along with the rubble on the land between St Marys Avenue and Ferry Close. 

The Chairman spoke about organising a group of volunteers to remove the rubble from these areas and it was agreed that the Village Green Working Party will arrange this.
The Chairman gave an update on the Plasmor site and advised that the next Plasmor Liaison Group meeting is scheduled for Tuesday 8th August; Village Green Working Party to forward any issues they wish to be raised at the meeting.
