15/114 PUBLIC FORUM:-
A member of the public raised concern regarding the footpath along the A63 from the Memorial Garden to Hagg Lane being narrow and impassable due to it being very overgrown.

It was noted that the footpath was in a poor state all the way to Cliffe and the clerk was asked to report this to the Highways Department. 
15/115 POLICE REPORT:-

The clerk advised that between 3rd and 5th October a yellow 3 ton 360 Komatsu 2.7 excavator was stolen from a site on the A162 at Sherburn.
Councillor E Kinsella also advised that at a recent CEF meeting three recent burglaries in the Eastern CEF area were noted.
15/116 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-
District Councillor J Deans reported that he had received an email from a resident in Hemingbrough expressing concern regarding the paths being littered with dog fouling. It was noted that the resident has observed the culprits and spoken to at least one of them so Councillor Deans had responded by outlining the Selby District Council dog and animal fouling procedures and advised the resident to report the culprits to the dog warden.

Gridline Newsletter

The clerk reported that District Councillor M Jordan has been allocated £5,000 of funding to give away by April 2016 to local groups (£300 to a maximum of £1,000 on one project).

It was noted that Councillor J Strelczenie as the Drax Parish Council representative has been invited to the Selby and Goole Community Pride Awards 2015 and that the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical/Heritage Society are also finalists.

The clerk clarified a recent issue raised regarding the notification of Parish Council representatives to the Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields Committee and it was agreed that this would be taken up at the next HI & PFA meeting by Councillor F Davidson. 
It was noted that the Parish Council had also received a copy of the resident’s letter regarding dog fouling referred to by District Councillor J Deans but that the Parish Council have no authority to take enforcement action as this is the responsibility of Selby District Council.
The clerk reported that she had received a complaint from a resident that two tyres had been dumped at the side of the second dog bin on Inner Moor Lane.

15/121 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
Public Meeting Thursday 29th October ref Car Parking Main Street/Hull Road

Tony Woodcock – Arriva advised that there are major issues with parked vehicles on Main Street and School Road (during school drop off/pick up times) resulting in the buses having great difficulty in getting through the village.
He advised that Arriva will be attending the public meeting to listen to residents suggestions but that something must be done otherwise this could result in the buses turning round at R & R and not going through the village at all which would have a detrimental effect for those residents that are less mobile.
Mr Woodcock stated that Arriva would support yellow lines on both or either side of the road in order to alleviate the problem and continue with the current bus service.

Councillor J Strelczenie gave an overview of the site meeting held with Councillor J Sedman, Gary Lumb – Highways and Michael Gatenby - Arriva on Tuesday 29th September to formulate proposals to be put forward at the Public Meeting.

Mr Woodcock left the meeting.

Remembrance Day Memorials

The Chairman advised that two services will be held on Sunday 8th November, St Mary’s Church Service being held from 10.30am until 11.30am and the Memorial Service commencing at 12.30pm at the Memorial Garden.

It was unanimously agreed that the Chairman would order the Poppy Wreaths and that a collection will be made at the November Parish Council meeting.

Village Signage

Councillor R Chilvers proposed that two brick village signs should be erected on the A63, one at Babthorpe (entering Hemingbrough) and one entering Hemingbrough from Cliffe.
It was seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and unanimously agreed that Councillor Chilvers would look into the feasibility of new village signs being erected at the above locations.
Water Lane Pond

The Chairman advised that he had spoken to Andy Pulleyne who would like to assist with the restoration of the pond which would have to be done in several stages in order to protect any inhabitants.
It was unanimously agreed that the Chairman would ask Andy Pulleyne for a quote for the work required and also to attend a future PC meeting to discuss the project.
TPO’s / Tree Works

Councillor R Chilvers advised that he has identified a number of trees around the village that may require a Tree Preservation Order (TPO).
It was agreed that the Chairman would look into the cost of getting a tree surgeon to assess the trees and also the costs of issuing a TPO.
The Chairman reported that he had walked around the village with Councillor R Chilvers and Mr George Fillingham (Tree Surgeon) to look at the tree work required and advised of the quote received from Mr Fillingham totalling £1500.00.
