16/143 PUBLIC FORUM:- 
A member of the public expressed concern regarding speeding on School Road and requested a vehicle activated sign at both ends of the road warning of the 30mph speed limit. It was agreed that this would be put on the October agenda for further discussion.
16/144 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed.
16/145 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS: - No County or District Councillors were present at the meeting.
16/146 APOLOGIES: - Councillors R Drew and K Terry

16/147 CLERKS REPORT:- 
The clerk gave an update on the purchase of a commemorative plaque for the bench and the litter bin order placed with Selby District Council.
It was noted that the Community Defibrillator Training Event had been arranged for Saturday 5th November at 11am in the Methodist Chapel with Mr Dave Jones, Community Defibrillation Trainer from the Yorkshire Ambulance Service in attendance to provide full training on the defibrillator.
The clerk also reported that she had received further correspondence regarding the Community Cinema Safari who want to visit the proposed venue to carry out a site survey and it was agreed that the clerk would liaise on this.
16/148 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:-
a) Councillors R Procter, F Davidson and L Carstairs declared a Disclosable Pecuniary Interests in Item 16/154 Hall for Hemingbrough Update due to being involved with the group.

b) Councillor G Harrison declared a Non Registerable Interest in Item 16/150 (a) Registration and License Update / Village Greens due to being a member of the Hemingbrough Hagg Lane Green Conservation Group.
16/149 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 18th August 2016 were proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor R Procter and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
16/150 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens
The clerk advised that she had returned the signed paperwork to Elmhirst Parker and that she was awaiting a further update from them.
It was agreed that the Parish Council would also proceed with the registration of Oldways alongside the Hagg Lane registration.
b) Water Lane Pond 
Councillor E Kinsella reported that Askham Bryan College had recently carried out a site visit and it had been agreed that no work will be carried out on the pond until November.

It was noted that Dr Jo Williams who was overseeing the project had now left her post so this has now been passed onto a colleague.
c) Oldways
The Chairman advised that the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Society (PHHHS) are in the process of putting together a lottery fund application and that the group have held a number of events to explain the work that has been carried out and the future work that is planned.
It was also noted that there was still a problem with dog fouling in the area.
d) Speeding Measures Update – Landing Lane 

No further update, NYCC awaiting funding to put the agreed measures in place.
e) Dog Bin – Mill Garth 

The clerk advised that the replacement dog bin had been ordered but as they are made to order they can take up to six weeks to arrive in stock before being fitted.
It was also noted that the complaint regarding the post left in an unsafe condition would be passed onto the contractors.

16/151 CONSIDER EXTRA DOG BIN/LITTER BIN LOCATIONS:-
Councillor L Stebbings proposed that dog bins should be fitted on the strip of land halfway down St Marys Avenue and outside the Village Institute.
Proposed by Councillor L Carstairs, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and unanimously agreed.

Clerk to write to Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Field Association (HI&PFA) for permission to fit dog bin in the Village Institute car park.

A number of options were put forward including making this an area of hardstanding to be used for car parking, allowing the residents who back onto this land to purchase to extend their garden or making this into a children’s play area.

It was agreed that this would be put on the agenda as an on-going issue to be discussed further.

The Chairman spoke about the ongoing history of the complaint and it was noted that the Chairman had spoken to Mark Lumby (Highways) to clarify the boundary limits.
