14/234 PUBLIC FORUM:-

A member of the public present thanked the Parish Council for their work throughout the year.

A member of the public raised concerns regarding rumours of fly tipping on a village green which he believed had been directed towards him. Another member of the public in response to this explained that he had been advised at the recent Hagg Lane Green AGM that the group had given him permission to put shredding’s on an area of the village green.

A member of the public present spoke about the terms of reference for the investigation commissioned by the Parish Council at the January 2015 meeting.
14/235 POLICE REPORT:-
A report listing the recent Ringmaster notifications received by the clerk was distributed. 
14/236 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-
County Councillor M Jordan reported that he was now in receipt of the draft minutes of the Plasmor meeting held on 17th December and advised that he would forward these to the clerk.
He also noted that the Plasmor Footpath would be closed during November, December, January and February and that he was looking at a speed limit reduction in association with the Plasmor planning application.

Councillor Jordan also spoke about the North Yorkshire County Council changes to street lighting, the forthcoming work on Newland Bridge and gave an update on the resurfacing of the Selby bypass.
District Councillor K McSherry advised that as she was not standing for re-election it would be her last meeting and the Parish Council thanked her for all her hard work.

Hemingbrough Parish Council/Hagg Lane Green Investigation

It was noted that the investigation is ongoing and that the clerk had received a request for information from the investigator working on behalf of Mr Lund.

Water Lane Pond

The clerk reported that she had been contacted by a member of the public raising concern regarding the fire damage to the boundary hedge and trees caused by a fire from nearby building work. The clerk was asked to contact the homeowner to establish ownership of the hedge and to enquire as to their intentions regarding the replacement.  
Parking on Back Lane

It was noted that a complaint has been received regarding dangerous parking on the blind bend on Back Lane and the clerk was asked to report this to the local PCSO.
The clerk also spoke about the new Transparency Code for smaller authorities and advised that correspondence has been received from the YLCA regarding District Councillors being allowed to speak during the council meeting (copy given to all members).

14/241 DISCUSS ISSUE OF REPORTED FLY TIPPING:-

Councillor J Strelczenie advised that he still had concerns regarding conifer shredding’s being left on a village green.

It was noted that Councillor M Senior had spoken to the Minister of Agriculture who had verbally advised that if the shredding’s were left in a heap for four weeks they would no longer be toxic. The clerk was asked to get confirmation of this in writing.
14/242 HEMINGBROUGH UNITED CHARITIES – OPERATION, GOVERNANCE AND PARISH COUNCIL ROLE:-
Councillor R Procter advised that as a relatively new councillor he would like more of an understanding regarding Hemingbrough United Charities. 

Councillor K McCann asked Councillor Procter to write to him as the clerk of Hemingbrough United Charities and he would endeavour to provide the information required.
14/243 PARISH COUNCIL ELECTIONS 2015 – PUBLICITY AND PROCEDURES:-

Councillor R Procter expressed concern that the Parish Council elections had not been mentioned in the recent newsletter and that members of the public had not been given enough information about the forthcoming elections.
It was noted that the clerk had put the election notices received from Selby District Council on the parish noticeboard.
14/244 PARISH COUNCIL NEWSLETTER – QUANTITIES, DISTRIBUTION, WEB SITE AND CONTENT:-

Councillor R Procter expressed concern regarding the quantity of newsletters printed and distributed. It was agreed that the quantities would be increased in the future and that a distribution system would be implemented to include all properties in the Parish.

It was also noted that the Chairman needed more contributions to be put forward for inclusion in forthcoming newsletters to improve the overall content.
Councillor Procter stressed that he thought that the Parish Council website should also be utilised more and include far more content. It was agreed that as the clerk had previously been instructed to only put the meeting agendas and minutes on the website and taking into consideration the new Transparency Code this would be put on a future agenda for further discussion.    

14/245 DISCUSS ST MARYS CHURCH CLOCK RESTORATION:-

The restoration work required was discussed and it was noted that the total cost of the work including access equipment would be £4,942.00 + VAT.

Councillor R Drew proposed that Smith of Derby be instructed to carry out the work and this was seconded by Councillor M Senior.

Councillor R Chilvers then put forward a counter proposal that before Smith of Derby are instructed the Parish Council should contact Cliffe Parish Council to ask if they would be willing to make a contribution towards the restoration and this was seconded by Councillor R Procter.

The counter proposal achieved 4 votes and the proposal to instruct Smith of Derby received 6 votes therefore with the majority vote it was agreed to instruct Smith of Derby to carry out the restoration work.
