No.40 Expenditure

Orders for the payment of money shall be authorised by resolution of the Council and signed by two members.

40 (a) Donations of monies by the Parish Council to charitable bodies and good causes benefiting the parishioners but not necessarily all, that reside in the Parish of Hemingbrough.

(i)
The Council shall consider and agree by a majority of members, the figure of £3,000 to be put aside in the Council account under the heading “Section 137 Charitable Donations”.

(ii)
The figure will be re-assessed annually when considering the precept.

40 (b) There shall be during the last week of August and until the last day of applications displayed on the Parish Council noticeboards, website, newsletter and only if at no cost, the local press.

A notice advising the parishioners of Hemingbrough of how and where to obtain a donation application form and the start and closure dates of a request for a donation for a charitable body or good cause.

40 (c) All requests for a donation from the charitable donations fund shall be accepted on the first day of September to the Friday of the first week of the month of October of the same year and be considered and agreed at the Parish Council meeting of that October. Applications after the closing date cannot be considered.

(i)
All requests for a donation shall only be considered when submitted on a form obtained from the clerk accompanied by details of on what the donation is to be spent, a statement of account of that charity or good cause along with current bank details.

(ii)
All monies donated from the charitable donation fund must be used within twelve months of being granted, receipts or invoices of such must be forwarded to the clerk and future donations cannot be considered unless this is complied with.

A member may for the purpose of his/her duty as such (but not otherwise), inspect any document in possession of the Parish Council or a committee, and if copies are available shall, on request, be supplied for the like purpose with a copy.
