Mrs Susan Sellers thanked the Parish Council for the donation to the Big Lunch Queens 90th Birthday Celebrations which had been a great success and had completely sold out.
16/091 POLICE REPORT: -
It was noted that no local issues had been reported via Ringmaster.

The clerk was asked to write to Julia Mulligan (North Yorkshire Police & Crime Commissioner) to express the Parish Councils concerns regarding the lack of police attendance at Parish Council meetings.

16/095 CLERKS REPORT:- 
The clerk advised that she had received correspondence from a resident of Main Street expressing their dissatisfaction regarding the proposed road closure on the 29th June to allow NYCC to carry out pot hole repairs.

Following agreement at the May meeting to donate £400 to Hemingbrough Bowls Club it was noted that it had been agreed that the Parish Council would place the order for both benches so the high delivery cost could be shared.
16/096 DECLARATION OF INTEREST/DISPENSATION REQUESTS:-

16/097 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL MEETING OF THE COUNCIL:-
The Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Council held on Thursday 19th May 2016 were proposed by Councillor F Davidson, seconded by Councillor L Stebbings and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
16/098 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

The Minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 19th May 2016 were proposed by Councillor L Carstairs, seconded by Councillor B Procter and agreed with a show of hands. RESOLVED
16/099 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
a) Registration and License Update/Village Greens
The Chairman reported that he had received a report that Japanese Knotweed was growing on the north side of Oldways dyke.

It was agreed that the Chairman would report this as a matter of urgency to Nathan Culpan – Ouse and Derwent Drainage Board.

It was noted that the Chairman had spoken to Elmhirst Parker solicitors who had agreed to a free initial consultation to discuss the outstanding land registration issues and it was resolved that Councillors F Davidson and K Terry would attend the meeting on behalf of the Parish Council.
b) Village Defibrillator  
It was noted that the defibrillator was now installed and registered with the Yorkshire Ambulance Service and that the clerk was awaiting a date for the training session.
c) Water Lane Pond – No further update
16/100 CONSIDER AND DECIDE ON AMENDMENT TO THE EFFECTIVE MANAGEMENT OF RECORDING LOCAL COUNCIL AND PARISH MEETINGS:- 
As put forward at the 19th May 2016 meeting the amendment to the Effective Management of Recording (Local Council and Parish Meetings) as listed below was discussed and agreed.

Effective Management of Recording (Local Council and Parish Meetings)
The right to record, film and to broadcast meetings of the council/parish meeting is established under the Openness of Local Government Regulations 2014. This is in addition to the rights of the press and public to attend such meetings.

Hemingbrough Parish Council is committed to being open and transparent in the way it conducts its decision making. For the purpose of this policy the term "record" means any form of audio, visual or electronic recording.

Those who attend a public meeting should expect to be filmed. This includes councillors, council officers and members of the public.

The rules that Hemingbrough Parish Council will apply are:

1.
The Parish Council will display requirements as to filming, recording and broadcasting at its meeting venues and on its website or on notice boards in the parish and those undertaking these activities will be deemed to have accepted them whether they have read them or not.

2.
A copy of these rules/guidance will be provided to members of the public in attendance at a meeting of the Parish Council. The Chairman may also verbally remind the meeting and all present of the freedom to record but that these rules/guidance are in place to enable any type of recording to take place with minimal disruption to the council meeting.

3.
Any person wishing to record a meeting in any format whatsoever is politely requested to contact the Clerk prior to the meeting. The Clerk's details are set out in the public notice and/or agenda of the meeting; (or in his/her absence, the contact will be the Chairman of the Parish Council. Discussing requirements with the clerk beforehand will help to ensure that the council provides reasonable facilities to meet the needs of the person that is recording.

4.
The person making the recording may move around, however in doing so he/she must ensure that there is minimal or no disruption to the proceedings of the meeting.

5.
A person or persons recording the Parish Council meeting are reminded that the "Public Participation" period may not be part of the formal meeting and that they should take legal advice for themselves as to their rights to make any recording during that period.

6.
Where the press and public are excluded from a meeting or part of a meeting owing to the confidential nature of the business to be transacted, recording of that meeting or that part of the meeting will not be permitted.

7.
The specific filming of children or young people under the age of 18 who are present cannot take place unless their parents/guardians have given their written consent. This provision also applies to vulnerable adults whereby the consent of a responsible adult is required, i.e. a medical professional, carer or legal guardian. Where the permission is given, filming of these people can take place.

8.
The council requests that all recording is overt (i.e. clearly visible to anyone at the meeting and the chairman will inform those present of the fact they will be recorded or filmed or both, if aware.
9.
The use of digital and social media recording tools, for example Twitter, blogging or audio recording are allowed as long as this type of recording is carried out in a non-disruptive way and only to the extent that it does not interfere with the ability of any person present to follow the debate.

10.
A person or persons making a recording has no right to interrupt a Parish Council meeting by asking questions or making comments for the purpose of the recording. The person recording has no right to ask councillors, officers or any members of the public who have been given permission to contribute orally to the meeting to repeat a statement for the purposes of the recording.

11. The Chairman of the meeting has absolute discretion to stop or suspend recording if, in his/her reasonable opinion, continuing to do so would prejudice proceedings at the meeting or if the person recording is in breach of these rules/guidance.

12. Persons who are recording are requested not to leave their equipment unattended where possible, and are responsible for their equipment at all times

13. The recording and reporting on meetings of the Parish Council, is subject to the law and it is the responsibility of those doing the recording and reporting to ensure compliance. This will include the Human Rights Act, the Data Protection Act and the laws of libel and defamation. The council expects that the recording will not be edited in a way that could lead to misinterpretation or misrepresentation of the proceedings or infringement of the Parish Council values or in a way that ridicules or shows a lack of respect for those in the recording. The Parish Council would expect any recording in breach of these rules to be removed from public view. The Parish Council will have no liability for material published by any other person unless it is itself undertaking the publication through its offices.

14. For the benefit for those who wish to record - where the recording device being used involves equipment which is larger than a smart phone, tablet or compact camera or if the person recording has other special requirements he/she is requested to please contact the clerk prior to the meeting so that reasonable arrangements can be made. The use of lighting for filming/flash photography will usually be allowed provided that it does not adversely impact on the ability of others present to view the meeting, or for reasons of health, whereby the council may require that such lighting is not used or is reduced to a level which does not adversely affect other people. The lighting should not cause any other form of disruption.

15. The Parish Council may itself photograph, film, record or broadcast meetings and can retain, use or dispose of such material in accordance with its retention and disposal policies. Where a council proposes to record all of its own meetings it will be bound by this policy.

16. Where a Parish Council proposes to record all of its own meetings, it will resolve how long such recordings will be kept and how members of the public may obtain copies. The Parish Council will include the availability of such recordings within its Publication Scheme.

Hemingbrough Parish council will delete all recordings taken at a meeting of the council immediately after the minutes of that recorded meeting have been approved as a true record by the Parish council at the very next meeting.

17. The Parish Council is not liable for the actions of any person making a recording at a council meeting which identifies a member of the public or for any publication of that recording.

18. The minutes of a council meeting remain the statutory and legally binding formal record of council decisions.

Proposed by Councillor R Chilvers, seconded by Councillor K Terry and unanimously agreed. RESOLVED
16/101 “HALL FOR HEMINGBROUGH” – GROUP REPORT:-
The Chairman reiterated that whilst Councillors R Procter, F Davidson and L Carstairs are all members, the “Hall for Hemingbrough” is a totally independent group and separate to the Parish Council.
Councillor R Procter (representing the group) read out a statement advising of their aims and objectives and gave an overview of the results of their initial community consultation.
The Chairman read out correspondence received from a member of the public regarding the “Hall for Hemingbrough”. 
Councillor R Procter answered a number of questions posed by the resident and the clerk clarified issues raised relating to councillors register of interests. 

16/102 DISCUSS CONCERNS RAISED BY MR GEORGE FILLINGHAM – PARISH COUNCIL GRASS CUTTING CONTRACTOR:-
The Chairman reported that whilst cutting a piece of grass on St Marys Avenue the council grass cutting contractor Mr George Fillingham had damaged his ride on grass cutter after it came into contact with tree branches that had been left on the grass and were hidden from view.

The land adjoins a number of properties in Nursery Close and as Mr Fillingham had complained to the council previously regarding garden debris being thrown over the fence onto the grass in St Marys it was agreed that a letter would be sent to the residents to make them aware of the fly tipping.
Councillor R Procter raised concern regarding the state of the grass at Millgarth and the Cloisters which Selby District Council are responsible for and it was agreed that the clerk would contact them and request that this is cut as a matter of urgency. 

The Chairman closed the meeting to allow Mrs Susan Sellers to speak about the state of the grass in the churchyard which Selby District Council are also responsible for and it was noted that due to equipment problems Selby District Council have fallen behind with grass cutting throughout the district.

The meeting was re-opened.

Councillor Roland Chilvers requested that the Parish Council grass cutting contractor strim round the dog bin and street name plate on the piece of grass at the junction of Landing Lane/Mill Lane and the Chairman agreed to raise this request.
