15/147 PUBLIC FORUM:-

15/149 LISTEN TO REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS:-
County Councillor M Jordan reported that the Parish of Hemingbrough Historical Heritage Society (PHHHS) has been granted £300 from his locality budget for the Memorial Garden and spoke about the re-opening of Newland Bridge.

Councillor Jordan also advised that although work had commenced on the footpath between Cliffe crossroads and Hemingbrough further work was still to be completed after Christmas.

The Chairman advised that he was still awaiting a response from Mark Lumby (Highways) regarding HGV’s using Hagg Lane.

It was also noted that in response to the flooding on Water Lane and Main Street an emergency order had been raised.

The Chairman also spoke about the work carried out to the footpath on the A63 and advised that following the clearance between Cliffe crossroads and Thornes, the remainder of the footpath to Brackenholme will be done under a separate funding scheme and that the footpath will also be tarmacked.

Gridline Newsletter
Part Night Lighting

Following a request received from a resident regarding part night lighting in St Mary’s Avenue the clerk reported that she had been advised by NYCC that if the light does not meet any of the policy criteria for exclusion from the part night scheme, for example, night time road accidents, reported crime and anti-social behaviour, sheltered housing, road hazards or town centre it cannot be excluded from the scheme without a change in their policy.
It was noted that the clerk had submitted a request to NYCC for them to look at this on the grounds of safety due to the tree root damage caused to the footpath in the area.
Archaeological Dig at Plasmor

It was noted that following the last Parish Council meeting the Chairman had spoken to Darren at Plasmor who had advised that the work on site had finished. Councillor Chilvers asked that the clerk to contact the York Archaeological Trust and request a copy of the report and this was unanimously agreed.

Registration and License Update

Public Meeting 29th October ref Car Parking Main Street/Hull Road

The proposed parking restriction plans drawn up by Gary Lumb (Highways) were discussed and agreed in principle by the Parish Council.

Plan.1 (Double Yellow Lines on Main Street) - Shorten the restriction back from Tune Cottage and extend the same distance on the other side of the road.

Plan.2 (Double Yellow Lines on School Road)

These proposals will be put to residents at the public meeting to be held on Thursday 14th January before they are formally agreed.

Village Defibrillator
It was noted that both Councillors G Harrison and F Davidson had spoken to the Crown Inn regarding their plans to install a defibrillator on the outside wall of the public house.

It was unanimously agreed that the Crown Inn should proceed with their plans and that the Parish Council would look at obtaining permission from the HI & PFA to install a second one on the scoreboard so that the entire village would be covered.

TPO’s / Tree Works
