16/035 PUBLIC FORUM:-
Discussion took place regarding the closing date for donation request applications for community events being held to celebrate the Queens 90th Birthday.

The clerk advised that between 21st and 24th February, a mobile catering trailer and a blue Ifor Williams livestock trailer were stole from a yard in Carlton.

District Councillor K Arthur advised that Selby District Council has agreed a Council Tax increase of 1.99% and NYCC have agreed a Council Tax increase of 3.99% which is made up of a 1.99% general increase and 2% specifically for the increase in adult social care. 
District Councillor J Deans spoke about the percentage of business rates passed over to NYCC and central government and it was noted that at present 0% of green business rates generated from power stations are passed over to central government but that this is liable to change in the near future.

16/042 CONSIDER AND AGREE MATERIALS QUOTE FOR THE REPAIR OF BENCH SITUATED ON POND CORNER AT THE JUNCTION OF MILL LANE / LANDING LANE:-

It was noted that a quote for £172.90 + VAT has been obtained for the materials required (7 pieces of Iroko timber). It was proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor F Davidson and unanimously agreed to purchase the materials required. RESOLVED 
16/043 TO RECEIVE INFORMATION ON THE FOLLOWING ON-GOING ISSUES AND DECIDE FURTHER ACTION WHERE NECESSARY:-
Registration and License Update/Village Greens
Councillor F Davidson advised that he was awaiting a response from Land Registry and that based on the evidence already obtained the Parish Council should progress with the registration. It was noted that further investigation was required and that the Parish Council would look into this further.  

Car Parking Main Street/School Road
The revised parking restrictions as proposed by Gary Lumb - NYCC Highways were discussed and the Chairman advised that in the new financial year Highways would look at funding that may be available for this.
It was agreed that a flyer would be distributed to all residents outlining the proposed parking restrictions and that a final consultative Public Meeting would be held on Thursday 14th April.

Village Defibrillator
The Chairman advised that he had obtained verbal permission from the Chair of Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields (HI & PFA) to install a defibrillator on the scoreboard wall and it was agreed that he would also obtain written permission.
The clerk advised of information and costings received from HEARTSafe Communities who together with Yorkshire Ambulance Service (YAS) have put together a scheme to enable communities to install a temporary re-conditioned and re-calibrated device straight away whilst raising funds to purchase a new device within 2 years.
It was proposed by Councillor R Chilvers, seconded by Councillor E Kinsella and unanimously agreed that as funds were available the Parish Council would purchase a brand new device subject to written permission from HI & PFA.
It was also noted that a qualified electrician would also be required to install the cabinet.

Water Lane Pond
Councillor E Kinsella reported that Askham Bryan College had delayed the Habitat Suitability Survey as in order for this to be viable they need to have a run of 5 or more nights above 4 degrees and therefore it is likely that this cannot be carried out until after Easter.

It was noted that George Fillingham would be carrying out work to tidy up Pond Corner next week and that he has also offered to provide and plant free of charge the trees/hedges necessary to improve the area. 
TPO’s/Tree Works 
Councillor F Davidson advised that he had not received any response from Selby District Council so he had been unable to progress this further.
Community Noticeboard
The Chairman advised that he had been in contact with the Chair of Hemingbrough Institute and Playing Fields Association (HI & PFA) to request permission to place a community noticeboard on the scoreboard wall and that he was awaiting a response.
