Clerk and Councils Direct Newsletter
Church Clock
It was noted that the clerk had received a report on the 14th September that the church chimes were out and that the clock was gaining time.

The clerk reported the faults to Smith of Derby and was advised that the annual service would be carried out on the 25th September and if the engineer is able to fix the faults during the service this will be done otherwise he will forward a report detailing the work required and the cost.

Inner Moor Lane

It was reported that a member of the public was continuing to cut the bottom half of Inner Moor Lane but that the bottom half is totally impassable and requires attention.

Councillor K Terry declared a Non-Registerable Interest in Item 14a No.1 Planning Applications Received due to farming part of the land.
15/097 CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES:-

It was proposed by Councillor R Drew, seconded by Councillor R Chilvers and unanimously agreed to move forward Item No 14a) Planning Applications Received. 

Councillors L Carstairs and R Procter entered the meeting.

15/098 PLANNING:-

a) Applications Received ex Selby District Council:
The chairman closed the meeting on several occasions to allow members of the public to speak about the application and discussion took place regarding the areas identified by the Parish Council in the Plan Selby Consultation.

1. (2015/0551/OUT) Outline application with all matters reserved for the erection of up to 27 dwellings on Land West of Mill Lane and South of Orchard End. Strongly Object
1) A number of brownfield sites have already been identified by the Parish Council as part of the Plan Selby consultation (No’s 1, 7 & 8) which will cover the quote of 54 houses identified by SDC in the 15 year plan so no further development is required.

2) The Parish Council strongly object to any building outside the existing building line. 
15/099 CONSIDER AND AGREE HOW TO PROCEED WITH WATER LANE POND AREA:-

The Chairman spoke about the poor state of the Water Lane pond area and it was proposed by Councillor L Carstairs, seconded by Councillor R Procter and unanimously agreed that the Parish Council would take on the responsibility of cutting back/tidying up the trees and re-opening the pond. The Chairman also advised that he would speak to Andy Pulleyne with regards to the work required to the pond. RESOLVED
15/100 CONSIDER TPO’S IN THE PARISH:-

Councillor R Chilvers spoke about his concerns regarding any future housing development destroying a number of trees.

It was proposed by Councillor R Chilvers, seconded by Councillor R Drew and unanimously agreed that Councillors L Stebbings and J Strelczenie would arrange a meeting with George Fillingham to identify any trees that should have a TPO on them. RESOLVED
15/101 DISCUSS AND AGREE PREVENTATIVE FUTURE TREE SURGERY THROUGHOUT THE VILLAGE:-

The Chairman advised that himself and Councillor L Stebbings had spoken to George Fillingham to identify the areas around the village that currently require attention (strip of land on St Mary’s Avenue, Oldways and the land at the side of Ferry Close) and he gave an overview of the necessary work.
It was proposed by Councillor L Stebbings, seconded by Councillor R Chilvers and unanimously agreed that the Chairman would obtain a quote for all the work to be agreed at a future Parish Council meeting. RESOLVED

Ride of Remembrance

Drop Kerbs
It was noted that County Councillor M Jordan would be having a walkabout with officers from Area 7 in October to look at village issues including the need for dropped kerbs. 
Registration and License Update
The Chairman advised that the registration for Hagg Lane Green has been submitted and it was noted that Councillor Chilvers is still in the process of looking into other small pieces of land around the village.
Car Parking on Main Street/School Road
The Chairman advised that a public meeting is to be held at the Methodist Chapel on Thursday 29th October commencing at 7pm to discuss the complaints received from both residents and Arriva Buses regarding inconsiderate parking throughout the village.
It was also noted that the Parish Council were to hold a site meeting on Tuesday 29th September to formulate proposals to be put forward to residents at the public meeting.

Update on Hull Road Vehicle Activated Sign (VAS) obscured by trees
The Chairman advised that the remaining branches were still to be trimmed and that he would ask George Fillingham to carry this out as soon as possible. It was also noted that the VAS near the Playing Fields required attention and it was agreed that George Fillingham would also be asked to look at this.

Village Defibrillator
The Chairman advised that Councillor F Davidson has spoken to the landlord of The Crown Inn regarding the defibrillator who has advised that they are having their own collection for a defibrillator to be purchased and installed at the pub and they do not want any contribution from the Parish Council. It was noted that advice regarding defibrillators has been received from the YLCA which will be passed onto pub.
Discussion took place regarding a second defibrillator to be sited at the Playing Fields and it was agreed that this would be discussed further at the next meeting.

Village Signage

Councillor R Chilvers proposed that two new brick signs should be erected to identify the boundaries of Hemingbrough/Babthorpe and Cliffe. It was unanimously agreed that Councillor R Chilvers would identify the possible sign locations to enable the Parish Council to apply for a structure license and that this would be discussed further at the next meeting.
